total 32,227. They were
divided as follows:

Killed or died wounds: Of-
ficers, 29&; men, 0,100.

Wounded or missing: Of-

ficers, 923; men, 24,848.
British casualty lists have been

increasing recently, probably in
cdnsequencc of the bitter fight-
ing in Flanders. Last week they
were 25,065, and in the preced-
ing week 21,801.
