Careless words,
or words spoken In moments of Irri-

tation, have been repeated as pvi- -

dencc of deep seated unrest among'
Thousands of Innocent persons, ami
whole societies have been pictured us
seditious because one or two of their
members have been misled, corrupted
or lacking in Judgment.

In the face of falsehoods of this
kind an unnoted record of ceaseless
endeavor in the nation's behalf Is not
remembered. Specifically, the splen-

did contributions made through Its
unnumbered agencies by labor to ef-

fective mobilization of national re-

sources for war, contributions notable
for the good will and unpreten-
tious c that character-
ise them, may for a moment be ob-

scured by sensational exploitation of
errors committed by an Isolated Indi-

vidual. Consequently, the formal ex-

position of tho undaunted purpose of
n great organization such as the
American Federation of Labor,
though not needed within the ranks
of Its members, is of the utmost use-

fulness in that it exposes and silence
the traitors who, without obligation
or responsibility to It, retail false-
hoods concerning Its sentiments and
its purposes.

The War Charity Grafter.
The charity grafter is not a crea-

ture of the war. The soft hearted
have always been Ihc victims of
knaves. No police and no private
agency for the elimination of Im-

postors hnvo been nblo to clear the
streets of solicitors who represented
nothing more worthy than their own
laziness and greed. The evil Is as
old as generosity, as dlftleult to eradi-
cate as selfishness.

Naturally the war, with Its stupen-
dous charities, Its unprecedented

nnd opportunities, Its amaz-
ing loosening of pockctbooks, has of-

fered unheard of chances for tho par-
ticularly mean creatures who fatten
on tho ndmlrablo Impulses of the un-

more ambitious, nnd have not found
it difficult to engage the thoughtless
assistance of reputable citizens. The
result is that many gifts, tho

GERMANY NOT LIKELY TO BE STAR VED
INTO SUBMISSION.

Precise Details of Her Food Supply

Not So Desperately Toor

There aro signs that It will noon be
posslblo to deduco tho food competence
of Germany from first hand knowl-
edge. Hitherto tho difficulty has been
to get definite Information. The
HrltUh Medical Journal recently pub-
lished a leading article on the rations
of Germany, Austria, Uulgarla and

i
Turkey, which It revlsis this week In

week, In Easen 2,000 grama a week
Bread grain Is milled up to 94 per
cent. Tho Imperial potato ration Is
3,500 grams a week, or COO grams a
day

These facta are of great signifi
cance. They aro precise and authen
tic, as are the following, stated by the
samo high authority: During October
the potato ration dropped slightly. In
Germany it was 4GU grams a day. In
Austria 1,000, while In Holland It wa
a.ooo prams. If theso rations are
translated Into ordinary language the
layman will get a clearer notion of
their meaning. Those who know what
a gram Is will understand that 450
grams Is about 15 ounces, which Is
the average dally portion of the Ger-
man adult, for children nnd babies
havo other allowances. Now tho food
value of six ounces of potato or an
ordinary helping Is 15S calories, so
that the October ration gavo eaeh
German a "portion" of potatoes at
each tneal. Tho food value of three
ounces oi nrcau, an orniuary auow -
anco ni h mixed meal.
