German Widely Known in
New York Once Cornered

the Coffee Market.

CAME HERE PENNILESS

His Brokerage Finn Recently
Reorganized Under Trading

With Enemy Act.

Word reached members of the coffee
trade In New York city yesterday that
Herman Slelcken, for many cars a
member of the coffee brokerage firm of
Crosaman A Slelcken, and one of the big
figures of the trade, had died tn Baden-Bade-

Germany. The announcement
was received In a censored letter from
the wife of a man In the coffee trade,
who had read of the death In a Zurich
newspaper. The name had been blotted
out, but other references to the death In
tho letter, which were left uncensored,
lead his friends here to believe that tho

' man who onco cornered tho coffee mar-
ket Is dead. Thorllef Nellson of tho
firm of Sorenson & Neluon, which suc-

ceeded Slelcken's company some months'
ago, has asked the Slate Department

.for a confirmation of the report.
Mr. Stricken left his birthplace. Ham-

burg, Germany, a penniless boy and re-
turned half a century later with everal
millions, mot of which represented
rroflts extracted from the coffee bean In
every market of the world. He was 77

enrs old, and for several years had
been In very poor health, a fact which
tends to confirm the belief of his friends
that the report of hla death Is correct.
Most of his rpcent years had been spent
In his home In Baden-Bade- to which
he retired In 1914, thortly before the

He raised J10.000.UOO In
New York to finance the American end
of this deal, and It has been reported
that his profits, direct nnd Indirect, were
almost as much as the sum he was
called upon to ralee to put thn deal
through. The Government of Brazil took
ch.vrg" of the. entire coffee crop of that
country, floated $73,000,000 of bonds to
pay the planters for tho crop and put
Into force a valorization plan under
which the crop was to be sold nt a flcd
price.

Slelcken piled up Brazilian coffee in
New York until the warehouse were full

nnd running over with II. The price
more than doubled. It mounted from 5

cents to 13 cents n pound. The attention
of the Attorney. General of the United
States was called tn the situation and
tho corner was broken by tho starting
of a for a violation of tho
Sherman l.iw. By tho terms of nn
amicable adjustment with the Govern-
ment of Brazil the coffee was ordered
sold.

Mr. Slelcken was one of tho spectacu-

personal friends of Henry Ilavemeyer.
