LABOR

OUR PRESENT DIFFICULTY AS TO

SUPPLY.

Various Ways of Overcoming It Oensidered, and a Speeific Plan Suggeated,
Particularly s te Immigration.

All Industrial life now Is seriously
affected by what is termed the labor
turnover. In a recent address Mr, Rea,
president of the Pennsylvania Rallroad
Company, atated that during the year
1916 out of the 146,438 employees,
which was the monthly average for
the year, 121,477 were new workers,

and for the first eight montha of the
present yvear, when the average num-
ber was 154971, new men were repre-
sented to the number of 115,749, Thia
shifting of the working population Is
an evil which Invites or causes accl-
dents more than any other element of
the Industrial safety problem, even
more than the speeding up assoclated
with the increase in the demands upon
all producers.

There is in all indusiries a greater
ahortage of labor than the country has
ever before experienced. Our normal
net increase in population of the labor-
ing classes by Immigration of 1.000,000
persons a year has in the past three
years virtually been wiped out, and
consldering the number of persons
that have returned to their home lands
in response to the call to the colors,
and also taking into account the men
removed from indusirial pursuits by
summonses to military mervice and
other war duties, It | quite accurately
calculated that there are £.000,000
fewer workingmen In the country to-
day than there would have been had
the war never been started,

A osal operator told me last week
that the output of his mines decreased
26 per cent. during the past twelve
months, chiefly on account of lack of
men, some of his mines actually being
closed for that reason; that under nor-
mal conditions his output amounts to
4,000,000 tons a vear, while now there
in great diMculty In obtaining suffi-
cient labor to produce 3,000,000 tons,
and this when there In need for double
the supply In order that manufacturs
ing eatablishments may meet the In-
creased demands upon them,

The grain fields of the entire country
and the rice, sugar cane and cotlon
flelds of the South and Southeast, with
the mines, are crying for help in order
that there may be produced the food,
fuel and clothing essentials sufMcient
for our own necessitien and adequate
for the needns of our allies, The indus-
trinl situation has become 80 acute
that we are now imposing upon the
women of this fair land burdens of
hard labor in most inappropriate voca-
tions. which to me seems a reflection

upon our foresight, our courage and
inur manhood.

Under the labor conditlons existing
at this time and with which we will
surely be confronted during the com-
ing two years, if the nar Insts so |ong,
und even during the year we ure now
approaching, there will be In a fallure
to heed the warning and apply 8
remedy to the situation a shortage in
the actunl necessaries nf life, with real

allles and our soldlers,

The remedy for the evil or the solu-
tion of the problem in In the distribu-
