SET AT 3 P. C.

Hoover Makes' Announcement
With Approval of Presi-

dent Wilson.

TO SAVE SOME GRAIN

Breweries Will Bo Permitted to
Use Only, 70 Per Cent, of

Former Amount.
I

Special Dtifatck to Tire Scv.
Washinotox, Nov. IS. Food Admin-

istrator Hoover announced y that
President Wilson had approved a reduc-
tion In the alcoholic content of beer. In
the future beer may not have a dynamic
content of 4 or 4 ft per cent. It must
be no more than 3 per cent., which Is
tnme Indeed from the viewpoint of the
Imbiber who likes a little kick even In
beer.

In addition the breweries will be re-
quired to use only 70 per cent, of the
grain formerly used. It may afford some
consolation to know that In spite of this
saving of grain, mostly barley, the grand
total quantity of the brew will remain
substantially the same.

Mr. Hoover In a statement Issued to-

night tells why he does not put the brew-
eries, out of business altogether and thus
save all the grain. He does not want to
put the nation on an exclusively whiskey
diet

The food bill provides for the prohibi-
tion 'of the use of foodstuffs In the pro-
duction of distilled spirits for beverage
purposes and the use of foodstuffs for
the production of distilled drinks was
stopped on September 8. There is, how-
ever. In the country from two to three
years- - supply of whiskey, brandy and
gin and other distilled liquors. The
food bill provides that these liquors can
be commandeered by the Government If
required for the purpose of manufac-
ture of alcohol for munitions.

On the other hand, requirements for
Industrial .alcohol In addition to the
normal output from sawdust and other
waste product are at present negligible.

"Those, who wish brewing entirely sup-
pressed should therefore bear In mind,'
said Mr. Hoaver, "that If such a course
were pursued the country would be
placed on a whiskey banls entirely, and
the amount of akWhoV consumed would
most probably increase.

The immediate elimination of th Gary
system from the schools on January 1

and a plan to keep a sufflclrfnt supply of
coal on hand In the city buildings during
the winter were the subjects discussed
yesterday by Mayor-ele- ct John F. Hylan
and the new Board of Estimate.

The conference, which was held In
Judge Hylan's headquarters, at Forty-secon- d

street and Mldleon avenue, lasted
for several hours, and It wan finally de-

cided to adjourn until Saturday, when
the superintendents of public schools will
be called In to assist In choosing a sub-

stitute system of education.
At the conclusion of the meeting Mau-

rice Connolly, President of the Borough
of Queens, acted as spokesman. He first
told of the discussion on coal Tind stated
that nn Investigation would be started to
determine Just how much coal there was
on hand.

"We consider this question of the ut
most Importance," he said. "An a mat
ter of fact we call It problem No. 1 for
us to consider. What we want Is to be
sure that throughout the winter there will
be a sufficient supply of coal on hand so
that In case a severe storm Interferes
with the delivery of coal there will be
sufficient In reserve to guard against the
closing of any of the city departments or
bureaus.' of

Ettlnger System Discussed.
Mr. Connolly then made the positive

statement that the Gary system was to
bo taken out of the schools January I.

"The Mayor," aaid President Connolly,
referring to Judge Hylan. "wishes It un-
derstood, however, that thts elimination
will necessarily have to be gradual In

Out
of M.000 wool weaving looms In France
the north possessed 45,000. All these of
are gone.

An association of German metallur-
gists has opened an ofllco In Dusseldorf
and haa undertaken to act aa Inter-medlta- ry

for the distribution of the loot
among German firms. An Industrial as-
sociation has been formed at Essen with
a capital of Jl.000,000 "to organize Ger-
man economic assistance to French and
Belgian factories which have Buffered
damage from the war." In plan Eng-

lish. It purposes to sell back to French
firms material looted from the French.

NO SERIOUS OBJECTION

State Department Seeking the
identity of Submarine That

Sunk the Schuylkill.

Wasiiinoto.v, Nov. 26. A declaration

of war by the United States against Austria--

Hungary, Bulgaria and Turkey will
be passed by Congress whenever sought
by the President. This was learned to-

day from leaders of both political par- -
tics.

The question of waging war against
the allies of tho German Government has
been discussed about the Capitol for
many months. It haa been hoped on all
sides that tho delay In extending the list
of Amerlcn'w opn cr.cn-.t- beyond the
Gonnan empire might furnish the oppor-
tunity for the erosion of war to have
worn Austria down to a point where ehe
might break nway from the Teutonic al-
liance through pure exhaustion.

Democrats and Republicans alike, with
here nnd there an exception the excep-
tions arc not confined to the
pacifist group In the Senate favor war
with Austria at once. Many of them
have favored It all along. For tills rea-
son It can bo predicted that once the
United States Government determines
that tho hour for a declaration has
struck Congress will give practically In-

stant response to the demand for tho
declaration of war.

Stone In Favor of Action.
William J. Stone, chairman of the Sen-

ate Committee on Foreign Affairs, who
voted against the declaration of war
with Germany, now wants war with Aus-
tria. Ho considers that the position of
the United States is anomalous.

"It will simplify the situation both at
home and abroad to have this declara-
tion effected," said Senator Stone
"We are In point of fact practically at
war with Austria-Hungar- y now. I un-
derstand that Austrian troops constitute
a part of the battle line in France, and
If war Is not declared there Is the oppor-
tunity for the American forces to find
themselves confronting the fighting
force's of a nation with which wo are not
at war If the declaration Is not forth-
coming.

"Furthermore, it wilt materially sim-
plify the administration of domestic
laws. It will render the Interpretation
of the espionage act, the tradiag wiU
the enemy act nnd other war time
legislation more simple and straighten
out many possible problems arising out
of tho 'presence of enemy aliens In the
United States."

Xehraakan Urges Caution.
Senator Hitchcock Is ono of the Ad

ministration Senators who are Inclined
to counsel deliberation in dealing with
the Austrian problem, fie said :

"1 am disposed to go slow In this
matter. I have felt all along that In
tho situation created by withholding
the declaration agalnr-- t Austria the
United States has held fast to one
of the routes to an earlier peace. It
wnulJ seem to me that dealings with
Austria might lead In the direction of
IH'.u--e If a modification of tho Italian
demand upon Austria might be

through Inter-All- y counsels.
"In so far as fthe domestic problem

U concerned, there are more than the
Austrian In the United States to bo
considered. It will materially simplify
tho relations between the Government
and men of Austrian nativity or alle-
giance In the United States whose sym-
pathies are with tho German contention
In this war. But, on the other hand.
It will work a twrlous hardship upon
the Bohemian and Czech elements In
our population, who have been Intensely
loyal to the United State, firm support-
ers of America In the war and willing
to go to any length for tho cause of
this nation."

I.rnls llrgti Prompt Action.
Senator Lewis gave his Indorsement

to the war project. Ho said: 'The
United States must declare war on Aus-
tria. The other allies of Germany must
also be placed In the same category.
They ore all of them making common

The Italians are restlsting successfully
and Inflicting heavy losses tn spite of
the fact that a tremendous barrage Is
being directed upon them from the dom-
inating positions of the enemy.

Reenforcements are being rushed from
both sides. The struggle undoubtedly
will be prolonged, even If tho enemy at-
tains his immediate objective and
reaches the plains of Bassano. The re-

inforcements for the Italians include
large forces of French and British.

Efforts of the enemy to make gains
further south havo dwindled steadily t

until now tho Austro-German- s at many
points would be content merely to hold
their lines, which are menaced by a se-
ries of strong counter attacks by the
troops of Gen. Diaz.

The Trtfruna polntH out the special
significance which a War declaration be-
tween the United States and Austria
would have at this time.

EIGHT DAY MARCH.

French and British Arrive In
Splendid Condition,
By the Aetociated Fret:

Italian-- Abut HeAPQUARTEns i.v
North din Italy. Nov. 2. Solid ranks
of French and British infantry jvlth ar-
tillery and supply trains were seen by
the Associated Press correspondent yes-
terday within sound of the battle on
the Italian northern lino. They had
been On an eight day march, making
flffren miles a day.

The French reenforcements were first
seen In force. They were splendid look-
ing young men. There wero squadrons
of cavalry In the road and in the neatby
fields, and long lines of troops with
artillery trains and supplies. Field
kitchens had been set up at one point
and the midday meal wo being served.
The men looked In tho best of condition
and did not show a traco of fatigue
from their long march.

Just beyond hero the color turned
from blue to khaki as long lines of the
British came Into sight. In the lead
were cyclists, and then came engineer
trains. Following were long ranks of
Infantry, cavalry and artillery.

The artillery horses wero especially
marked for their sleek, well fed condi-
tion, nd the observers noted how all
the brass work of the guns and equip-
ment glinted with the thorough care it
had' had. One engineer corps was
rumbling to the roar with huge pontoons
on camions, as it had been found these
were not needed, but all tho rest of the
force was moving forward.

The men looked hard us nails despite
their steady marches. Both officers and
men wore eager to hear how the fight
was going and were anxious to get for
ward.

The whole appearance of tho British
and French gave u feeling of great
power because of tho perfect organiza-
tion and ardor of all rank, accentuated
by the timeliness with which they are
arriving In the vicinity of the battle
front.

ALL ATTACKS REPELLED.

Italians Refuse to Yield Any
CSronnd In Mountain Sector.

Paris, Nov. 26. The Italian War
Ofllco statement y reports tho re- -
pulso of strong Austro-Gcrma- n attacks
on tho northern mountain front, while
Berlin contents Itself with assertions of
local successes and the repulse of Italian
counter attacks. Tho statements follow:

Italian Enemy masses, supported
by heavy artillery, again attempted
yesterday to attack our positions be-

tween the Ilrcnta and Plavo rivers.
On ourrleft wing the enemy's efforts
were directed against the Monte Per-'tl-

area. They were crushed
promptly, and a deadly and well exe-
cuted counter attack on our part was
made In answer to every fresh attempt
by the enemy. At Tasion the Monte
Rosa battalion of Alplnt annihilated
its assailants.

BRITISH CLOSE IN
ON JERUSALEM

Allenbye Forces Within Field
Gun Range of City.

London, Nov. 28. .British forces un-
der Gen. Allenby are in field gun rango
of Jerusalem and continue to close In
upon the city. To-da- y nn official bul-
letin announced the capturo of Aln
Karlm, three and a half miles west of
nlo city walls and Rlttlr station, six
miles to the southwest.

Between these points and the city the
Turks have strong forces which hold
positions covering Jerusalem and also
the road from the north.

Tho State Department here announced
also that the United .States had received
the proposaLfor nn Immediate armistice,
addressed Xn all belligerents by the
Bolshevik Government. Ambassador
Francis sent a later message stating
that the northern armies In Russia wero
reported to be short of food. This latter
Information is likewise favorable to Ger-
man plans.

Ona of Lculnc's) arguments against
continuing the war has been that the
return of tho Russian troops from the
front would solve the acute food short-
age problem In Russia. In view of
Lenlnc's secret collusion with the
Teutons it is regarded possible ho may
be taking steps to starve the Russian
armies Into submission to the suBKestion
that they return from tho battle, line.
