WasiiNa™oN, Nov. 20.—To set at rest
the statements yhich Miive been widely
cireulated throughout the countfy re-
garding the treatment accorded Interned
Germans in the United States, the De-
partment of Labor to-night described In
dotall the treatment mccorded the In-
terned Germans at the camp at Hot
springs. N. C.

It was explained that the Inmates of
the camp are not prisoners of war. They
comprise the officers and crews of the
Gertnan merchant ships which were in-
(erned when war was declared by the
United Statea,

An allens they are amenable tb the
immigration laws, which are adminis
tered by the Department of Labor and
1 "enemy allany” under the President's
proclammtion they are subject (o the
laws on which the proclamation was
tased. Thair deportation, it was ex-
piained, was Impossible in view of the
lnfdrnational situation,

Pald Oaly for Thelir Work.

“Contrary to the general Impression,”
R was explained, "these ullens receive
m compensation from the Government
woapt such am Is allowed them for work
sctually performed. Those who enguge
I construction work of one sort or an-
other are pald mt the rate of §30 a
menth, with an additional allowance of
18 por month to those acting In the ca-
pacity of foremmmn.

“The Interned officers have been per-
mitted to recelve from apy source not to
excoed $10 and the crew men not more
than $6 & month. Receipts In exceas
of thess amounts are plared to the
credit of the alliens In a posial savings
bank or otherwise disposed of as densired.
Permission is of course granted for
legitimate purchases of cluthing and
sther necessaries."”

Mfter explalining the sanitary arrange-
mants made for the camps and the fact
tiat the routine.of the camp has been
armanged so that married men there may
ses thelr families once each week, the
Labor Department statement concluded :

"There Is no warrant: whatever for
the statement that these allens are al-
lowsd an excessive amount of food. Three
meals & day of plain but thoroughly
palatable and substantial food are pro-
vided for each man. A lmited number
of egge Is furnished.

The
Department of Labor has charge only
of the Internment camps for the mer-
chant crews, while the other Internmént
camps are under the War Depurtment,

crews of the German naval ves-
sala are ths only ones who are prison-
ers of war and as sich entitled 1o re-
celve compensation from the Govern-
mant.

A duplicate list of every one of
them who registered with Mr. Power
under the President's proclamation has
been forwarded to the Polce Depart-
ment.

Enamy allens will be segregated ac-
cording to police pr ts. Pollcemen un-
der the contemplated scheme will famil-
larise themeselves with the enemy allens
in their district. Aw far as s posalble
they will wateh them, learn their habits
and gather any other dJdata concerning
them that they can,

Thousands of cards, printed in both
English and German, will be posted in
the fAve counties under the Marshal's
jurisdictlon warning enemy aliens of
the dead line.

It was revealed yesterday that already
the Marshal's office has arrested more
than a doszen for violating the edict.
They hava been interned temporasily on
Ellls Island, and wlill be transferred
later-to Fort Oglethorpa, Georgla. .

Al present thera are 28,800 enemy
allens in Manhattan, The Hronx and
Waeastohester county who have registared
as such and have been granted permits
to come and go at will.  Since the
promulgation of the President's procll-]
mation barring all enemy allens from |
approaching within a hundred yarda ol|
the waterfront these permits have been |
nullified and all holders of these per-
mits will be compesllsd to register with
the police.

Every patrolman in the city will be
ordered to report to his precinet com—]
mander the names of all enemy allenns
residing within his post or beat. Then |
notices will be served on these allens to |
present themselves at the police station
on a givean date for reglstration. This
done each will recalve his ldentification
card and as long as he obeys the laws
prescribed for his kind he will be un-
molested.
