paign to raise $5,000,000 for the Jewish
war sufferers and for the Jewish Board
for Welfare Work In the United States
Army and Navy wll. be commenced.

Jacob II. Schiff Is to bo the host at
7 o'clock In the evening at a dinner
which will bo attended by 800 prominent
Jewish men and women, who are to be

the workers In the campaign and who
will be assembled with the forty cap-

tains of the. men's teams and the ten
captains of the women's teams.
