Jecta which It s natural to assume the
President will discuss In general terms,
glving In this discussion the Adminia-
tration's “Interpretation of what conatl-
tutes a progreasive policy In these essen-
tials of the general war scheme.

As to what the Presldent may have
to say with regard to general laws of
conditions, it {s generally belleved that
he will extend to the united labor ele-
menta of the nation & certaln amount of
felicitation over the patriotic devotion to
duty which has been displayed m the
conferences of the American Federation
of Labor and In the outgivings of ths
rallway brotherhnod chiefs In which the
"Hig Four" promised most tentatively to
behave as well as they could under the
clreumatancea.

It !s not Selleved that the President
will anticipate even by suggestion such
legialative actlon as & more Imminent
threat of & poasible tieup of the trans-
portation service of the nalion may ne-
couaitate.

It is underptood that Amaerica’'s rela-
tions with foreign Governments, partic-
ularly with the thres countries in alliance
with Germany, with the general attitude
of the Government toward the neutrals
and towasd the nations with which we
are in alllance, will be the subject of
later communications,

It will be in working out the principles
of complete fraternalism that the Con-
green will Aind ita stupendous funetion.
This is the thought back of tha message
which President Wilson as Chief Execu-
tive of the nation will convey on Tues
day to Congress, The detalls of the
President's plans for the rescue of &
world from the claws of oppremssion, the
security of the rights of the little peo-
plen and the dethronement of autoeracy
will be the work of Congrese.

Stormier Days Indicated,

It In not to he anticipated that a aimi-
lar subservience in matters of leginlation
such as characterized the extra seasion
will prevall in the coming Congresalonal
session. ‘The clamor to stand by the
President has loet some of ita force. In
the earlisr days of tha particlpation of
America In the world war there was
much Congressional doubt as to the
popularity of the war.

The legislators were far more dls-
posed Lo acquiesce In the demanda of the
executive branch of the Governmint In
view of this fact, comforting themselvan
with the hopa and bellef that if things
went awry they would have a ready ex-
cuns that war exigencies demanded s
concentration of authority and ) conse-
quent concentration of trust In the re=
aponnible hend of the Government. Now
with the appreciation that the people of
the natlon are back of America's particls
pation In the war, that a better apirit of
Amerilcaniam prevalls to-day than did
elght months ago, and that the war has
to be fought with complete victory as its
only ultimate, they will be far more dis-
posed to question Executive judgment as
to methods of the pursult of victory than
they ware of ndequacy of preparation,

There will be investigations In the
course of the coming sesslon, Congress
Is preparing 10 ask more questions than
It did at the extraordinary ssssion. The
legisiators returning to Washington from
thelr home districia are bringing with
them all along the line the queries of
thelr constituents as to what I8 being
done with the vast sums of money which
Libarty bohd isues have yielded and
which under the new tax laws the peo-
ple already have begun to pour In une
stinted volume into the Treasury.

The Congress begins Its new ssanlon
without & scheduls of itsactivities. There
is no legislative programme. Banator
Martin of Virginia, Democratic Benate
leader, sald only yeaterday: "Thare will
ba nothing te Alscuss In advanca of the
Precident’s definition of his dosires.”

This Is asccepted here *» mean that
Congrems will Jook to the President for
that expression of his wishes and of the
needs of Lhe Government which will farm
the subject matler of the programme.
Congress also will be gulded by the Prea-
fdent’'s wishas In the matter of the order
in which thess questions shail be taken
up. Congrens Is ready to start business
in orderly fashion and It stands at mt-
tentlon, The question of how clossly the
President's wishes are to be accepted as
the complete Congressional gulde of life
remaine to be anawéred after the words
of the Prealdent have spoken.

Taclt Threat Discounted.

The tacit threat contained in the de.

the time limit of one month, which they
have put on thelr wage Increass de.
mands, also I dincounted. It Ir known
now to the rallroad heads that the
brotherhoods were not prepared to carey
out thelr strike threat In August, 1910
when thay clubbed Congress into passing
the Adamaon bill, called the “elght hour
Iaw," The rallroas executives have
given ample evidence that they do nnt
Intend to be blackjucked again in the
BAMe WAY.

The Governmant s not golng tnh b
hurried by the brotherhoods. Thair
wage demanda must be presented to the
rallronds In the regular way, the ser-
vicea of the United Btates Board of Me.
diation and Conolllation called in to help
In the usual way and the report of in-
abllity to adjust thas demands of the
employsea and the reporta of the raile
roads made In due course. If there them
fa no ylelding on either alde ths uwual
appeal will ba made to President AViison.

Reads Trust President.

The rallroads have indicated clearly
that they are willing to trust to the
falrness and judgment of the Fresident
in finally stralghtening out their rela-
tions with the brotherhoods. Tha
brotherhoods, despite their conference
with the President, have given no such
indicatlon.

It has bedn made clear that a strike
threat By the brotherhonds will have
fio effect on the Government or on the
rallronds.
