#0 per cent. wf the Afth class rate.

The new rates, which may be filed
shortly, would apply princlpaily from
Chlcago, Peoria, 11L; 8t Louls, Kansas
City, Minneapolls, 8t. Pafll, Duluth and
Wississlppl River c¢rossings to various
Western destinations..
