Patterson atdi but In December of the
same year Mrs. King agreed to back
a speculative venture In cotton spots.
They Invested $14,000 and won $10,000.
Then they went back and lost about
$31,000. Tatterson the deal was
made on a basia of equal thares, each
of the three to bear the burden o:
losses equally or to share equally In
the profits. After trio had lost the
$31,000 Patterson said ho gave Gaston
Means a trust deed on his farm st
Clarksdale, Mis?., with which Mean
was to reimburse Mrs. King, who had
advanced the money for the deal. He
fstlfied' that his farm was worth from
$30 000 to 135 000.

Under Patterson
admitted that when the trio won $10,000
In their ilrst venture ho ltd get his
share of the profits, but that the cntlre
amount was transfer ed to Means's

account. He also said that ho left
Chicago on the day tho market brokr,
resulting In the loss of $31,0o0, and did
not tell Mrs. King that her speculative
venturo had been disastrous.

Patterson failed to recall the details
of the majority of his financial dealings
with his Ho also said that
he could not remember whether or not
Means gave him a $1,000 bill, two $500
'bills, ten $100 bills and a small bill
.when he left Chicago on August S of
this year for Aihevllle.

Means Will Take Stand.
Meane will take the stand in his own

defence. This was announced late to-

day by counsel for defence during
an argument In the absence of the Jury
on the admissibility of testimony of

P. Grler. a lawyer of Statesvllle, N.
C.. attempted to tell of experiment:!
with a pistol in the fork of the sycamore
tree near where Mrs. King was shot.

The State objected on the ground that
thero had been no evidence to show that
tho pistol with whloh Mrs. King was
killed ever had been In the crotch of thu
tree. It waa then announced that M-a-

would go on tho stand, and pending that
time the court withheld decision as to
admitting Grler's evidence.

After tho shooting there were state-
ments that the defence possibly would
contend at the trial that Means had laid
the pistol In the tree, that Mrs King took
It out, then fctlpped on u root und fell,
the revolver being discharged
