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la This a Stateaaeat or Aatirla's
War Aim?

, At Washington on Tuesday Presi-
dent Wilson stated with Incompara-
ble clearness to Congress and to the
world the wnr alms of this republic;
find at the same time lie recommended
to Congress the Immediate declara-
tion of war against the Austrian Gov-

ernment, the partner or serf of Ger-na- n

autocracy. Our allies generally
accept the American President's state-
ment as expressing their own concep-

tion of the purposes for which the
war against the Central Powers is
fought.

At Vienna (lie next day, Wednes-
day, the Emperor Cuailes addressed
a delegation of Austrian and Ger-

mans on the war situation and tlie
conditions of peace which would be
acceptable to his Government. Al-

though somewhat vnguely expressed,
this Is a very Important declaration
and It deserves to be studied.

The two passages which come near-
est to being a definite statement of
nlms of war and conditions of peace
ar.o hero subjoined :

. 1. "Wo are now, as before, ready at
Any time to conclude an honorable peace
which guarantees the existence and In
ttgrlty of the monarchy."

2. "We must regard It as oar sacred
duty not to lay down the sword, which
plunder-seekin- g and rapacious' neigh-

bors forced into our hand, until our
.enemies unequivocally have disavowed
'ibctr mad plans of dismemberment and
Jpprcsslon."

That is to say, the Austro-Hunga-xl-

Government, as distinguished
from the various peoples constituting
the Dual Monarchy, has no purpose
In fighting save to maintain Its exist-

ence and prevent dismemberment.
That, Is to say, further, that the

Emperor Ciiables prays the Almighty
for peace ; puts the blame for the war
upon the rnpnclty of the enemies who
have attacked Austria, nnd declares
his readiness to accept pence on a
basis which shull preserve the status
existing when the war .began three
years ago last summer, and likewise
guarantee his territories against par-
tition by plunder-seekin- g assailants
hereafter.

The ''world must wonder whether
It Is awake or dreaming as It reads
this Imperlul version of the origin of
the war. Austria in the rdle of a
Belgium! Did the hypocrisy and
cent to which Potsdam has so long
accustomed us ever go to greater

--"lengths In the reversal of the truth
or indulge In more grotesquo misrep
resentation of the facts of history
than in this first Imitation by
Charles of William's too familiar
rhetorical expedients?

It Is particularly Instructive at this
time of our own formal entrance Into
wur with the Dual Monarchy to turn
buck to July, 1011, and contrast the
actunl facts ns to Austria's responsl
hlllty with the Emperor Charles's
amazing version.

For years before the Sarajevo as-
sassinations in June, 1014, Austria
with Germnny's consent and conniv-
ence hud been pushing Its predator)'
way southward along the Adriatic
east shore and toward the heart of
the Balkans. Serbia stood In the way,
the main obstacle to what then op
penred us an Independent if system-

atic process of aggrandisement on
Austria's part, but which now stands
clearly forth in Its true subordinate
relation to the larger scheme In which
Germany has been the instigator and
participant.

In September, 1018, Count Brcacn-tol- d

sent an eight day ultimatum to
Belgrade, occasioned by Serbia's

action In the presence of
hu Albuhlun rising believed to have
been procured by Austrian Intrigue.
Serbia yielded. A few mouths Inter,
op the pretext of a railway question,
Austria again started a quarrel with
Serbia; and on this occasion, it Is now
Interesting to observe, the threat of
war reached Belgrade through the
German Ambassador nt Vienna. Whnt
would have resulted from this pre-
text for Invasion vencurslinll kue.w;
for on June 28, opportunely for the
Geriniin-Austrlni- i plans, the Mudent
J'HtNcip, an AuMtrlnn subject, not u
.Serbian, Mini and killed the Archduke
Ksancik rYuuiNANit and hi eonwort
ut Sarajevo.

Tlatt the Islnnlns of the wnr

long planned by the Central Powers
and for which Germany had been
preparing for years. The Auitrlan
Minister nt Belgrade, Baron von
Giesl, wrote to his Government at
Vienna: "We must setllo our ac-

count with Serbia. Half
measures and protracted negotiations,
resulting In u mixed compromise,
would bo the hardest blow that could
be dealt at tho credit of Austria In
Serbia and the situation in Europe."
The UUitartsche Rundicha of Vi-

enna pronounced the moment favor-
able. "Russia is not ready," it said;
"tbe moral factors are with us, as also
Is the force. As wo must fight come
day, let us provoke the conflict Im-

mediately."
And, ns tho world knows, the con-

flict was provoked immediately by
Austria, for her own aggrandizement
and for Germany's benefit. On July
14 the semi-offici- .Vctie Freie Prctio
of Vienna said : "We must scttlu tho
affair with Serbia by force of arms.
It Is evident that a settlement is im-

possible by pacific means, and since
we shall arrive nt wnr later on, it Is
better to finish nt once."

The epoch mnklng ultimatum, de-

signedly insulting, designedly provoc-
ative, designedly impossible of ac-

ceptance, then went from Count von
ButcHTOLb's cabinet to Belgrade and
did the work for which It was In-

tended; nnd the crime of Sarajevo
was speedily forgotten In the auspi-
cious opening of the carefully planned
progress of tho Teuton Powers to-

ward Salonlcn and Bagdad. Every
line of tho Austrian noto to Serbia,
as Sir Maurice de Bu.nskn Informed
the Berlin Foreign Office, had been
approved In ndvnnco by tho German
Ambassador at Vienna.

This is the truth about the begin
ning of the war which the Emperor
Chables now has the effrontery to
represent to his ixxipte as a purely de
fensive war on Austria's part; n self- -

protective struggle against "plunder- -

seeking and rapacious neighbors." So
fnr as Austria's initiative has con-

trolled events it was to bo a war for
the benefit of the Hapsburg dynasty.
So far as Austria has been made the
tool or catspaw of her more power
ful partner, It Is a war for tho world
dominion of Prussian nutocracy.

Austria has suffered for her sin
against civilization und her reckless
assault on human rights. She Is go-

ing to suffer more serious chastise-
ment than that which she has al-

ready experienced. In her place, and
with her record of responsibility for
the upset of the world's peace, it is
scarcely becoming for the ruler of the
Dual Monarchy to attempt to range
himself alongside of King Albeit of
Belgium.

The Philadelphia rollee Strike.
The fuct that the discontented

policemen of Philadelphia, who for
MTeral days have been threatening
to strike, protest that their agitation
Is designed to free them from con-

trol by corrupt politicians holding no
offices, and to permit them to do their
duty unhampered and Impartially,
does not obscure the vicious nature
of their conduct.

Detestable and dangerous as parti
san and personal politics In police di
rection arc, a conspiracy of policemen
to strike Is more to be feared. The
unprincipled politicians can be taken
enre of by orderly processes, but a re-

bellious police force renders the law
Impotent and endangers the safety of
every resident In the district affected.

Every honorable man' will sym
pathize with the announced aims of
the Philadelphia policemen, but every
intelligent man will warn them that
their conduct is more to be condemned
than the abuses against which' their
efforts are directed.

Saving 'oo4 and Making More
Mosey la the Freeees.

Tnc Sun hns received from Mr,
George A. Cltlen, passenger traffic
manager of tho Delaware, Lacka-
wanna and Western Railroad, a let'
ter in which Mr. Cullex says, re-

specting the wnr portions served in
Lackawanna dining cars:

"The plan has proved no popular that
S3 per cent, of all tho meals served con
tain war portions.

"Whllo started merely for the cause
of food conservation, the plan hai turned
out to bo profitable to the railroad com
pany from a financial itandpolnt."

In offering these war portions of
n third less nt prices a third less the
railroad sought, says Mr. Cullen, to
eliminate waste by making the quan
tlty of food fit the size of the appe-

tite. A further purpose, and perhaps
one more important, was to make
food conservation more acceptable und
popular "by demonstrating that the
purveyor of food wus not taking ad
vantage of the consumer by reducing
portions without reducing prices."

We arc of opinion that, in view of
the results, many food purveyors
would be well advised to study tbe
Lackawanna's bills of faro and copy
Its methods, especially In scaling
prices as well as portions.

Arthur Guy Empey could find

plenty of Interesting opportunities for
debate on his statement thnt the abo-

lition of the canteen reduced the
American soldier's morals to a plane
lower than thnt of tho army morals
of Europe. Khtkv has become one of
the most prominent soldiers In all the
world, nnd whnt ho hns to say docs
imt pass unnoticed.

Professional prohibitionists mid the
eager agents of political bosh, how-
ever, are not thoso best fitted for
contradicting Empey. If the canteen
question Is to "bo revived, tho discus-
sion should be among recognized au-

thorities. A problbUloulst politician

is an authority on prohibition, some-
time:, but never on military morals.

As for tho drinking of the soldiers
In Europe, many talcs of wholesale
rain wrought by the rum ration havo
been completely discredited. Before
there Is a fresh spasm of argument
on tho military liquor problem, will
not some Government official present
to tho public the Information which
must by this time be available re-

garding both our own and the Euro-
pean liquor difficulties? Except for
the occasional crusades of Daniels
and a few Incomplete reports from
cantonments the country Is in tho
dark on army ways with tho demon

'rum and associated evils.
It Is forbidden that the public learn

all the details of tho soldier's equip
ment and destination. But we have
a right, amounting to a responsibility,
to know about the soldier himself.
Is Private John Doc drinking too
much rum, if any? What effect, so
far, has "rotgut booze," as Empey
calls it, had upon tho American
armies?

There is a record of such mat-
ters, surely. Why not bring It out
and glvo the soldier's welt wishers
something better than rumor to con-

demn or applaud?

Turkey and Bulgaria.
The only member of tho House For-

eign Affairs Committee who hns com-

mitted himself as favoring an imme-

diate declaration of war on Turkey
and Bulgaria Is Representative Mil-ijc- b

f Minnesota, who recently re-

turned from a visit to the battle lines
on the west front. Offhand, tho ob-

server might say that nn eye witness
of tho war was well qualified to pass
upon questions of policy. For ex-

ample, those who have bran In or
near tho war are Invariably better
Informed of war needs than those
who have watched from n distance.

In this Instance, however, familiar-
ity with big guns is no udvnntuge,
but rather the contrary. A visit to
France means a lurid realization, of
the necessity for defeating Germany
and smashing every German Influ-
ence; yet that realization runs so
vividly into an impulse to overwhelm
everything Germnn that it sometimes
lends to extreme ambitions. Stand-
ing on a battlefield In France, it Is
a natural Impulse tu hurl thunder
bolts nt tho whole German mnchlne.

t u remoter distance perhaps In
Washington the observer might feel
that declarations of war were to bo
made only as situations demanded,
and were more harmful than benefi-
cial where tho fact of war was im
possible.

President Wilson has asked n dec
laration against Austria-Hungnr- y for
obvious reasons, material and moral.
Turkey and Bulgaria are not In the
same category, quite. We cannot
meet them nt arms, and officially, as
n Government, we pity ruther than
fear them.

Mr. Millkb thinks discriminatory
action against Austria Is hair split
ting. So it Is. Germany Is onr en
emy. Turkey and Bulgaria ure Ger-
many's allies; hence, by tho laws of
elementary logic, Turkey and Bulga
ria arc our enemies nnd deserve our
nvowed enmity. But this is a time
for hair splitting. Perhaps the

to distinguish between vassal
Austria and warring Austria Is hair
splitting. Perhaps n hnlr or two Is
split In the patient effort to separate
the German people and the Germnn
Government at least Germany thinks
so. Let us split hairs carefully and
with n prayer that wo may spilt
them fulrly.

No ono doubts President Wilson's
purpose to prosecute tho war with the
full vigor of America. He will act
on Turkey nnd Bulgaria when in his
Judgment action is necessary.

Mr. Mount, we hnvc snld. has nb
sorbed the battlefield Impulse. Yet
Impulse Is not desire. Who really de
sires any declarations of wnr that
are not vitally necessary?

Workers 1st Mualtloa Factories.
The National Industrial Conference

Board has Just completed an analysis
of the latest of tho rather voluminous
British wnr time reports on hours of
work as related to output nnd fatigue,
The board disclaims any Intention to
set forth conclusions nnd emphasizes
the Importance of recognizing tho dlf
fcrenco between Industrial conditions
In Great Britain nnd the United
States In the npplicntlon to this coun
try of the results of tho British Indus
trial experience.

The value of tho British studies
lies In their broad suggestions. The
Health of Munition Workers Commit
tee reported against Sunday work ex
cept for necetwiry labors. It was
also opposed to night work, but held
that It wus necessary In view of war
requirements. "Discontinuous" night
shifts ultornutlouH generally weekly
from day to night work produced
results practically ns largo as under
day shifts, and In some cases larger,
The committee therefore re com
mended that where night work was
necessary the discontinuous system
should be used. '

The committee based Its recommcn
dntlons as to hours of work upon the
expectation that the war will be of
long duration. It held that for men
tho average hours a week should not
exceed elxty-fiv- o to sixty-seve- in
eluding overtime. : for boys under six
teen, not more than sixty. It held,
too, that for women and girls hours
In excess of the "normal limit of
sixty ier week ought to he dlscon
tinned a soon ns practicable."

Tho objections to overtime were:
"When extended over a long period

tho rato ot production tends to decrease,
umilMllxlnpr tliQ results of tho extra
bourn worked;

"it frequently results in los of much
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time, on account of exhaustion and sick-
ness;

"It Imposes a. serious strain on the
management and the foremen both on
account of the actual hours worked and
the Incrcasod anxiety to maintain out-

put; .
"It Is liable to curtail unduly the

periods ot rest and deep of those who
llvo far from their work ;

"Die fatlguo entailed Increases tho
temptation to use Intoxicants."

One of tho committee's experts re-
ported that where the hours of work
have been reasonable "sickness has
been lower than In normal times,
especially among those engaged in
light work." Tho report of tho board
of women physicians, which covered
eleven typical factories, says the In-

spectors were "agreeably surprised"
at the general physical condition of
workers. It concludes:

"If proper euro and forethought aro
exercised thero seems no rewon why
women and clrl. suitably selected and
supervised, and working undor appro-
priate conditions, should not take their
ptttco In munition factories and carry
out many operations hitherto considered
fit only for men, without permanent
detriment to their future health."

Tho committee reports that tho
medical examiners found among the
munition workers less 111 health than
they expected, and thnt "patriotism
and the better food and clothing ob-

tainable" through higher wages were
undoubtedly material factors In se-

curing conditions so favorable to the
workers nnd to tho nation. Thnt pa-

triotism may prove n powerful stimu-
lus to workers lsshown by the tribute
paid French munition workers by u
British mission that visited that coun-
try late In 1015. It reported that it
found no evidence of fatigue due to
excessive hours despite much Sunday
work and extraordinary long hours
In munition factories. Tho commis-
sion Vrtrlbuted tho Increased produc
tlon to n single cause, the patriotic
enthusiasm of tbe French people."

The extraordinary rneauures to In-

sure Instant and wide publicity for
President Wilson's greatest war ad-
dress may seem to certain German
minds a scandalous trick of American
advertising. America hns already been
accused of the merest press agent
metnod In tho wnr agulnst Germany.
But there are morf natural imagina
tions who would comparo this gigantic
publicity effort with the thunderous
blows of a Vulcan. Tho President
struck, and struck a mighty blow; tho
parks lly across tho universe In

flashes ot lightning. Illumining dark
corners, frightening tho unsteady con
science. Advertising It is, truly
enough, as distinguished from the dark
ways of plot and propaganda.

Washington, Dec. C 6omo ono In
the House once referred to ntzgerald
of Now lork ns a "professional Con- - ,

gressman." Tho characterisation was
not mado with amlablo Intention, but
tho friends of the Now York member !

accepted It without resentment.
Why not? ntzgerald was graduated

by tho New York Law School when
he was 21 years old: received tho de-
gree of bachelor of laws, cum laude,
from tho Regents of the Btato of
New York; the degrees of bachelor
and master of aits from Manhattan
College; and was elected to Congress
all by the time ho was 25 years old,
an ago when most professionals begin
tho practlco of their professions. Ro
Iltzgcrald concluded to make a pro-
fession of "Congrcsslng," as Kent of
California calls It.- -

Many stories will Ro out from hero
about "Fltz," his ability while- - stand-
ing on his feet In a hot debate hastily
and correctly to "do" problems In

.letters to Cabinet officers to hand cut
tu mo. I'm In a better position than
you aro to know --whether or not an ap
propriation Is necessary or If wo can
afford it.

PRESIDENT WILSON AND THE FEDERAL
SUFFRAGE AMENDMENT.

Is It Goad Polities to Make the Constltatleoal Amendment an

AteiabtrailM Meaenre?

For several years there has been a
violent hue and cry to havo President
Wilson declare in favor of a Federal
suffrage amendment and recommend It
to Congress. Tho methods adopted to
compel htm to do this have been so
well advertised it is unnecessary to
describe them. The leaders In tho
National Association have known for
some time that ho did not intend to do
ao nt present. It will be remembered
that Immediately after tho New York
election Its honorary president, Dr.
Anna Howard Shaw; Its president,
Mrs. Chapman Catt, and representa-
tive women from Indiana and Ohio,
whero the fruits of the legislative
struggle hadJust been tost, made a call a
on President Wilson, which he pro-

longed for nearly three-quarte- rs of an
hour the longest Interview he had
given slnco war was declared. They
camo away satisfied to let htm assist
tho movement for woman suffrage ac-

cording to his own Judgment
When In 1916 the President an-

nounced himself In favor of enfran-
chising women and cast his vote to
amend the Constitution of New Jersey;
his home State, for this purpose, he
was exercising a personal right. When
ho urged tho voters of Malno and New
York to glvo tho ballot to women he
was not abusing his privilege as Pres-
ident. Whon, however, ho recom-
mends woman suffrogo to Congress as
a national measure he makes it a wide
political Issue and by Implication puts
his party behind it. It may be said
with somo justification that he has
dono this with other measures, but
they did not enter so closely Into tho
domain of the States am' were not no
political in their nature. Ho should
not be utterly condemned for desiring
somo mandate from his party and for
refusing to defy the one given at Its
last national convention: "Wo rec-
ommend tho extension of tho fran-
chise to the women of this country.
State by State, on the same terms as
to tho men."

Must tho lYesldcnl wait until the
next Democratic National Convention,
in 1920, to receive a mandate from
his party on a Federal amendment for
woman suffrage? Its advocates both
in and out of Congress expect to have
It submitted and possibly ratified by
the required number of Legislatures
by that time. Even at that St. Louis
convention the party could speak only
through Its delegated representatives,
nnd has It not some authorized spokes
men for tho Interim? Its National
Committee Is composed of tho party's
leaders In tho various States with au
thority to act for It during the four
years. If they should foreseo einy
action In Congress on woman suffrage
which would give the Republican party
an advantage over their own, could '

they not cmpowor the President to
strike n coup d'etat? Such a crisis
In the very near future Is not Impt-o-

able. Tho suffrage leaders hao no
illusions not oftcr trying forty years
to get this amendment through Con-
gress. They know that each party is
keeping a lynx eyed watch on the
other In order to claim the credit for !

the success of the measure when the
Influence behind tt has grown too
strong to be longer resisted.

SINKING OF THE CEPHEUS.
o LlTes Were Lost and She's Afloat

I would llko to ask your contributors
If any one of them can remember as
far back as the year 1840. whn on tho
ova of January 13, on Long Island
Sound, the steamer Lexington took fire
and burned to tho water's edge, over
ono hundred persons perishing.

I have in my possession the testlmonr
of the only surviving passenger, a Cap-
tain Ohestor Hllliard of Norwich. This
testimony, which Is Illustrated with a
plcturo of tho disaster and a diagram
showing where It occurred, was pub-
lished by N. Currier.
