The Day's Work.

It has been the experience of Eng-
land, In the readjustment of her In-
dustrial estublishmeut to meet the pe-
cessltles of war, that lnslstence on un
abnormally long working day has nol
only decreased oulput but has ex
hausted the working forces in a man
ner that threatened serlously to im-
palr thelr capaclty for their tasks.
At present the elght hour.day Is re-
garded generally as more economical
in mosat calllngs than a longer day;
in certaln particularly difficult trades
a shorter day la lmposed by the straln
of the occupations.

The Government and employers
here face the Imperative nccessity of
producing satisfuctory munitions 1u
the largest poasible quantities con-
tinuously through the swhole perlod of
the war, and they can do this only by
lntelligent manugement of the work.
