Too strict an accounting of all enem»m
aliens by the United States cannot be
kept, was the trend of a talk on Italy's
cxperiences given at the Natlonal Arts
Club yesterday by Prof. Charles Upson
Clark, who returned from that country
on Baturday after more than & year
closa to the war sone.

Prof. Clark prefaced his remarks by
relating some of the facts In connection
with the trial of M. Gerlach In which the
Italian newspaper Giermale d'liolia was
charged with having for months given
wide circulation to (erman propaganda
through the medlum of its “persenal”
and want nadvertising columns.
