fn the dark of the night army motor
trueks converad the lumber for the
raffold to a little clearing in a lonely
mesquite thickat on the big Government
reservation where the negroes con-
sleted by court-martinl were to die.

And there, by the light of bonfires,
gnny englieers erecied the death traps
o which at & o'elock in the moming
ether motor trucks hurried the con-
demred negroes and the officers and
gren of the military guard,

It was the armny motor truck that
enabled thie officers in charge to keep
peeret the time and the place of the
Banging.

No announcement has  been  made
ahhn the forty-one negro defendants
given life sentences by the court-martial
will be taken to Fort Leavenworth. The
fAve men acquitied were sent to Join
thelr commands,

A guard of 123 cavalrymen and 100
Intantry soldlera was statloned at the
fcena of the execution. With Millard
F. Walite, post commander in command,
the guard arrived at 6:20 A, M. The
gunrd arsembled In hollow square for-
mation around the scaffold and about
7 A. M. the prisoners were given the
order to march to execution,

Without a tremor they stepped out
with rul-!‘rrl_\' trewsd, and einging a hymn
walked to thelr places Prayers were
mid by a negro minlsler and by two
army chaplaing and then tha men were
ordered to stand on the traps, Resume.
Ing their pong they atood ervet and dis-
played fortitude while the ropes were
adjusted,

AL TAAT A M, a Mujor gave the order
o rpring the trape. The triggers had
been arranged, one for each drop, and
#iX men were assigned to each. At the
word of command they pulled on the
triggers and the thirteen dropped to
their deaths,

Of the sixty-three men tried by. the
same court-martial forty-one wara sen-
wneed to e Imprisonment. One m&n!
was sentenced o dishonorable discharga
from the army, forfeiture of all pay and
allowances and to be confined at hard
labor for two and a half veare. Three
woera rentenced 1o be dishonorably dis-
charged from the army, forfeit all pay
and allowanes antd be confined nt hard
labor for two veare,

Anrouncement of tha exectitions was
made at headquartors of the Southern
Department at 8 A, M. Onlv army of-
ficers and Sherlft John Tobln of Bexar
county were present when the sentence
was carrled out by soldlers from the
post.

Court-Martial Findings.

The announcement from headquarters
war ns follows .

A large number of them were cxe-
culed by Gen. Beott at the baitle of
Chapultepec and thelr last glimpse of

lvglons stormed the ramparts,

The swift manner in which the Hous-
ten rioters  were trisd and  executed,
without much publicity, was the subject
