German Plan Is to Bo Harsh
in East, to Bo Liberal

In West.

MAY DEMAND PETROGRAD

Would Forco Rumania to Ac-

cept King of Teuton
Choosing, Is Report.

Developments tn
rfRiird to Ruisla indlcato that Germany
end Austria are trying to effect a peace
and bring the war In the fant to a set-

tlement as quickly as possible tn order
to Insure treat territorial gains and eco-

nomic advantages as a preliminary to
offering peace to the western nations on
terms more liberal In proportion as the
Central Empires profit by their rigorous
treatment of Russia and Rumania.

The collapse of Russia has uhown .Ger-
many a way by which sho hopes to get
great advantages In the east, consolidate
the Mltteleuropa block and effect the
domination of the Balkans, thus making
the Central Empires so strong they could

(Tord to adopt a highly conciliatory
policy In the west.

making no stipulations whether It Is to
be occupied In the meantime by the Ger-
mans. The Russian Baltic fleet would
be compelled to dismount its guns aa
a guarantee that they would not be
used against Germany: Russia to cede
the northern shores of the Black Sea
to Austria.

Other correspondents have Indicated
different terms) Including German con-
trol of the Russian wheat crop for fif-
teen yean after the close of the war,
free admission of German products to
Russia and the cesslonof Oiu'rland,
Uthuanla and Russian Poland to Aus-
tria. While the details are uncertain. It
Is recognized that Germany and Aus-
tria are seising the opportunity to
plunder Russia to an almost incredible
extent

CMae of Rumania.
Still another report says Germany

would force Rumania to accept a king
of Teuton choosing, thus binding that
country In such a manner aa to assist
further in the scheme of German domi-
nation and affording play for liberality
toward Great Britain, France and Italy,
the restoration of Belgium and France
and possibly tho return of

Germany apparently Is determined to
force these hard terms upon Russia ns
the price of a separate peace, thus ex--
eluding the Western nations from par
tlclpatlon in the deliberations. With
Russia accepting tho conditions and de
setting her allies It would be difficult for
the Western nations to object to Ger-
many's apparent eagerness to effect a
settlement with them.

The most direct published Intimation
ef such considerations Is contained In
the Westminster. Gazette, which says
editorially; "

"It la necessary to make a plain esti-
mate of the additional burden which
Uuissia's defection Imposes on us. Care-
ful analysis will show why the specious
peace terms. If offered, will not bo ac-
ceptable to us."

months from November, 1904,
when 6,150,917 were carried was 169 .

per cent., or 15,961,984 passengers car
rled in the last month of tho twenty-eve-n.

"W considered tho t raffia growth on
tho old subway phenomenal," said Mr.
Bhonts, "but tho ratio' of Increase In
trafllQ on the Queensboro extensions fora corresponding period was nearly six
times greater. Th old subway was
erlglnally designed to accommodate
400,000 passengers per day. One year
after Its opening, on October 27, 1904,
tho fubway had carried 12.677.761

Is said to be
again under suspicion, while his tramp
partner, Clarence O'Connell, serving a
sentence at Auburn prison for burglary,
also Is said to be Implicated In a mass
of affidavits which private detectives In
the employ of the State have been get-
ting together.

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CROZIER BLAMES

ORDNANCE MAMS

Would Not Take Contracts
Until Congress Appropriated

Funds, Ho Asserts.

CATCH UP NEXT SUMMER

Probers Hear That Armies in
Franco Suffer No Shortage,

tfhanks to Allies.

fptciat DttpatcK to Tna Sex.
Washington. Dec 12. The newly In-

augurated probo by tho Senate Commit-
tee on Military Affairs Into the status
of America In tho world war sot under
way y with, Major-Ge- William
Crozler, Chief of Ordnance, as the first
witness. He took the stand to give for
the preliminary session an outline of the
conditions under which getttng tho sup-

ply of arms and munitions for America's
fighting forces had been permitted to
lag.

lie was not placed under
and with the exception of an

occasional Interpellation his first appear-
ance beforo the committee was largely
for the purposo of giving a statement of
conditions.

Major-Ge- n. Crotlcr's frankness In
the obstacles to a more complete

preparedness gratified the committee,
who Indicated by their manner that the
admissions which the Chief of Ordnance
seemed perfectly willing to make with
regard to tho alleged deficiencies of tho
supply of fighting material for our army
at home as well as over seas while not
what they wished to hear were enlight-
ening and Indicative of corrective action
for the future.

Manufacturers Awaited Fonda.
The munition and arms manufacturers

of the United States had been hesitant.
Major-Ge- n. Croxler saldj tn regard to
accepting Government contracts for
their products until the Congressional
enactments according them tho where-
withal had made the funds actually
available. Congress, he said, had been
slothful with the appropriations of the
stupendous funds necessary for the vat
ordnance supplies of the augmented
army.

Great difficulty had been experienced
In Increasing the Ordnance Bureau and
bringing it up to the requisite strength
In efficient personnel. Also there had
been Interminable and unnecessary dlf
Acuities with labor organizations and
otherwise primarily in obtaining a suffl
clency of labor and in arranging with
lebor loaders working conditions and
rates of wage satisfactory to them and

The army In Prance, according to Gen,
Croiler. Is not suffering from any short
age of arms, large or small, or of muni
tions. The reason he assigned, however,
was that Great Britain and France had
contributed all the necessary guns.

The committee looked askance at this
statement whereupon the witness as
sureoVhls hearers that "by next summer
America would get 'caught up tn the
matter of deficiencies."

Opportunity for more than the presen-
tation of Wajor-Ge- n. Croxler'a prelimi
nary statement was cut off by the en
forced recess ot the committee that mem-
bers might attend the Senate session
which began at noon. He will be on the
stand again and then the
committee will start to cross-exami-

him.

Will Keep Details From Foes.
There will be no effort made by the

committee to keep back anything except
figures as to the quantities or anna and
munitions and other details which would
be of value to tho enemy, but whether
the facts adduced shall be of necessity
secret or not Is aside from the ques
tion In tho view of Senators.

Without consideration of partisanship
the members of the Military Committee- -

are determined that tho investigation
shall be a real Investigation, lllumlnat-Ing'an- d

refreshing to the legislators and
In no sense a partisan whitewashing to
cover up such incompetence and sloth
If such are present In tho executive
branch of the Government.

In this determination no members of
the committee Is mnro staunch than
Chairman Chamberlain of Oregon, an
earnest friend ot the Administration, but
a man Intolerant of needless delays and
useless bickerings over details when big
Issues are at stake.

The Increase In slse of
the staff of the Bureau of Ordnance
from ten assistants to the chief to more
than S00 had necessitated vast work
of organization.

lie explained that the work of train
ing many of tho officers recruited from
previous civil employment had been ex-

ceedingly difficult. The witness also de
fended the "cost plus ' system, saying
that In view of the Inflations of the cost
of labor and material this system had
served as n better one than the contract
by competitive bidding, for which he ad-

mitted a decided prefcrenco in normal
conditions.

Lengthy Inquiry Predicted.
In further examination of Gen. Cro

xler and of other department heads. In-

cluding Secretary Baker, committee
members plan to go fully Into the ques-
tion of clothing and ammunition as
well an ordnance supplies and predict a
lengthy Inquiry.

Investigation of the navy's war prepa-
rations and plans also Is planned within
a few weekH. Senator Swanson, who
acts as chairman of the Senate Naval
Affairs Committee. In Senator Tillman's
absence, y said that after the holi-
days his committee planned to begin
the naval Inquiry.

"We propose to find out If everything
Is going right and how the money Is
oeinjg and is to be spent he said, ad-
ding, however, that there had not been
so many reports regarding difficulties
affecting the naval branch.

BRITAIN'S WAR COST
IS $33070,000 A DAY

Bonar Law Ank 'New Credit
of $2,780,000,000.

London, Dec. 1J. In moving a vote
of credit ot $2, 750,000,000 In the House
of Commons Andrew Bonar Law,
Chancellor of tho Exchequer, announced
that the Premier would not speak on
this subject, but would make a special
statement regarding the war before tho
Christmas holidays.

The Chancellor said that when he last
vote was moved, on October 30, for

2,000,000,000, It was supposed that this
sum would meet the expenditure until
the first week In January. That had
been realized and It was now estimated
that this credit would last until January
9. The average dally expenditure for
sixty-thre- e days preceding December 1

was $33,970,000. an excess expenditure
over the budget estlmato of $6,915,000
dally.

The total excess over the budget es-

timate was $1,645,000,000, but from
that was to be deducted the expenditure
which had been recovered or was re-
coverable', and he estimated that sum
at $1,125,000,000. Therefore the excess
over the estimate ot the dally expendi-
ture was $1,750,000.

One of the causes of the Increased
army expenditure, Bald the Chancellor,
was the Increase In tlio aviation pro-
gramme. Another cause was tho large
number of troops employed in Mesopo-
tamia, and the, largest amount was due
to advances to tho armies In Franco and
ralestlno. The estltmitn of tho advances
to the dominions had not been exceeded.

President Proclamation.
The President's proclamation, after

citing the resolution of Congress au-
thorizing war with Austrla-Hungar- y.

"Now, therefore, I, Woodrow Wilson,
President of tho United States of Amer-
ica, do hereby proclaim to all whom It
may concern that a of war exists
between the United States and the Im-
perial and Hovnl Austro-Hungarl- Gov
ernment, I do specially direct all
officers, civil or military, of the United
States that they exercise vigilance and
seal In the discharge of the duties In-

cident to such a state of war; .and I do,
moreover, earnestly appeal to all Amer- -'

lean citizens that they. In loyal devo-

tion to their country, dedicated from Its
foundation to the principles of liberty
and Justice, uphold the laws of the land
ami give undivided and willing support
to measures which may be adopted
by tho constitutional authorities in pros-
ecuting the war to a successful issue and
'obtaining a secure and Just peace;

"And, acting under and by virtue of
the authority vested In me by the Con-
stitution of tho United States and the
aforesaid section of the Revised Statutes,
1 do hereby further proclaim and direct
that the conduct to be observed on the
part of the United States toward all
natives, cllzens, denizens or subjects af
Austria-Hungar- y, being males of tho
age of 14 years upward, who
shall be within the States and
not actually naturalized, shall be as fol-
lows:

"All natives, citizen, denizens sub-
jects, of Austria-Hungar- being males
of 14 years and upward who shall be
within the United States and not
actually naturalized, are enjoined to
preserve tho peace toward the United
States and to refrain from crime against
the public safety and from violating tho
laws of the Unltetl States and of the
States and territories thereof, and to
refrain from actual hostility giving
Information, aid or comfort to
enemies of the United States, and to
comply strictly with the regulations
which are hereby or which may be from
time to time promulgated by the Presi-
dent:

"And so long ss they shall conduct
themselves In accordance with law, they
shall be undisturbed In the peaceful pur-
suit ot their lives occupations and

accorded the consideration due to all
peaceful and law abiding persons, ex-
cept so far as restrictions may be neces-
sary for their own protection and for
the safety of the Milled States; and
toward such of said persons as conduct
themselves In accordance with law, all
citizens ot tho United States are

to preserve the peaco and to
treat them with all such friendliness as
may be compatible with loyalty and al-
legiance to the States.

Provision for Offenders.
"And all natives, citizens, denizens gz

subjects of Austria-Hungar-

males ot the age of 14 years and up-
ward who shall be within the United
States nnd not actually naturalized, who
fall to conduct themselves as so en-

joined, in addition to all other penalties
prescribed by law shall be to re-

straint or to give security, or to remove
and depart the United States in the
manner prescribed by sections 4069 and
4070 of the revised, statutes, and aa pre-
scribed In regulations duly promulgated
by the President.

Fear was expressed that, with
labor already Inadequate for the war In-
dustries, any drastic action against Aus-
trian subjects would seriously hamper
war production.

ht most of these railroad ex-

ecutives left for their respective roads
convinced that their railroads srs shortly
to pass under Government control, but
that it will be some days before the
President Is ready to act They believe
that they are merely to go on operating
their roads as before only under a rail-

road administrator, working through the
railroads' war hoard. A lot of them
probably wilt feel much more relieved,
however, when they see the President's
message and the proposed legislation.

After his talk with the members of the
war board the President this afternoon
had a talk with Representative Sims,
the prospective chairman of the House
Interstate commerce committee. Mr.
Sims was apparently sworn to secrecy,
as have others who haue talked with the
President on this matter. He did say,
however, whence left the White House
that no plan for a Joint session to hear a
message from the President had been
discussed. Representative Sims is known
to feel that no plan for railroad aid that
does not provide for Government control
could be put through the House.

Labor Men Visit Wilson.
Considerable mystery was made of a

visit to the White House of the railroad
labor men. Those who saw the Presi-
dent at 5 o'clock were H. E. Wills, nt

of the engineers; P. J.
McNamara, of the fire-
men ; W. M. Clark, of the
conductors, and W. M. Doak, vice-pre- si

dent of the trainmen. These men are
hers permanently to took after the legta.
kUlve Interests of their respective or
ganlsatlons.

They were with the rresldenj,ten min-
utes and refused to say a word when
they left the Whit House. The ap-
pointment had been made for President
Garretton of ths conductors. Reason
for the sending of these four men to sea
the President appeared later when It
was learned that the three other Big
Four chiefs had been unable to reach ,
this city In time lo get together and
were apparently fearful that the Presi-
dent might tike some action to advance
ot their conference.

Mr. Oarretson said ht that ha
and his associates had no engagement
as yet with the President and that
their future movements would toe de-
termined after his associates got hers.

All Indications point to a vigorous
protest being made by the brotherhood;

If Government control means)
compulsory service, the whole power

That railroad legislation of ths kind
the President has in mind Is to hiva
stormy sledding In Congress there can
be no doubt. The Republican leaders
will act practically as a unit In oppos-
ing any effort to Increase Federal con-
trol and are In favor of the present sys-
tem being continued.

Prior to the conference at the White
House y the War Board sent tele
grama to all the railroads west of tha
Mississippi Instructing them to loan a
certain proportion of their locomotives
to the heavily burdened Eastern lines.
In response to these Instructions 10e
powerful engines will start east within
the next twenty-fou-r hours to assist In
moving the thousands of tons of freight
that Is congesting traffic east of ths
Mississippi and north of the Ohio end
Potomac rivers. The locomotives will bo
furnished by the Western lines In pro;
portion to the number owned by each.
