SOUTH TO HANDLE
EXPORTS TO ALLIES

This Will Relieve Railroad
Congettion in North.
Sp$eht Detpatch to Tns Sr.v.

Washington, Dec 15. Food Admin-
istration officials announced y that
under a new routing uystem the major
part ol tne Allies rood exports are to be i

shipptd from Gulf and South Atlantic
ports, thereby relieving the railroad con-
gestion In the Atlantic and New Eng-- i
land States, the port of New Tork be-
ing specially benefited by the new ar-
rangement. The new routing plan may
not noia ror more than six monthr, pro-
vided the railroads by next summer can
show that they are able to handle the,
freight offered.

It has been found that the roads can
get goods ports In less time

jtban to the East, and that the lack of
wiiMuwu on oouinarn aocxs permits
ships to load and get away In much
shorter time than conditions in Esttem
ports permit

The new plan not only will simplify
problems for the Allies, but will be a
powerful factor In supplying the North
with lumber, rice, sugar, cotton and
other Southern products. For the last
six months hundreds of freight cars
havo been used In carrying Southern
products to Northern ports for ship-
ment abroad or In carrying goods to the
north Atlantlo markets.

The plan will ease the burden on the
Northern railway systems until they
are able through an improved priority
system again to aaaume ths task of tak-
ing the country'o exports to embarka-
tion points.
