Iowa, Nevada, Idaho and
Oklahoma have all given a long closed
season to quail, grouse, prairie chick-
ens and all manner of upland game
birds.

When wa come to review the whole
situation and note what the States
have accomplished during the last
,ear, stimulated an they have been by
the scarcity of home raised meats.
there Is much ground for satisfaction.
While there Is much more that must
e achieved. It Is plain that the Ameri-

can people are determined to correct
the conditions which have done so
much to kill game down to the border
fdze of total extinction.

"In Its final analysis t);e prosiem or
urotectlng game to secure the utmost
toed -- upply from It Is now largely a
matter of conscience wltn tr.e sports'
man and the game warden. Will they
take the warning?

"Mr. Hoover has eour.ded the warn
ing In no unmistakable note. He
knows that sheep, hogs and cattle are
telng killed' for market which were
due to be killed nearly a year from
now.

History Repeated
In War Incidents

Gallant Acts of' Warriors Long Dead
Recalled by Daring of Present Day

Fighters, Also Many Stratagems
Is (Ming repeated tn

HISTORY conflict of

shot fired at Lnlactoa
that was "heard around tho world" had
Its parallel in the shot that earns from
the pistol held by Gavrlo Prlnaip
which brought death to Archduke
Krmnds Ferdinand' and his wife and
plunged the world Into war.

Horatlue, who defended tb bridge
across the Tiber, has bad hi counter-
part in many an individual, and Paul
Rovere'a ride was made a thousand
times when the Kaiser tet loose bla
dogs of war.

It was in EOT D. C that Horatlus
gallantly defended tho bridge against
the army of Lara Porsena, King of
Cluslum. Tho modern Horatlus at tho
bridgj was a Highlander, one of tne
thousands of unknown heroes.

One hundrod and fifty men were de
tailed to hold e bridge. The German
advance was temporarily held up by
the courase of these men. Finally a
silent Maxim was left standing with
Its gun crew lying dead tn ft ring
around It. It had been loaded and tho
belt of the gun was charged when all
the gunners were wiped out. There it
stood on Its tripod silent and the Ger-
mans advanced.

Suddenly in full view of the advanc-
ing foe a lone Highlander rushed out.
seized the Maxim, shouldered it, ran
icross tho brldso and on the far side
leposlted It. Then he opened a hall

of bullets upon the advancing column,
which broke and took. to cover. Ho

had checked the advance, this lone
Horatlus, and enabled reenforcementa
to come up. They arrived too late to
relieve him. for when he droppfd
thirty bullets had out him down, but
le had saved the bridge.

patch was "lost" which might have
averted the French defeat In 1870.
Hazalne. whose message Marshal Mac
Mahon nevor received, was after the
wur ordered thot for treason, a aen-ten-

which was commuted to twenty
years Imprisonment.

Early in tho war when Field Marshal
John French and Gen. JofTre wore
straining every nerve to hold back the
German advance, which they did
finally at the Mjjne, a rrenoh General,
so the story goes, refused to open or
dors sent by un ofllcer who had been
promoted over his head. Tho message,
like the despatch In the Franco-Pru- s

sian war, was "lost and a division
which was left without support, was
almost annihilated.

The first Victoria Cross In the
Crimean wa. was given, to a sailor,
who afterward rose to be a Rear Ad
miral. Commander C. D. Lucas, who
when a shell, sizzling but uncxploded,
fell on tho deck, picked It up with his
hands and cast It into the sea. The
tossing overboard of the shrll undoubt-
edly saved the British flagship.

a British bluejacket picked up an

shell and tossed tt overboard,
kaved his ship and won the Victoria
Cross.
