TO HAVE NO FRILLS

Ppfpnco Council Seeks Further
KliminnUons forlQ18

3IoileIs.

Simultaneously with the 'mailing of
the questionnaires on the sco7tid selective
draft, the Commercial Economy Board
nf the Council of National Defence has
etntted sending out questionnaires to
manufacturers of men's and boys' cloth-
ing to ascertain what further elimina-
tions can bo made from tho products of
these trades for tho fall season of 1918.

Tho hoard already has made many
eliminations In the quantity of goods
ned In masculine garb for tho coming
spring, and tho manufacturers have
abided loyally by Its suggestions. Now
the board Is going still further. More
frills nml unnecessary decorative de-

vices designed to add to man's natural
attractiveness must be cut out In the fall
lnodeli.

The manufacturer aro requested to
reduce still further, it possible, tho num-
ber of models ; to produce only those
models which require the least practical
quantity of cloth, avoiding models that
use cloth for needless adornment: to re
duce tho quantity of cloth used for

and to uso fabrics In which
either cotton or reworked wool Is sub-
stituted In m far as possible for new
wool. Models featuring belted coats,
cuffs on sleeves, unnecessary pleats, &c,
are to bo avoided.

Among the eliminations in men's gar-
ments manufacturers are asked to make,
If possible, aro the following:

Yokes and pleats on coats and
pockets: patch pockets from full lined
,ack coats and overcoats; flaps from
vest pockets; vents from sack coats;
piped seams; collars from vests; flaps
from trouscr pockets; box outlets from
sack coats and overcoats : outside cash
pockets from coats; all double breasted
coats, vests and overcoats except ulsters ;

tunnel loops on trousers; cloth belt on
trousers; fancy pocket flaps; peg top
trousers and tabs on overcoat sleeves.

Similar restrictions are suggested on
boy's clothing. Kach Item appears
separately in the questionnaire and manu-
facturers are asked to write "yes" or
'no" after each. On the basis of returns
from these questionnaires a standard will
be adopted that will govern all manu-
facturers.

The State l'lant Hoard has announced
that many persons havo been bringing
these little scoundrels alive In bottles
Into the south and central Florida terri-
tory for the purpose of showing what
they are. The board has declared that
where possible It intends to prosecute to
the, full extent of the recently enacted
Florida law and under the Federal law
also.

Hot Air Xew Motive Power.
Hot air as a motive power for ma-

chinery is called into uso by a Paterson,
N. J., Inventor who has patented a de-
vice which he lieileves will revolutionize
mechanical industry eventually.

His system utilizes the ascending air
eurrents In a nort of shaft tapering from
the ground to the top. which Is open. An
upright shart ts centred within the first
haft. At intervals blades like steam-ahl- p

propellers or airplane paddles are
attached, and are turned by the rising
column of air. Gears or belts at the
bottom transmit the power thus gener-
ated to machinery.

As yet the Inventor has applied his
vlo onlyn a turnspit for rousting

meats. Although engineers say his Idea
Is. feasible, they do not hazard a guess
as to how large or powerful tho device
must be to generate sufficient power to
movo any quantity of machinery.

War Booili Far Sales.
Women of Great Britain have been

pending more on furs since the Euro-pean war started than ever before, ac-
cording to a London report. During thepast eighteen months the stocks of big
manufacturers have been so drained thatthey are lower y than at any timeprevious.

Thla seems to prove that fashion never
losrn Its sway even In the most perilous
times, looking back Into history it Is
found that, In France particularly,
women were never better dressed thanwhen warfare reached Its greatest In-
tensity.

For example, during the religious wars
the writers of the times tell of the won-
derful fur and materials worn by the"Selgneura" and their "Dames." Neverwere furs, brocades, silver and gold
rioths more sumptuous than when Cath-
erine de Medici was Queen of France;
Rubens's paintings at the Louvre areproof of It.

Travelling Salesmen
Ask Commission Raises.

PACING tho double headed
dragon of high cost of trav-

elling and high cost of maintain-
ing a home, travelling salesmen
in the clothing line, working
under the 7 per cent commission
arrangement and paying their
own expenses. And themselves
called upon to solve a problem
tnat they assert appears to be
beyond them.

Briefly they feel that tn view
of the high cost of everything
under the sun they are entitled
to a commission increase. They
point out that the expense of
travel has increased very heavily
and is further augmented by the
Federal passenger tax.

Clothing houses making na-
tionally advertised brands are
quoted as paying from 4 to 6 per
cent, and, in addition, bearing
travelling expenses. But the
salesmen on a 7 per cent, ar-
rangement pays all his own ex-
penses. Several men point out
their firms figure commissions on
the net sales.

For all these reasons the trav-
elling men say they feel they are
entitled to substantial commis-
sion increases, or at least to be
relieved of paying their own ex-
penses.

War Serrlre Committees.

Reading such authors ought
to broaden a man's angling Ideas more
than If ha considers only the experience
he ha mot with and the fish he knows.

That he la a fisherman and not a P0'
Is another assertion of Mr, Kane's. His
enjoyment I In catching fish, and per-
haps hi day Is barren It he catches none.
There Is a large number of aiglers, hosr-eve- r,

who enjoy not only the fishing Itself
but the contemplation of It and all thing
associated with It.

If Mr. Kane were Interested In tennis,
on the ame reasoning, his only Interest
would be In the racket, hall, net and soak-
ing the ball In approved style; whereas the
great majority of players would also de-

rive enjoyment from the exercise-- the con-
genial company, the fine points of the
game and all the other Incidental pleasures
connected with the gamo too numerous to
mention. The "poets" among angle are
perhaps In the majority at th prosent
date, much to tho beneflt of the angling
game.

True Aim at Angling Ability.

No one Is trying to dictate ns to quan-
tity of fish and tackle to any one. But
Improvement In methods and the spreading
of the gospel of conservation are ripe sub-
jects for discussion and Intended for the
man who desires t get out of singling all
there la In It and who has some thought
for the future. If one Is satisfied with his
methods and believes his fishing morals
Irreproachable, naturally such discussions
are not Intended for him, since his con-
science Is clear and ho Is beyond erltlclsm.
If a criticism makes him "mad" It It a
sign It Is Intended for him.

A fisherman catching and keeping a
creat quantity of fish, though not able to
dispose nf them without waste, cannot
Justify his action, and even less can one
Justify his principles who endeavors to
catch a great number and keep his neigh-
bor from catching any. This latter Is th
supreme fish hog. We ar trying to reach
the tyro nnd the man with a conscience
and to Increase the number of conserva-
tionists and decrease the number of fish
murderers.

One of the first steps tn tns right direc-
tion Is when the measure nf angling ability
Is changed from the number of fish caught
per man per day to ability to catch fish
consistently. This Inst measure Includes
knowledge of fteh and their habits, knowl-
edge of baits and lures, places, tides and
otner nsn lore, and aiiouiu inciuae anowi
ede of ,n,t n 1n.d kIPefls.h
and consideration of the rights and
lnas of other anrlers.

The difference between the flsh hog and
the angler of principle is easily Illustrated.
Any one can catch a large quantity of
flounders In season by smashing up 'a
bushel or more of soft clams nnd baiting a
ground marked by ranges a tide before he
Intends fishing. The fish hog will be
stopped hauling fish In only by the ap-
proach of night. Th angler would get
enough for hla wants without resorting to
halting the ground, and even If he did he
would quit when he had a moderate num.

ena, out it is naraiy consistent tor the man
who advocates this and other measures of
conservation with one breath to defend the
flsh or game hog with the next. The ar-
gument, "If I don't take th flsh ewmehody
else or the netters will," and other like ar-
guments may be expected from a flsh hog
and are the basis for the attitude we ar
trying te change, but the conservationist, If
his arguments aro tn ring with slncerli,
must get away from this attitude and lead
In curbing his desire for making a ahnwlng
in quantity. august both.New York, Dec. 16.
