Decision on Ttarrene Par Reaetilntr

The Court of Appeals has handed
down a decision unanimously nlllrmlng
a Judgment of the Appellate Division uf
the Bupreme Court, which affirmed a
Anal Judgment and decree of registra-
tion of the Special Terms In the Torrens
registration action of Judge Wauhope,
Lynn plaintiff, against the city of New
xorK. impleaded with others, defendant.
