Railroad President at Conference.
Presidents of the New York Central.

Lackawanna, Lehigh Valley, Erie. New
York, Ontario nnd Western, Central of
New Jersey. Philadelphia and Reading,
Pennsylvania and Baltimore and Ohio
lines attended the conference.

This Is the biggest thing that ha
been accomplished In rallroadlrur In
many a day," said Chairman Harry T.
Peters, "and It Is a long step In the right
direction. Tho situation Is made much
brighter by the use of the Pennsylvania
tubes and we will bo able, in a large
measure, to baffle the elements. .

The effect of the new order, taklne;
In the use of the railroads for the dis-

the usual channels. The use of the
Pennsylvania tunnels Is supplemented In
the railroad programme by the New
York Central terminal at Klngsbrldgo
and 130th street, on the North River.
It was estimated that at first 100 car
would com through the tunnel. 100 by
the Central' terminals and 100 car
to smaller yards on the North River
which have been opened to relieve the
demand for fuel.

"The coal situation." said Mr. Smith,
"Is due primarily to lack of storage fa-

cilities, and although they are gettlncr
better we will have the situation with
u all Winter."

Mr. Smith estimated the amount of
coal now at tidewater at 175,000 tons, of
which 135.005 tons are anthracite, suit-
able for household purposes. He kxU
that only 20 per cent, of the amount of
labor required to handle the coal had
been available for unloading cars, nnd
the shortage of water in Jersey City had
hampered train movements.

Long; Island Road to Aid.
President Ralph Peters of the Long

Island Railroad Company said that his
company stood ready and willing to old
Mr. McAdoo ond the people of New York
city In handling their coal problem. The
company's yards, both tu
City and In Brooklyn, are adun-tageous- ly

rltuated to facilitate the re-
ceipt of the cars and the transfer of the
coal to trucks.

The railroad plan Includes taking the
coal from the Long Island terminals and
sending trucks over the bridges to Man-
hattan and Tho Bronx with it, an well as
making distributions In Brooklyn and
(Jueen.c.

The facilities for handling shipments
In Long Island City are especially good.
The yards of the company extend from
Hunter's Point avenuo alint parallel
with Jackson arnuo to the Hunuyaldc
yards at Woodslile. In the loner
Hunter's Point section there are en-
trances to the yards at Van Alst ave-
nue. Arch street and Crane street.
These entrances are right In the midst
of tho big Industrial zone, extending
irom jacusoii to Vernon avenue, and
they are continuous to the blir tene
ment population In the section from the
Queens county court house to Vernon
avenue. At Meadow street, at the west-
ern elde of the yards, there are en-
trances that can be reached by the manv
factories In the Dutchkllls basin anil
those In the llorden avenue and New-
town Creek zones.

At Harold and Jacksnn nv.un..
there Is an entrance that can he i,v
at least 1,000 coal trucks a day, and thiseuunce is convenient to the eiitratico of
the Queensboro Hridce le.uli
liattan. From this point ;i la rco Mention
of that borough could be supplied. At
this point also all sections on the northside of Queens could be supplied. In
Jamaica there are yards conveniently
situated from which supplies of coal
could he sent to all sections of the southshlo of tho borough. In Brooklyn, atthe llushwlck Junction and Flaihnsi.
avenue yards, convenient distributing
centres could also be established.
