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INDIANS MASSACRE

20 TO 30 ON TRAIN

Yaqnis Attack Southern Pa-

cific in Mexico Overcome

Soldier Guard.

Tucson--, Arlr., Jjn. I. A train on the
Southern Pacific iRallroad was attacked
this morning thirty-tw- o miles south of
Empalme, Sonera, by Yaciui Indians and
from twenty to thirty passengers were
killed, according to udvlces received to-
day. The conductor nnd an express
messenger were among those killed.
Some of tho passengers were from Tuc-
son, but their names have not been
learned.

Advices said the attack occurred nt a
point known as Pltahaya. A military
escort of about seventy-fiv- e Federal rs

on board was greatly outnumbered.
The Indians tore up the tracks,

the train. They then attacked
the rear car, in 'which the passengers,
mostly Mexicans, were massacred, "'he
Indians then looted the baggage and ex-
press cars and rode away.

Xor.roLK. Va., Jan. Depart

CUSTOM BODIES ON

NEW WHITE GARS

Body Builders' Craftsmanship
Applied to Standard Produc-

tion 8 Uncommon Types.

To those who appreclato the uncom
mon, whether It be a motor car, a yacht,
a house, n plajra of furniture or Just a
pair of boots, the genius of the custom
body designer to-d- makes an Irresis
tible appeal.

The creative art and finished work-
manship of the better builders for
yearn confined to a select and small cus-

tom trade Is receiving a wider recogni-
tion and patronage, the Inevitable result
of such exhibitions as the Automobile
Salon In tho Hotel Astor.

Tho body builder y, however,
does not have an exclusive field for using
rustom standards In body work. At
least one maker of high grade cars, the
White. Company, has embraced the
craft and creed of. the custom builder
and applied his skill to the production of
standard motor cars.

Although very few manufacturers can
adhere to the standards or 'styles that
conform with tho higher Ideals of the
custom craft, it la said In the trade
that the workmanship of the White
bodies Is Indistinguishable from that of
the foremost custom builders.

Ktght Types Exhibited.
Such nn awcrtlon Is to be expected

after one views tho cars exhibited byj
tills company nt the salon. Of erght dis-
tinct types In the exhibit five are built
from standard White designs and three
aro special custom designs by Rubay
yet all are sufficiently exclusive In type
and finish' to remove the owner far from
the realm of tho commonplace.

Those body types are particularly
because they are mounted on

chassis of great simplicity apd ecotiomy,
two features now most Important In
aiding tho national conservation move-
ment.

The completed cars suggest nothing of
tno lavish or wasteful. Chassis and
holy designers evidently have matched
their rciiIuh to produce comfort nnd

for men nnd women with
urui-n- t duties to perform.

There li r.o haste In the process.
Painstaking workmanship and fine ma
terials are essential. In the structure of
the bodies well seasoned ash Is the
wood that Is used, because of Its elas-
ticity and toughness. After tho pillars
ami Joints have .been properly glued and
given plenty of time to dry tho bodies
are covered with hand hammered alumi-
num. Each Job is Individually shaped to
Its frame work. While aluminum Is
more expenslxc than ordinary metal, it Is
selected on account of its lightness and
because it Is proof ngulnst rust.

The doors arc fitted and adjusted so
cirefiilly that wear and strain will not
dlsaltgi them. '"Each door Is reenforced
and protected against the effects of
vibration and tho tendency to sag.

.Numerous Springs In Seats,
The same r.klll which Is exercised by

the engineer in designing springs for
tho chasls which will give the greatest
comfort In riding and freedom from road
shocks 1.4 followed by the body builder
tn designing springs for the upholstered
seats. These springs are more numer-
ous than in the ordinary medium priced
motor car. They are tied together In
sections "and arranged so tluit they will
fit the back perfectly and will not pull

1 W I r

apart or sag front wear. Hair and pad-
ding are securely built over tho spring
surface In a manner that will keep them
In shape for years.

Tainting the bodies requires consider-
able time and skill. To Insure protection
against the weather and to preserve the
good looks and finish of the car indefi-
nitely the painter must apply from
twenty to thirty coats of lead color,
Alter, body color and varnish. Each coat
It allowed to thoroughly dry In air
which has been washed of all Impuri-
ties.

Owners of luxurious motor cars seldom
consider how much the comfort and ap-

pearance of their car depend upon the
unseen features of construction and the
time and skill required In building
them.

HE5NIG TO BE TRIED JAN. 16.

Gyroscope Expert Will lie Ar--
ratsned Then for Treason.

Paul Hennlg, who Is held without hall
on a charge of treason, will be tried
before Federal Judge Chatfleld In Brook
lyn on January 16. Hennlg was born
In Germany, but was naturalized some
years ago and held a position of Im
portance and trust with the E. W. Bliss
Company of Brooklyn, which has a big
contract for supplying the Government
with torpedoes.

The accused man was an expert on
gyroscopes, and he was the last to put
the stamp of approval on the finished
torpedo after tho gyroscope had been
adjusted. It was charged that he tam-
pered with the gyroscopes and destroyed
their efficiency.

Daniel F. Nugent, his counsel, con-
ferred yesterday with Melville J. France,
United States District Attorney for
Brooklyn, on the question of ball. Mr.
France made It plain that ho would con
test any motion that tho dofendant be
admitted to ball.
