la 1912 the White Soz again drew close
t 900 a piece as the victors' portion.

Am Injastlee to Players.

Development.! attendlnc the staging
of boxing bouts In Manhattan since the
repeal of the Fruwley law indicate that
: guardians of tho peace are not In-

clined to omharrnss unnecessrlly the
members of the various organizations.
Clubs In which every branch of sport
Is engaared In by members have not
been molested. They are at liberty to
conduct bouto without the slightest
Interference.

These clubs are the New York Athletic
Club and City Athletic Club of Man-

hattan and the Crescent Athletic Club
of Brooklyn. All have staged boxing
bouts since the repeal of the Frawley
law and not a bluecoat has even made
any Inquiries.

The New York Athletic Club, which
has entertained Its members with
amateur bouts elnre the elimination of
State control of boxing, has decided to
put on some professional bouts to-

morrow night, and In relation thereto
yesterday sent out the appended state-
ment:

"In strict complalce with the terms of
the law the New York Athletic Club
will stage several professional bouts In
the commodious gymnasium In the
Fifty-nint- h street clubhouse on Satur-
day night. January 5. The New
York Athletic Club has received the
O. K.' of the city and State authorities
as being a strictly membership organi-
zation and therefore entitled to hold
boxing shows, and for the first time in
many years will stage a professional
show, admission to the same being for
the members and their personally In-

troduced guests only.
"The card arranged Is an exceptionally

strong one. Including a bout between
Johnny Howard of Bayonne and Mike
McTlgue of New York, and also another
between Matty Herbert, former amateur
champion, and Young Goodwin. In
