|A REVIEW OF THE

RUSSIAN REVOLy.

TION AND ITS LEADERS.

The Persenalliles and Purpeses of Lenine, Trotzky and om-nn'n.,
Are Construed by General Opinlon and as Seen by Themselves,

lLoxpon, Dec. 23.—From the bemin-|
ning of the revolution in Russia West-
ern opinion has been largely directed
by Western misinformation. England
and France have managed to guess
wrongly about nearly all the personali-
tiea and Influences, as well as the great
underlying body of opinion In all the
crises of the revolution.

For this reason there is now & 1°r-
ticularly pointed desire to learn more
about Lenine, Trotzky, Krylenko and
the other leaders In charge of tha Bol-
ahevik party. There is a laudable dis-
position not to jump at conclusions
so fresly as in the beginning of the
Russian upheaval. It is altogether
probable that If some of the denun-
ciation that was heaped on the wrong
people in the beginning and some of
the laudation that was meted out in
western Europe to men who presently
proved themselves Incapable of piay-
Inz a big part had been omitted, the
relations of the revolution to Russi. ~
alljes would to-day be different.

Last summer when Lenine was per-
mitted to crors Germany on his way
from Bwitserland to Russia the fact
was selsed upon as evidence that he
was mer:ly a German agent, and his
supposed relations with the Berlin
dovernment constituted one of the
justifications for Entents antagonism
to the Btockholm conference. There
can be no doubt that Lenina (his real
name s sald to ba Viadimir Ilic
Ulinav) i a man of rral abilities and
tremendous force. Moreover, those
iwho know most about him belleve
that he s no! ertitled to he placed
und.r the moral reproaches that have
bren heaped upon him. They deny
vigorously that ho is merely a German
agent, elther consclously or uncon-
sclously, and go #0 far as fto insist
that befors Germary Is done with him
she ia lke!y to discover that she hae
cauzht & tariar.

The mistikes that England, France
and America have made !n appralsing
the personalities of the revolution have
been almost too numernu¢ to mention.
The first notable illustration was
when the firat revolutionary Cablnet
was formed and Millukoff was made
Secretary of Forelgn AfMairs, Miliu-
!ko!‘f was the best known figure In t‘hﬂ|
new régime and great store was set'
by him. He had a truly natlonal con-
ception of Russia and ts destiny,
which was based on the conviction|
that she must he permitted to establish |
touch with the progressive peoples of
the West, to develop industries and |
commerces and. as a preliminary to
!l this, must hove access to the warm
eeas. Bo he broke with the first Cabi-
net hecause of his declaration In favor |
of Russlan soverclgnty nt Constanti-
nople, .

When Kerensky came to the top he
was such a sprctacular figure that the
Occldental countries were dispos=ed to
re'elveg him with open arms. While
he was no! so stronegly nationalist as
Millukoff, he showed abllity to realize
the Importance of malntalning order
and looking into the lang future. Dut
he presently deviloped a dispositon |
to compound with the sentimental
humanism of the new nrder, und when
he broke with Karnlioff on the gues-
tion of the denthi pennlty for treason, |
England and ['ranee promptly took
the Kornlloff :/ds and assumed that
the General would dominate as againe® |
the yvouthful humanitarian enthusjast
That was o bad and a most unfortu-§
nate guess, for Kerniloff was presently
overthrown and Koerensky reestab-
lished for & brief period of authority,

Seemingly Kerensky lost his grip
nt the great Moa:ow confrronces,
whera his speeches did not measare
up to his earller standards. By this
time Le wam a tirrd and worn man
| From that time his =tar was in the
| descendent, and when he was over-
thrown by the Leninists and escaped]
