WASHIN(}TON, Jan, 10, —The

text of the Susan B. An-
thony amendment to the Con-
stitution of the United States
follows:

‘"Joint resolution proposing an
amendment to the Constitution of
the United States extending the
right of suffrage to women. Re-
solved by the Senate and House,
&e., two-thirds of each House
concurring therein, that the fol-
1owi_nr article be proposed to the
Legislatures of the several States
as an amendment to the Con-
stitution of the United States,
which when ratified by three-
fourths of said Legislatures shall
be valid as part of said Constitu-
tion, namely:

“Article — Section 1. The
right of citizens of the United
States to vote shall not be denied
or abridged by the United States
or by any State on account of
sex, Section 2, Congress shall
have power, by appropriate ﬂ:zis-
lation. to enforee the provisions
of this article.”
