What producer would have ever
bought ths script, as msde, of "Rebecca
of Sunny Brook Farm"? U waa barely
enough of a threadbare 'plot to make a
one reeler.

Tou do not need situations In motion
pictures In the same sense as that of
tha stage drama and the story book,
where the denouement can be built up
by conversation, shouts and verbiage.

IS THIS THE TIME FOR FARM LOAN
REFUNDING BONDS?

If tha orernaiiat Ii to Buy Theme Securities On Money Advanced.
" ' Most Increase the Production of Foodstuffs.

FVsae eeiea tf CenrsaaMaM Lntit t. M$
avary

A UtUe over a year ago wa enacted
the farm loan law. Tha first bank of
tha twelva organised under thia ayatem
waa organised In March, 1917. The
first loan under thia system waa made
last June, after the declaration of war.
Now, what haa happened since that
time? Tha Fedaral Farm Loan Bu-

reau have received and approved and
aro obligated for 10t,000,000 worth of
loans. They hava aold through invest-
ment hankers approximately $21,000,- -
000 of thesa bonds on a 4H par cent,
baals, or par plua 4 premium of 1H
per cent.

It seems to ma that In the operation
of the system thua far the Farm Loan
Board hava not exercised ordinary
business acumen In the sala of these
bonds. These bonds appear to me to
be a obligation that
should be put on a basis that woui l

Insure their sale to Investors, and thoru
would appear to be no mora reason
for the purchase of tnese bonds on the
part of tha United Btatea than there
would be tor the Government to pur-
chase Its own bonds ln an endeavor
to make a fictitious market for its
own securities.

I am not opposed to tha granting
of loans to farmers tor tha purposo
of increasing agricultural production,
and I am not opposed to loaning to
the farmers 60 per cent, of the valua-
tion of their property, providing tha
loans are In accordance with tha In-

tentions of this act. I am opposed to
tho operation of a system such as pre-
sented, which Is under political con-

trol and domination, and which can-
not exist except by Government aid
and support, which contention is fully
Justified by this bill. Nor do I think
that the farmers of this country ara
demanding or expecting in this critical
period aid or assistance ln this respect
from tho Government, and tha enact-
ment of this bill may be the baala of
a serious criticism of thia Congress
and may be a factor In tha sale of fu-
ture Liberty bonds.

Tho farmers of, this country are pa-
triotic and are supporting the Govern-
ment to the fullest extent of their abil-
ity tn the production of crops and
foodstuffs, and are furnishing their
share of the man force for the army
and navy, and will continue to do so
In this crisis. I do not believe tho
farmer Is ssklng nor does he expect
to receive a more favorable rate of
Interest than tho commercial lntereats
of the country at this time are paying.
1 am therefore firmly of the opinion
that if the Federal Knrm Loan Board
had ,'een t',' to raise tho rate of inter-
est on Its bonds offered to the public
tlu re would have been no difficulty In
the flotation of these securities during
the laM six months.

I nm told that bocaause of the very
great prosperity ln the farming sec-
tions of the South and West there Is
nmplo monoy to Invest ln those bonds,
but not nt the rates quoted on farm
loan bonds. Also thnt If tha twelve

iak$ bud been permitted to do so.
which privilege was withheld from
them by the policy of the Farm Loan
Board to sell the bonds, that largo
amounts could have been sold locally
tiy them.

The very purposes that prompted
the orranlrttlon of this farm loan sys-
tem in the first Instance are being de-

feated by this legislation. The pur-nos- o

of the plan was to furnish a sys-

tem for the farmer to enable him to
borrow from tho Investing public under
Government rupcrvlslon money on the
sa:nr basis that commerce was getting
It and not from the Oovernment Treas-
ury tnl upon no other basis. Now.
the board nftcr finding It lmpnsslblo
to sell their bonds to the Investing
;iuhllc comes here and asks for an ap-

propriation of $200,000,000, nnd on top
of that the board, I understand, Is ask-!n- e

that th maximum which can bn
loaned to any one borrower ha raised
from flO.OOO to 125,000. This will mean
an Increase of applications from tho
well to do farmer and speculator, arid
still further demands upon the Treas-
ury of the United Ftates.

I lay no special claim to being more
patriotic than the average member of
Congress, but I do reeard myhelf as
fortunate) wherein 1 represent n dis-

I am therefore In a position to look

The fnrt that during the discussion
of this bill In the Senate the propo-
nents of this farm loan act who hud
chnrge of the measure acquiesced In
tho nmendment offered by Pcnstor
Weeks, and by unanimous consent the
House Is now considering the Pennte
hltl ns amended, which amendment
Mmlts the appropriation In this bill to
$100,000,000, snd further provides that
this money shnll be used exclusively
for the Increase of nTrlcnlturnl pro-
duction, I believe eliminate partisan-
ship entirely In the discussion of this
measure, at least so far as the Senate
Is concerned, and I sincerely trust that
every member of this House will rise
to the occasion and eschew all sem-

blance of politics from the discussion
of this Important measure. This is not
a political proposition, but an economlo
one, and should tie considered nnd
acted U)Kin as such by this House.
