tions In llelglum. This brings the num
ber of llelglnns executed since January,
1917, to 170, among whom wero at
least two women, three girls from II to
16 years old nnd several boys under 2u.

All of the executed ilelglans wero as-

sumed by tho Hermans to be guilty of
spying, and In many cases arrest, con-
demnation nnd execution took place
within three or four days, so no serious
Inquiry could havo leen made.

LOCAL COAL CONFERENCE ASKS
PART CLOSING OF NON-ESSENTIA- LS

Pennsylvania Withdraws Passenger Trains for
West Twentieth Century Kimited in a

Snowbank Freak Storm Here Gives
Aid for a Single Day.

New York city was warned last night that the blizzard
which has paralyzed the Western and central States will
bring snow and below zero weather here. Rapidly lower-
ing temperature last night, after the morning's freak thunder
storm, gave weight to the prophecy. The thermometer
dropped 20 degrees in twelve hours.

Hopes of coal for New York, based upon the melting of
ice in the harbor by the rain, faded in the shadow of the ap-

proaching storm, which spells stalled trains, frozen cars,
more ice in the harbor, impassable streets, almost insuper-
able handicaps io getting fuel for the metropolis, which has.
no reserve.

New York's plight is regarded as so desperate that A. II.
Wiggin, Reeve Schley, Harry T. Peters and other members of
the Fuel Administration emphatically urged upon P. S. Noycs.
the representative Dr. Harry A. Garfield sent to New York
yesterday, the necessity of some sort of an order restricting
the consumption of coal. The consensus of opinion was thai
all industries should be closed three days a week for throe
weeks. Mr. Noyes will report to Dr. Garfield, who will take
such action as he sees fit.

Alfred H. Smith, director of railroads in the East, i.j

alarmed at the reports which came to him from the central
States and by the forecast for New York. Fearing a seventy-tw- o

hour tie up, he called a conference of railroad executives
to-da- y to grapple with the problem as it develops.

"Indications are that no passenger trains can be started
from Chicago Sunday," said Mr. Smith last night. "No
freight is moving, and few passenger trains. The prospect
for improvement does not appear."

All trains out of Chicago were annulled last night. Penn-
sylvania system trains leaving New York were annulled at
Philadelphia. The New York Central's Twentieth Century
Limited is snowbound at Elkhart, Ind. The Pennsylvania
stopped selling tickets to points on the main line between
Pittsburg and Chicago and Pittsburg and St. Louis.
