“Weo contend,” sald Blen, *“that section
1,710 of the Penal Code, which relates
to this eame i unconstitutional be-
cause It makes It 4 crime for &
man to enter n boxing coqtest where
an admission fea in charged. 1t im
not a crima for him to cngage in a
boxing contest, and t'e law does nol
wtate that It is & crime only for him 1o
box, Where he knows that an admis-
nlon fee la charged the law minkes the
conditional act malum prohibitum, thua
preventing my cllent and othars situated
nre ha In from proving that he kKnew that
an ndmisaion fee wans to be charged ™

“In ou:.rr words,' mald Justiee Hen-
drick, “you were unable, you claim, to
prosent proof that your client meted In-
nocently, If he did, hecause unler the
law such & fact would be immaterial.”

“1 asked whether an admission fee
was to be charged,” declared Ogatty,
“and they told me that it was to he &
regular entertainment of the club, that
there was to ba no charge for admis-
slon.”

“I think you can find declslons holdinkg
that the Lexislature has power to make
an act a crime; that Is, malum prohibi-
tum," ul.d Justice Hendrick, "and 1
would like to have briefs on that point.”
