training. Another lusne likely to be
added, either at this caucus or as the
result of later developments, will be the
demand for a coalition Cabinet, for which
the Republicans Insist there Is a grow-
ing sentiment throughout the nation.

CROW DER CUTS COST
OF DRAFT BOARDS

Will Put End to Extravagant
Expense Bills.

Wash i kotom. Jan. 12. Extravagant
expense bills filed by many members
of local boards for their sen-Ice-

s In
clarifying registrants has led Trovost
Mm Mill General Urowder 10 accept me
recommendation of board members and
others connected with the administra
tion of the selective draft to place the
salary feature of the classification 'sys-
tem on a cost basis.

In a telegram sent y to all State
Governors Oen. Crowder promulgates
new regulations, approved by President
Wilson, under which the boards here-
after, will' receive an aggregate of 0

cents remuneration for each man finally
classified, exclusive of compensation for
clerks or examining physicians, who are
not members of the board. Under the
old rules the boards were allowed a
maximum of $150 a month for each
member, exclusive of clerical help.

Gen. Crowder said In his telegram, "A
considerable number of board members.
regardless of the size or registration
in their respective jurisdiction, have
made their estimates on so extravagant
a scale that the total cost could not
be paid out of any appropriation which
Congress would be willing to make or
which the people of the nation would
approve."

DRAFT NOTARIES'

INQUIRY IS BEGUN

Justice French! Hears Testi
mony of Alleged Extortion

for Exemptions.

EXPECTS TO CONVICT 50

ProHecutor of Faluc Affidavit
Makers Discusses Case

Two Summoned.

A searching Inquiry Into the practices
of crooked notaries who have been de-
manding extortionate fees from regis-
trants of the draft, and who have con-
spired to defeat the purposes of the
selective draft act was begun yesterday
by Justice Freschl, sitting as a Magis-
trate In Part II. of the Court of Oen.
era I Sessions.

This action was taken following an
order issued by Oov. Whitman Instruct-
ing Attorney-Gener- al Lewis to prosecute
these cases vigorously. Mr. Lewis de-
tailed Alfred E. Becker. Special Denutr
Attorney-Genera- l, to prepare and pre
ach me canes, lie nas Decn worging
In conjunction with Eynar Chrystle.
chairman of the grievance committee of
the Bar Association, and so far

have been Issued for more than
100 witnesses to appear before Justice
Freschl. The first of these hearings was
held yesterday and they will be re- -,

sumed next Saturday. In the meantime
the two prosecuting attorneys will con-
tinue to round up witnesses and gain
new facts.

The frauds that have been practiced
on the Ignoranf registrants are so glar-
ing that the attorneys In the case are
convinced the notaries have been work-
ing under the direction of agents of
German propagandists, who have been
active In Socialistic circles.

RvatletrtAata Warned Away.
Thousands of registrants on the East

Side have been warned to keep away
from the legal advisory committee of
the Mayor's Committee of National De-

fence, where aid In filling out the ques-
tionnaires can lie obtained without cost

According to Mr. Becker, glaring head-
lines In Yiddish newspapers warned the
registrants away from the advisory
comnlttea and the local exemption
boards, telling their readers that to pre-
sent one's pelf before any of these hodle
only means Instant railroading Into the
service. The papers were bitter in their
denunciation of the boards and Just why
they have not been reported to the
United States Attorney, Mr. Becker was
at a loss to explain.

It was brought out yesterday that
many of these notaries rarely took the
trouble to swear the registrants or
others who made affidavits. They were
told to affix their signatures, or marks,
to affidavits already made out and in
each case the purpose of these docu-
ments was to defeat the draft. Many of
the notaries have huge signs printed on
the windows of their offices reading:
"Exemptions can be had here." These
notaries are permitted by law to charge
12 cents for taking an affidavit. Their
fees ran all the way from SO cents to
110, or Just what they thought they
could pry out of their clients.

Allrgrrd Exemption Bait.
One notary makes his headquarters

In the Socialist Club, at 2 East Broad-
way. It was testified yesterday that
scores of people fall In line to get to him
so that they can make any affidavit he
suggests In order to keep themselves or
some rrlntllvn out of the draft. One
witness appearing before Justice Frechl
was Theodor Adamowskl, born In Russia
twenty-thre- e years ago and now living
at 244 Madison treet Asked why he
visited this notary Theodor frankly an-
swered : "Because I wanted to be ex-

empted."
"Did you think this notary, could ar-

range it for your' the court asked,
"Sure I did. He fixed a lot of other
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guys, and he only charted 'em twq bucks
at that"

Mrs. Ousel. Shapiro of 417 Cherry
atreet testified that' she visited the samt
notary on the Instance of her husband.
She said she was told to pay her money
and sign paper handed her and her
risband would be .exempted. Thla she

did, but her husband has not been ex-

empted.
Summonses were Issued for Aaron U.

Jaffe and Harry Socolow, both notaries,
and two more will be Issued for two
Bronx notaries and another In Manhat-
tan In day or two. Mr. Becker said
ne expected that at least nny notaries
would be convicted before tbe investiga-
tion closes. Jaffe and Socolow will be
charged with conspiring to defeat the
purposes of the draft, with charging
extortionate fees and with aiding In the
making of false affidavits. Upon con-- !
victlon each can be sentenced to year
In prison or fined 11,000, or both.

GENERAL PRAISES

PRESS AS AN ALLY

Scott Thanks Papers Which
Helped Camp Dix Scotch

Foe's Propaganda.

Sptclal littpatch to Tub Sex.
Camp Dix, X. J., Jan. 11. Thanking

newspapers for their aid In scotching
vicious lies that enemy agents spread
regarding health conditions at the can-
tonment. Major-Oe- Hugh K Scott, for-
mer Chief of the General Staff and now
commander of the Seventy-eight- h Di-

vision of the National Army at Camp
Dix. the press Is proving one
of the best allies of the Government In
the work of organizing the new armies.
He has had an opportunity to study the
connecting bonds of Interest between the
army and the civil population both In
American and In Europe, and he as.erts
that the freedom granted the American
press In covering military activities Is
helping to create as fine morale and
enthusiasm among the folks back home
as Is being Inspired In the army Itself.

Gen. Scott says that one of the most
overworked canards of German propa-
ganda Is that the liberties of the press
are restricted In reporting conditions at
National Army cantonments.

A complete quarantine of the camp
will become effective Monday, under
orders Issued to-d- by Major-Ge- Pcott
upon recommendation of the division
sanitary Inspector as result of the In-

crease of measles In the cantonment. AH
week end passes will be suspended dur-
ing the quarantine, which will last at
least eighteen, days, nor will men be per-
mitted to enter any places of amusement
In the camp or In Wrightstown.

There arc fifty-si- x cases of measles In
the camp, tire medical corps reports,
fewer than In any other National Army
training camp, and Is explained that
the quarantine Is merely precautionary
measure In an effort to stamp out the
disease. There are no cases of measles
among the officers or men of the 311th
and 312th regiments. New Jersey In-

fantry. The other cases are scattered
widely, with several among reserve of-

ficers recently arriving from Plattsburg.
Y. M. C. A. and Knights of Columbus

buildings In the cantonment will bo
closed to the soldiers, but the secretaries
of these organisations will be permitted
to arrange for entertainment for com-
panies or batteries in their separate
quarters.

The quarantine order will not Interfere
with visitors coming to camp Monday
afternoon to witness the first division re-
view.

Through the cooperation of the Trav-
ellers Aid Society of Philadelphia and
the Young Women's Christian Associa-
tion, which reeentlv onene.l hiir hnstpss
hou In the cantonment, MIs.m Hortenre
ItOsen has undertaken an Important
work In extending care and assistance
to slrl visiting their brothers fr friends
in the camp.

Soldiers on duty when friends
arrive can arrange through her office

Withdrawal of Delaware Men
From Division Resented by

Commander.

Sptdal Detpatck to Tns Six.
Camp McClillan, Annistgn, Ala.,

Jan. 12. Although the 29th Division
has been covered by quarantine regu-

lations Imposed by Lieut. -- Col. C. II.
Snyder, divisional medical officer, dur-
ing the past week, the confinement to
regimental areas Is having no. serious
effect on the program of intensive
training. Measles and spinal meningitis
are assigned as the reasons for the
quarantine, but the number of cases Is
not alarming. Medical reports show
fewer than a doxen spinal meningitis
victims and the measles total Is fluctuat-
ing around the mark.

That enlisted men who abuse privi-
leges will suffer severe consequences
has been demonstrated during the last
few days In the trials of soldiers who
overstayed their six day furloughs at
Christmas time. A number of the men'
returned to Camp McClellan two nnd
three days late and after spending a
week at the divisional quarantine camp,
wnere they were examined carefully
for traces of meningitis, measles or
other ailments, are being released only
to face a board of court-martin- i. Sen
tence of thirty, sixty and even longer
terms In the divisional stockade are be-
ing meted out.

Jut what effect the withdrawal of all
Delaware men from the 29th' Division
will have on the preparation of the unit
for foreign service remains to. be seen,
but It Is known that the blow has fallen
at a critical time and some delay may
be expected. Col. J. Warner Heed, com-
mander of the old Delaware Infaptry
regiment, said to-d- that politics had
played a prominent part In the affair.
He mentioned United States Senator
Wlllard Saulsbury and Col. H. G. Buclc-n- er

of the du Pont Powder company
as prime movers, classing Huckner as
the "lobbyist" for the du Pont Inter-
ests at Washington. '

Infantry regiments are being organ-
ized on a basis similar to that of the
French and British armies. Squads of
snipers, machine gun men. bayonet ex-
perts and mask specialists arc being
formed In each company, the unit being
divided Into sections composed of these
classes. Divisional schools have devel-
oped many specialists In the most

modern warfare branches and
as fast as the men graduate from the
divisional school they are Ibelng sent
uacK to tnelr companies to teach the
enlisted personnel.

California port to Mexico was admitted

oftlcers for arresting Norbert A. Mjlcx,
one of those held, without a warrant,
holding him Incommunicado and search-
ing his home. '

WASHiNaTOH, Jan. 12. Star boarders

no longer will coerce landladies Into dis-

regarding requests of the Food Admin-

istration for the conservation of wheat,
meat and other foodstuffs If the suites
tlon tent out to State food administra-
tors to-d- Is carried out. The new plan
will be tried out first In Washington, and
then the drive will be made In New York
and other large cities.

I'ledge cards will be pMred before
boarders by representatives of the Food
Administration. The method of the
drive was adopted after It was found
that boarders were Inclined to Impute
ulterior motives If the pledge cards wore
presented by the landladies'. In many
cases boarders have agreed to forego
meat and wheat on' certain days each
week, but the star boarders have been
able to show their power by threatening
to move If their wants were not sup-
plied.

Here Is the new pledge card :

HOARDERS PLEDGE 'CARD:
I, at present a boarder In thla city,

hereby accept membership In the
United States Food Administration,
pledging myself as a patriotic duty to
cooperate with the proprietor In the
conservation of meat, wheat, tnigar
and fats, according to the directions
and advice of the Food Administrator.

Mr. Crane said that a mob, believing
that a man named Muni (In reality
Mooney, tho San Francisco dynamite
susnen't). was to be executed In this
country, started for the American Em-

bassy.
The Petrograd authorities) Am-

bassador Francis by telephone that the
mob was a,pproachlng. Guests begged
the Ambassador to flee with them, but
he refuse., said Mr. Crane. Sir. Fran-
cis told a negro servant to get a revolver.

Workers Have Two Days More

to Beach Goal of

With only two more days In which to
reach their quota of $1,760,000, the
Young Women's Christian Association
workers last night' announced a total
gathered In their campaign of J 1,310,-284.9- 9.
