Washington Heights Demands

Added Traffic Service for
That Section.

FEWER OAKS ON BRIDGES

Board of Estimate Informed
Why Deficit Appears in

Toll Revenue.

i .Transportation problems Involving
tJis congestion In traffic In the city oc-

cupied ths greater part of ths time
spent by the Board of Estimate at Its
meeting yesterday. While discussing'

ths proposed new franchises for the
Fifth Avenue Coach Company Mayor
Hylan asked a body of cltlsens from
Washington Heights- - how they would
like to have the city operate buses for
them In that section of the city. Later
ha vented his feeling on the Brooklyn
Rapid Transit Company when It was
shown that that company is operating
fewer cars over the bridges than were
run several years ago.

The fact that the Injunction obtained
by Frank Moss prevented the board from
holding a public hearing on the bus
franchises did not deter the members
from talking at length on the proposi-
tion. It Anally was decided to have the
Corporation Counsel determine what
osuld be dona to bring the matter be-
fore the board for settlement and It was
ordered on the calendar for February S.

"For a question against which an In-

fraction has been Issued I never heard
as much talk," remarked Borough Presi-
dent Dowllng as he brought the debate
ta'a close.

The Fifth Avenue Coach Company Is
operating the lines up Riverside Drive

ad through Washington Heights under
a temporary permit,, which' will expire

n March 16. Mr. Moss, who objects to
ths terms of the proposed franchise, said
ks would have no objection to an exten-
sion of ths permit while the question of
a permanent arrangement .was being
settled.

Controlled by laterboroagh.
A delea-atlo- from Washington

Heights Insisted upon telling the mem
bers of the board how important the ad-
ditional transportation facilities were to
them. In reply to a question Mayor
Xylan was Informed that the Inter-borou-

Rapid Transit Company owned
a controlling Interest in ths Fifth Ave-
nue Coach Company. Then he remarked
ts one of the Washington Heights del,
aeon:
' "Have you any objection to having
ths city operate bus lines up there?"

To which the reply wis that the dele
gation did not care who operated them
so long as they got them to ride In. It
was declared that congestion In traffic
there was greater even than In Brook-
lyn, at which the Mayor shook his head
In dissent

"I favor municipal operation If It
could beat this proposition," said another
speaker, "but I defy any one to 'show
taat a better proposition can be orrered
both from the standpoint of service and
monetary return. '

Tou wouldn't want one company to
have a monopoly on the streets of the
olty. would your inquired the Mayor.

"If we had sr Public Service Commis-
si that was Interested In the people's
rights we might get that body tor do. Its
quty ana compel the B. It. T. to run
more, trains for passengers and provide
more tolls for the city," declared Mayor
Hylan. "Why was there a deficiency T

Why tiasn't the B. It. T. paid tolls since
113? Where was Wallsteln? Why did
as let a deficiency develop In city
funds?" Inquired the Mayor In rapid fire
style.

The transportation matter came up
Just before, the meeting of the Board of
Estimate adjourned, when Commissioner
Salaner of the DeDartment of Plant and
Structures, reported that current tolls
for the operation 'of cars across the
brldrea were not sufficient to keep the
department on a basis
and that the reason was that fewer cars
were being operated.

Chief Engineer Byrne explained that
three years ago a connection had been
completed between the Centre, street
loop and Brooklyn Bridge, ut that the
B. U. T. refused to use It because the
corporation would not pay the Interest
on approximately 1100,000, the cost of
construction,'' and about 11,000.000 for
land taken. ,

In reply to a question from President
Rlegelmann of Brooklyn, who with
Mayor Hylan appeared to be surprised
at this Information, Engineer Byrne said
that by using this connection a loop

could be operated between Brooklyn
WrM and Williamsburg Bridge, but
explained soma physical difficulties due
to differences In car weight and else be-

tween the cars operated on the Centre
street loon and the Brooklyn Bridge
trains.

Asks Resorts Decreass.
Mayor Hylan asked for full reports on

the decrease In the number of cars op-

erated and also the litigation and the
'Bhyalcal connection with Brooklyn

Company officials asserted that In the
last three years average traffic over
Brooklyn Bridge elevated trains has

from 200.000 to 100.000 dally,
while s,-e- r the Williamsburg Bridge the
average dally trafflo has Increased In
that period from 71,000 to 210,000. They
said that over Williamsburg Bridge there
are being operated mora trains than are
being run over any other tracks In ths
world where operation Is controlled by
signals and that the trafflo over this
bridge on two tracks exceeds that
handled over the four tracks of the In
terborough at Grand Central Station.
The B. R. T. pays no car tolls on ele-

vated trafflo over Williamsburg Bridge,
as operation there Is on the "dual con-
tract" basis.

RETAIL TRADE IS HIT

HARD BY FUEL ORDER

Business Slackers in East, but
Activity Prevails West of

the Mississippi.

The trade review of the week say
that general business conditions in the
districts east and west of the Mis-
sissippi River .are almost opposite. The
slowing up of production In the East,
due to the Fuel Administration's shut
down order and the .consequent loss
of purchasing power as a result of
ths curtailment of wages, caused tha
slogan' "business as usual" to be aban- -
aonea. mis contrasts wun activity in
the Western district.

In Canada road salesmen have re-

turned to their routes and a heavy
spring and summer trade Is generally
expected despite the fact that mer-
chants are buying conservatively.

Dsn's Review will say: "Ths di
minution of the purchasing power In
the East through ths closing of shops
and factories on specified days and the
consequent loss to wage earners has
already begun to manifest Itself In some
retail branches, and though consumers
are buying heavily In the aggregate
final distribution' Is more and mors
along conservative lines and transac
tions are not at tha maximum.

With commodity price advances con
tlnutng to predominate, however, bank
clearings surpass the remarkable fig'
ures of 1917, the week's gain at out
side centres being 12 per cent, and
at all points. New York Included. 10.7
per cent. Yet there Is clearly more
caution In trade and industry, and
speculative excesses remain, conspicuous
oniy oy tneir absence.

Sufficient time has not yet elapsed to
measure fully the influence on Iron and
steel conditions of the Fuel Adminis
tration's closing down order, but es-

timates Indicate that an already re
stricted production was further reduced
by 10 to IS per cent, with the plants
so largely engaged on Government work
and with the numerous exemptions
granted, the great basio .Industry was
less affected than others by the official
edict, though it curtailed new business
in steel to a minimum and fresh storms
and severe cold have combined to ag-
gravate the freight blockade."

Btaaitrcet a will say: "Notwithstand
ing the various cross currents, and tak-
ing the country as a whole, new business
i or rainy large volume, particularly in
respect to demand for staples. Incl- -
dentally, extremely cold weather over
an extended area has stimulated retail .

It is
understood that one of the members will
be from Chicago and one from the West

Tne Federal Reserve Board still Is
considering whether to subdivide ths
country Into districts for administration
of the voluntary securities regulation
plan.

Mr. Wilson formerly was editor and
owner of the Sioux City (Iowa) News
and for the last year and a halt has been
connected with the Federal Farm Loan
Board. He acted as sn advance repre
sentative for Secretary McAdoo on his
Liberty bond speaking tours, and also
preceded the Farm Loan Board when It
toured the country before ths organisa-
tion of the land banks. The data of the
campaign has not yet been announced.

LABOR TAKES. GRIP

ON HYLAN'S REGIME

Organizes League to Obtain
the "Reforms" It Sought

in Supporting Mayor.

OPPOSED TO HIGHBROWS

Approves Enright Appoint
ment and Sees Hope for Hen

Down in the Ranks.

Organised labor In this city, having
by Its own statement elected Mayor Hy-

lan, now proposes to fssten a firm grip
on the Mayor's raiment and shake him
until his promised labor programme Is
vut through. Representatives of 700,000
workmen In the city met In ths Alder- -
manic chamber yssterdsy and perfected
an organisation which was formed last
September to take up ths cudgels for Mr.
Hylan. Ths Labor League of New Fork
City ts the title to be adopted by a spe-
cial committee.

The conference was called under ths
auspice of the State Federation of La-
bor, James B. Holland president After
a careful laying of ground wires of ap-
probation Intended to reach Mayor Hy-lan- 's

office ths delegates discovered a
number of grievances that already have
arisen. They spent an hour and a half
detailing them, appointed a committee to
pat ths programme In shape and deolded
to meet again on February t to put the
tnal polish on the club they are prepar-
ing to use In ths Mayor's chambers.

President Holland moved the adootlon
of a resolution commending Mayor Hy
lan on the appointment of k man from
the ranks to ths Police Commissioner-shi- p.

"I believe the Msyor sees along great,
practical and progressive tines," he said.
"We worked to defeat Mltchel, and we
succeeded. Ws believe we have got a
better administration even If It Isn't a
highbrow one. It let a highbrow go a
few days ago, and I think It was a good
.thing. Ths man from tha ranks ought to
get more consideration, and we propose
to see that he will get It from this ad-
ministration."

Will Aet on All Orlevaaees.
The Labor League Is to be the melting

pot for all grievances of any union In
the city Peter J. Brady said :

"I have seen labor lose out before the
Board of Estimate too many times when
It had a good complaint simply because
It didn't know how to present the case
In a clear, forceful manner," Mr. Brady
added. "Ws do not expeet-th- e Impossi
ble from this sdmlnistratlon, but we do
expect certain things."

The programme tentatively adopted at
the meeting consisted of some thirty
articles, and additions will be made. Tho
chief complaint was directed by dele-
gates against the working conditions in
factories and shops, the general lack of
.observance of the prevailing wage law,
the absence of a labor representative
from the school board and the diff-
iculties experienced by the electrical
workers in getting paid for city contract
work.

A demand was made that the $61,000
appropriation for improving Industrial
hygienic conditions be spent at once and
that watch be kent to see that
no part of the funds goes to any other
purpose.- - The appropriation also pro
Vdes 122.000 for salaries of factory la
aiiactnr. Dtlinli Abrahamaan of the
Umbrella Makers Union said that shop
conditions In his trade were so bad
WDrktr w.re contracting disease and
dying.

Programme for "Heforsss."

"dar presented were
Municipal ownership of all systems

of transportation and the elimination
of exorbitant salaries to favored tran-
sit officers.

Reorganisation of the Public Ser-
vice Commission, one member to be
elected from each borough.

A paid and elected Board Of Educa-
tion, a labor member on the board,
and a liberal school building pro-
gramme.

'Public markets, wholesale and ll

; enforcement of the tenement
house law ; enforcement of the eight
hour law ; pension system for city em-
ployees.

A minimum salary of $1,000 for all
city employees except minors : elimi-
nation of charity and settlement
'work.

Freedom of speech and of the labor
press properly regulated; elimination
of all employment agencies except
thoss that make no charge for ser-
vices; an order for. the police to dis-
continue wire tapping; police control
of detective agencies; free medical
clinics for school children and a dec-
laration that no one shall profit from
the war.

Washington, Jan. 25. Gasolene pro
duction costs, showing that retail prices
are from 7 to 10 cents above the
lng cost, were made public to-d-ay by
the Federal Trade commission after an
Investigation directed by . Victor Mur
doch The cost or producing gasolene
was found to be lowest In California,
11.52 cents. The retail price In San
Francisco was given as 20.5 cents.

The highest production cost was In
New Jersey and i Eastern territory,
amounting to 17.(42 cents, while In New
York the retail priceless 2( cents. Other
figures given were Gulf Coast, 15.448?;
Fort Worth, retail price, 26 cents ; Oklo- -
horoa, 14.4(706; Oklahoma City retail
pries. 14 cents; Indiana and north Mis
elsslppl Valley, 13.(75 cents; Chicago,
retail price, 21 cents.

The commission said It used the mar-
ket price of crude oil In computing the

Col.Williajns Bays Appeal Was
Made for 867,000,000

DECISION IB AWAITED

Stockholders at Annual Meet-in- ?

Criticise Crowded Con-

ditions on System.

Col. Timothy B. Williams, president of
the Brooklyn Rapid Transit Company,
qulsssd by stockholders at the annual at
meeting yesterday, disclosed the fact
that his company had appealed to Wash
ington for aid In meeting $57,000,000
notes which mature next July. This Is
ths first tlms that a pubtto utility cor-
poration which Is not within ths scops

the Government's rail programme
has taken up with the Government ths
matter of financing.

Whether masting these notes will bs
undertaken by the Government or pri
vately In some way Is an unsettled ques
tion, according to Col. Williams, and
ths solution of ths problem awaits tns
formulation of a definite policy In Wash
ington. After consultation with the
Federal Reserve Board the company's
officials wars directed to take' up the
matter with officials of the Federal Re-
serve Bank of New York.

In reply to a stockholder's Inquiry
Cot Williams said : "I want to express
full confidence that whether such finan-
cing is undertaken by the Government
or privately ths maturity of these notes
will be taken care' of without any ques-
tion. The Government authorities have
asked the company a officials to take no
definite step In regard to the note mat
ter until they (the Government au
thorities) arrive at a decision."

Covered gas-wa- Issprovsaasats.
These notes were sold six years ago to

provide for subway improvements, and
the business local to tha Broadway sub-
way Is ths first real new business to
corns to ths company since the opera-
tion of the dual system began. Col.
Williams pointed out that other new
lines which have been placed In opera
tion either took the place or previously
existing .surface lines or afforded new
facilities to the same traffic. Calling
operation of the new subway "very sat
isfactory despite the incomplete status
of Us equipment and stations," he told
of 12.000 receipts for tne .day last
Thursday on account of new business.

Btockholders present at tne meeting 9
repeatedly and unravoraoiy criticisea
crowded conditions on the Brooklyn
Rapid Transit lines, but Co. Williams
promised little relief until the 'dual sys-

tem Is completed. Then, he said, there
will be five B. R. T. gateways between
Brooklyn and lower Manhattan, and
traffic can be carried comfortably. He
pointed out that under the dual system
contracts It never was intended to put
so much traffic on ths Williamsburg
Bridge as now prevailed. Pally traffic
over the two tracks of that bridge at
present amounts to 2M.000 passengers.
which, according to Col. Williams. Is
29,000 greater than the combined dally
passenger traffic In and out of the I'enn
svlvanla Station In Manhattan, the
Grand Central Terminal ana tne net--
bush avenue station of the Long Island
Railroad.

Stockholders reelected the following
directors for a term of three years: J.

DENIES RED GROSS

OUSTED HIM IN 1916

. A. Morree Says He Resigned
to Escape Society Women

and Pink Teas.

The District Attorney's Investigation
Into the Fusion slush fund yesterday
elicited the assertion from Edward A.
Morree, manager of the Press Service
Company, 30 East Forty-secon- d street,
which' handled the publication of several
bulletins and booklets for the Mltchel
campaign committee, that he severed
his connection with the American Red
Cross because he grew tired ot pink teas
and society women.

Mr. Morree told Edwin P. Kllroe. As
sistant District Attorney, that two years
ago this spring he became a director of
the Atlantic Division of the Red Cross,
having charge of all the national so
ciety's work in, ths Atlantic States. A
ysar ago last December, he said, he
resigned.

"We have an anonymous communi
cation here saying you were dismissed
from the Red Cross." suggested Mr. Kit-ro- e.

Mr. Morree answered: "That Is
false absolutely. Now If It would add
anything to ths sum ot your Information
I could show you that Is not true. I was
dissatisfied with the way the Red Cross
was being managed on the question of
centralised management, and I am
proud to state that after my resignation,
every suggeetlon I made as to organisa
tion was followed out.

And. besides. I crew tired of chasing
around to pink teas with society ladles
and wanted to get out and do a 'real
man's worn.
' Mr. Morree said hs received 14.000 a
year and travelling expenses from the
Red Cross. He had been connected with
charitable and philanthropic, work 'for
upward of ten years, hs said, formerly
having been publicity manager for the
State Charities Aid Association.

Mrs. Helen Hartley financed the
pamphlet ha wrote on ths charity situa
tion In this city for campaign purposes.
Morrae said. Hs asserted further that
hs himself had received no. money from
the fusion committee, but said his' com- - '

pany tns Press Servlcs Company had i

been paid f5,7ft.lo in seven payments.

CITY SERIAL BONDS
FAVORED BY TRAVIS

Comptroller Find Thorn Mot--
tor Thon Stnkuts Fund.

At.Akr. Jan. 16. Ths serlsl bond
method for financing municipalities
rather than ths sinking fund system now

vogue in tne state and many local
governments ts preferred by Stats
Comptroller Travis. The Comptroller

ht axpressed the opinion that
while both methods have their benefits,
experltnce and Investigations of his of-
fice convinced him thaf the serial bond
method under certain restrictions has
ths advantage.

"t have reached this conclusion." hs
explained, "because ths uncertainties of
calculation which have, so unfortu-
nately affected ths sinking funds of
many of our municipalities In ths past
are at ones eliminated, while ths amount
required to pay each year can easily
be obtained without calculation.

"Furthermore, ths fact that ths same
administration which Incurs a debt mutt

once begin, within one year, to make
provisions for Its reimbursement neces-
sarily and strongly tends toward
responsibility and prudence in ths con-
traction of that "debt."

Owing to the frequent changes In pub
lic officials a chance for polltlcal'manlp-ulatlo- n

of the funds Is not so liable to
occur If serial bonds are Issued.

As to the enormous savings some au
thorities claim for ths serial bond
method there seems to be some doubt
when all elements are taken into ths
calculation.
