The resclution putting
OJulmet back in the amatsur ranks fol-

Whereas, Francis Ouimet, upon en-
tering the military mervice of the
Cnited States, severed his personal
cennection with the manajement of
the Arm of Ouimet & Bullivan, and
thersby discontinued the practices
which were deckled (o be In viciation
of the amateur rula of the United
Btates Golf Association, therefore be It
resolved by the executive committes
of the United States Golf Association
that he be, and hereby Is, reinmated
a8 an amateur golfer. o
