Keep Down Cost of Women

POLLS OPEN HOUR MOBE

Want Number of District Un-

changed for April Local
Option Ballot

Alxont. Jan. IS. The cities of the
State, acting through thai State confer-
ence of Mayors and other dty officials,
sire urging the Legislature to amend
the election law so aa to reduce the coat
of election without Impairing the elac
tion machinery. Even before the woman
suffrage victory tho cities realised that
the amount of money they were required
to pay for elections was too high, bat
now that each municipality must prac
tically double Its appropriation they are
searching for ways whereby they can
hold this Increase to a minimum.

A bulletin Issued y by the Stat
Bureau of Municipal Information ahowa
that thirty-seve- n cities last year spent
on an average of tl.5( per registered
voter. This covers only the cost aa pro-

vided by section Sit of the election law
and does not Include the expense for
special elections.

Ths total election expense of these
thirty-seve- n cltlea was 1 1,(11, JXk.il and
the number of registered voters waa 1.--
018,711. The cltlea estimate that next
year, with the women voting, this coat
will dradically be doubled. New elec
tion districts must be eataMlahed. the
number of election officials increased.
more voting machine purchased or bal
lota printed and machinery provided for
enrolment.

Pernr Aaaeadaseats Aaked.
Commtttsea of .the conference have

been studying the election law and have
agreed that the following amendment
will afford some relief:
l. That the maximum salary of election

officials be fixed by etatute at IS
per day. The law now only
a minimum salary of $6 a day. The
cities are paying from 16 to 16 a
day, the smaller cities paying on an
average more than the larger cities.

3. That In a city which uses voting
machines. If sufficient machines
cannot be provided for all the elec-
tion districts established, the voting
at any election In IMS may be by
paper ballot In districts for which
machines are not provided. This
cannot be done under the existing
law. A city must use either ma-
chines or ballots In all districts.

This means that If a city cannot
or doe not care to buy machine
thla year It must discard them tern-- .

' porarlly at least and us ballots.
Voting machines are scarce at the
preaont time, according to notice
sent by manufacturers to several
cities. The price also la high. If
the law Is amended ii suggested by
the conference cities will not be
compelled to use additional machines
this year.

3. That the closing hour on election day
be extended one hour, or until 6
o'clock. Thla will allow more per-
sons to .vote at a polling place and
will make It unnecessary for cities
to provide so many additional elec-
tion district and officials. The re
sult will be a saving In expense.

Wb( Sasae Namber of District.
4. That no mandatory legislation be

enacted requiring cltlea to Increase
the number of election dlst-lc- ts for
the April election under the city
local option law, and that tho. cltlea
be permitted to provide the' same
number of election districts ns they
how have. Irrespective of existing
restrictions as to the number of
vote to be cnet In oach election dls- -
triot. It Is believed by the city off!
clals that because nf the small num
bar of questions to be answered at
the local option election the number
of voter In an election dlatrlct can
be doubled. With no change In dis
tricts the cities will escape a big
expense.

It Is situated In a sugar grow-
ing region and Is the port of outlet for
Important gold and copper fields, It had
a population of approximately 5,000 by
the last available census.
