Thrift, Increased Production
and Credit Expansion Neces-
sary, He Says.

HYSTERIA I8 DENOUNCED

Urges Sane View of the Abnor-
mal Conditions—Warns
Against Parsimony.

Charles H. Rabin, president of the
Guaranty Trust Company, urges the
business men of the country to take &
sans view of the war and not to be
stampeded into hysterical Jjudgments
Writing in the February number of the
Guaranty News he says that between
the fallacy of “business as usual” ahd
the threat of “drying up business” thers
must certainly lle & sane middle course.
“This"” he adds, “ahould be a courss of
wise economy and business conservation
which will nelther exploit nor wreck, but
maintaln and protect our busincss sys-
tem. .

“Abnormal conditions created by war
can ba met only with abnormal meana,”
continued Mr.: Bahin, *“The sooner we
face thess facty frankly the greater our
ability will be to prosecute the war to
a successful conclusion. To meet the
great financial straln which the war has
placed upon us thers are three avallable
means at hand: First, thrift; second,
Increased production, and, third, credit
expansion.

“It i» reasonably certaln that we must
resort to all three methods in soms de-
gres and we should both individually
and nationally adjust our affairs to
mest the conditions they Impose. Con-
oerning thrift there has been much
hysterical agitation and somswhat un-
balanced enthusiasm, which have served
to create a oounter curreat of resent-
ment and opposition that s not In the
pu:zlwm l:.uhnu.

o t minded man vﬂl challenge
the basic nesd for national thrift, but
such thrift does not mean parsimony,
nor does It memn the unsettling or
destruction of legitimate business, The
apprehensions which have been created
by some of the extrems thrift propa-
gands are unfortunate and not based
upon mound economic or patriotle
grounds,

Must Get Money In Order to Lend It

“Business men and wage earners can-
hot lend money to the Government un-
lesa they can make It, and business must
earn more mofey Lhis year than last
year. Thers must be discrimination, of
course, between that which Is essential
and that which |s non-essential. But no
legitimate business which can make
money without competitg with the Gov-
ernment is non-essential. In fact, it Is
very essential, because money is one of
the most important multlona of war,
And it should be re red the peopl
who earn the money In such busl

U. §. MEAT EXPORTS
(:0 TO RECORD MARK

Demands From BSoldiers and
Allies Account for “Meat-
less Days” Here.

More than $480,000,000 worth of meat,
dairy products and food animals were
exported from the United States in 1817,
establishing a record which exceeded by
$145,000,000 the greatest quantity of
these products exported In any other
year, according to figures prepared by
the National City Bank. In the year
preceding the war less than $1850,000,000
worth were sant out of this country and

the hest previous record established was
In 1916, when $§266,000,000 worth were
exported.

The bank’s statistics show that the
1917 record was the result of this coun-
try's response to the app-als of the
Allles. The figures reveal that the num-
ber of food animals in the United Btates
decreaned 15,000,000 In the seven years
preceding the war, while the consuming
population of the country Increased 11.-
000,000 in the swme period. In the dec-
ads ended with 1907 the exports of
meat, dalry products and food animals
Averaged §$224,000,000 a year, and from
1907 to 1814 they everaged but $169,-
000,000 a year, being only $148,000.000
In the fiscal year 1914, all of which pre-
ceded the beginning of the war. With
the call from Europe, however, the ex-
porta of meat and dairy products jumped
to $220,000,000 in 1915, $255,000,000 In
1916 and $406,000,000 Inst year,

While a part of this gain In the value
of exporta is due to higher prices, there
is also a large Increass In the quantity
exported, lally In meats of the
higher grades, which are demanded by
the people of the United States. The
quantity of fresh beef exported in the
fiscal year 1914, all of which preceded
the beginning of the war, was but 6,394,
000 ds, and In 1817, 187,181,000

are among those who Invest largely In

“Banka should not be expected to den
eredit to legitimmte business. It is rnlhai
the duty, the patriotic duty, In a large
sense, of banks to supply the monetary
needa of their ollents in general business
as far as possible, after financing the re-
quirements of the Government. Non-
ensential business can be regulated by
the Government through priority orders
and otherwise, most effectively.

‘Recognising the limitatlons which
the general walfare places upon the de-
mands of thrift, wa must then face other
methods for feeding the cannons of war
and of these Increased production of
wealth offers the soundest and most
heipful measure of rellef.”

Mr. Babin mays that we have given
too little consideration to increased pro-
duction since we entered theywar, that
natlonal progress lies along those lines
and that no great natlon ever won
prominence among the world's affalrs
through any policy of mere thrift. He
declares that some of our price fixing
has served only to limit production
rather than to stimulale it—as in the
coal situation. He suggests intelligent
cooperation between Government and in-
dustry to create the new wealth needed
for war's consumption, adding that our

* | Government has done nwch that has had

the opposite effect.
