tt show that the writer bad personal

dealings with Carl Schlmmel. fugitive
lawyer; Capt. Otto Wolpert, pier super-
intendent of the Atlas Line ; Capt Ous-tnv- e

Steinberg and Bonford Boniface,
till of whom are on .trial with him for

lleged conspiracies to detroy ships.
Mr. Osborno first read to tho Jury a

. note written to Ttlntelen by Boniface,
nnd enclosed by the former In his letter
to Stallforth. It wi addressed "My
Dear Captain." It contained tho com-
plaint that the wrlttr was suffering from
lung trouble. Imprisoned and penniless.
It alluded to a visit that he had made
to the office of the United States At-
torney and cemtftined the postscript,
"Pleas give mewengcr a tlj as I
cannot"

He then read the Stallforth letter In
ivhlah RIntelen had written.

LEAKING GAS KILLS

Stenographer, Soon to xWed,
Found Dead in Bed.

John Edward Broultenhaus, a stenog-
rapher employed by J. P. Morgan & f?r

'for the last twelvo years, was found
dead In his room In 11S West 117th
street yesterday from gae. An Investi-
gation by tha police disclosed that evi-
dently he had been dead since last Sat-
urday.

The house Is a five story brownstone
affair filled with furnished rooms. Broul-
tenhaus went there on January 20. On
January 23 he wroto to A. "TV Hana-burg- h,

a friend In his home town. Invit-
ing hhn to come for a visit Hanaburgh
arrived Saturday and found that Broul-
tenhaus had not reported for work that
day. He endeavored to find Broulten-
haus, but failed.

On Sunday he went to Police Head-iuart- er

and a general alarm was sent
out

Hanaburgh managed to obtain yester-
day the addres ot the furnished room
house. When tie got there Mrs. James
P. Dlschman said she had not seen
Broultenhaus since Saturday. Tollceman
Flnnegan broke open the door of the
room and was found dead
In bed. Gas wa escaping from a smsir
log heater In the fireplace.

George W. Isn't a "cook and captain
bold," Ac but .In-- , his questionnaire he
sets forth forty-on- e different occupa-
tions, In each of which he claims to be
proficient.

He alio claims to be a whole religious
sect.

George wanted classification aa a
member of a recognised religious body
opposed to war. He gave the name of
this body a the "Superior Quakers."

"How long has that sect been In ex-
istence, and who founded It?" he wa
asked.

"I founded It myself." he aald, "and It
has been In existence sine January,
1900."

"How many names arc there on the
membership roll?"

"Mlno Is the only on," he replied.
"Then 'you are the Superior Quaker,

not Quakers," b waa told.
"No." he Insisted, "I am the founder

of and the sole believer In the doctrine
of the Superior Quakers. I am the
whole sect, and the sect Is strongly op-
posed to war."

The registrant also set forth In his
questionnaire that he Is a "necessary,
highly trained mechanical expert, neces-
sary to Industrial enterprises," and that,
strange to cay In vlow of his religious
convictions, he Is "a designer of "Battle-
ships "

AGAINST ACCUSERS

Evidence of Discovery of
Emery in Torpedo Bear-

ings Bnlctl Outv

Testimony of vital Interest to the Gov-

ernment and the defendant alike, but
of so technical a character that meas-
urements of even of an
Inoh called forth bitter wrangling be-

tween counsel, marked the third day of
the trial yesterday ot Paul Hennlg be-

fore Judge Chatfleld and a Jury In the
Brooklyn Federal Court. Hennlg was
superintendent of the gyroscope depart-
ment of the E. W. Bliss plant In Brook-
lyn, and was Indicted on charge of
treason In that he is accused' of so tam-
pering with gyroscopes as to make them
worthless and dangerous when Inserted
In torpedoes for the United State Navy.

Hennlg Is of marked Teutonic appear
ance. HI wife and three little boys,
one of whom is named for Theodore
Roosevelt, wer In court and closely fol-
lowed the proceedings, it was noticed
that the little boy all were garbed In
sailor blouses, and yet the force behind
the prosecution Is the United States
Navy.

But one witness was heard yesterday,
Charles Teltetbaum, f 870 East lS2d
street n In the Ordnance
Department of the navy and s'atloned
at th Bliss plsnt occupying the wit-
ness stand at both sessions of court
During the morning session Teltelbaum
had. an uncomfortable half hour while In
the hands of Arthur K. Wing, chief
counsel for Hennlg. When taken over
asaln by Melville J. France, the United
State attorney, he soon regained his
composure. In the afternoon, when he
wa unmercifully grilled again by Mr.
Wing, he more than held his own tnrt
at times had his tormentor on the de-

fensive.
It was originally charged that Hen-

nlg, in an attempt to aid the enemy, so
manipulated apare parts ot the gyro-
scopes Intended for torpedoes for this
Government that they would act as boom-
erangs and cause the torpedo, when
fired, to describe a circle and return and
hit tho ship that fired tt. At first It
waa charged that this was accomplished
through damaging the wheels of the
gyroscope. This line of testimony was
early' abandoned by Mr. France and the
effort made to establish the fact that
the damage done consisted of Inserting
emery dust In the bearing and buttons
of bearings, all of which passed through
Hennlg hands.

Teltelbaum was positive it was emery
dust he discovered in the bearings when
they cams to htm for final Inspection,
but when pinned down by Mr. Wing he
admitted It might have been carborun-
dum, or even diamond dust. He had
made no analysis of the foreign sub-
stance, and In consequence testimony
that was vital to the prosecution was
ruled out

In all there are forty-nin- e exhibits In
the trial, each n component part of the
gyroscope and each labelled with Teltel-baum- 's

tag, which lie placed upon them
when he discovered their defects. It orig-
inally was thought the defect were dis-
covered by Lieut Shea of the navy, but
Teltelbaum testified Hint tt was he who
called the attention of hi superior of-
ficer to the scratches and other mutila-
tions on the damaged parts. All efforts
to shake Teltelbaum's Identification of
the damaged parts were Just aa futile as
those when tha attempt was made to
prove his figures wrong.

Th defects In some of these parts,
Teltelbaum said, consisted In several In-

stances of a deviation from standard
sice of one-tent- h of of an
Inch. When pressed for his authority for
this statement he produced hie game
and his Vernier scalo and made the
measurements, In each case checking up
to tha minutest fraction.

The Jury wa deeply Interested when
th defence produced a cigarette paper
and asked Teltelbaum to measure Its
thickness. Thh he did, announcing that
H wa one-tent- h ot a thousandth of art
Inch.

Th trial win be resumed y, when
It Is' expected that Lieut Shea wtn be
called. It wa hi testimony before th
Grand Jury that resulted In Bennig's In-

dictment and all Interest centres In
what he will say.

HALTED BY JEROME

Blocks Hylan Plan to Cancel
List for Chief Medical

Examiner.

LAKKIN MAT GET POST

Commissioner Berates Him as
Third "When Balked in

Onstcr Scheme;

William Traven Jerome, former Dis-

trict Attorney, blocked th Hylan Civil
Service Commission yesterday. Tha
commission had charged that the doctor
who took the examination for Chief
Medical Examiner had violated the penal
law In performing an autopsy in tha
city morgue a a part ot that examina-
tion.

The first three men on the list had
been summoned to show cause why their
names should not be stricken from th
list and the entire list cancelled because
of this alleged crime. After a sparring
match of half an hour or mere Mr.
Jerome Instructed Wa clients. Dr. Otto
H. Schultse, Dr. Charles V. Norrls and
Dr. Douglas V. Bymmers, to refuse
either to b sworn or, to testify on the
ground that the commission had no Jur-
isdiction to Inquire Into a crime.

After an executive session It was an-
nounced that the commission exercising
Its discretion had re rated some of those
who, took the examination and plaoed
Dr. John It. Larktn third. From this
place,he may be appointed to the
of Chief Medical Examiner If th list I

not cancelled. Th Mayor would prefer
to keep Dr. Patrick D. Rlordan In the
place, which he now fill by temporary
appointment, but there I grave doubt
that th State Civil Bervteo Commission
wouW permit the place to be put tn the
exempt da. Dr. Rlordan did not
qualify In th examination held by th
Mltchel commission.

Dr. Larkln, who lives tn 491 West
ISOth street, was mentioned for appotnt-me- nt

as Health Commissioner by Mayor
Hylan. The mark given to htm In the
examination for chief medical examiner
did not put him within striking distance
of appointment. The Hylan commission,
however, holds he was not fairly marked.
It Is understood the reference was to
him when Chairman M.icBrlde of the
commission stated In his brief before
the State Civil Service Commission last
week :

"It Is a scandal that the examiners
who conducted the examination were the
cloro friends ot the successful candi-
dates and the enemies of one unsuccess-
ful candidate."

Larkln "Guilty" a Other.
Dr. Larkln. In common with th others

taking the examination, had to carry
out the Imtruotlon- - of the examiners
and perform an autopsy In a manner the
commission now declares contrary to
law.

When the commission went Into exec-
utive session it wan rumored It mfcht
cancel the entire list without further
ado. Dr. Rlordan, tho present Incumb-
ent, cannot hold his place after Jan-
uary SO, a ha I already on hi second
temporary fifteen day appointment.

The commission put the responsibility
of cancelling the list on Corporation
Counsel Burr. It sent him the testi-
mony taken In the Investigation ot the
examination with the request for an
opinion as to whether the alleged Ille-

ASSEMBLY URGES

SUFFRAGE GRANT

Welsh Vainly Fights 3Icmorial
to U. 8. Senate to Pass

Amendment.

Sptetnl Dt,patch to Th Sex.
Atjmnt, Jan. 28. The Assembly to-

night. 72 to 17. adopted the resolution
of Schuyler M. Meyer of New York, call-
ing upon the Urffted States Senate to
pass the woman suffrage Federal amend-
ment. A lively debate against the
measure was led by Assemblyman Clar-
ence F. Welsh, Republican, of Albany
county, who has been asked by the
antls to introduce a resolution to re-

submit the suffrage question to the peo-
ple of this State.

Ho declared that "we shouldn't Inject
Into political affairs nt this time any
Usuo that can wait." Assemblyman
Welsh denied the assertion in the reso-
lution that the suffrage amendment was
passed In this State last fall by an over-
whelming majority. He said that only
a small minority of tho voters of the
State voted for it.

Assemblyman Welsh had several
scores of tolenrams from prominent peo-
ple from all over the State asking him
to oppose the Meyer resolution. Among
the signers were Mrs. Herbert L. Satter-
lee, Mrs. J. Pierpont Morgan, Mr. and
Mrs. Charles S. Falrchlld. Sarah S. Wen-
dell. Everett P. Wheeler and Jane Perry
Tiffany.

One telegram from Henry A. Wico Wood
declared that "It l not moro women
that wo need in the Government at
Washington, but fewer men in panta-
lettes."

Majority Leader Adler and Minority
Leader Donoliue both urged the adop-
tion of the resolutl' r.. and Shlplacoff, the
Socialist leader, said the ten Socialists
were for It to n man. Mr. Adler said
that although ho waa originally op-
posed to woman suffrage he considered
it his duty to submit to the will ot the
people and that in view of the voto on
miffrago ntnendment last full he deemed
it proper for the Legislature to express
Its sentiment on the question to the
United States Senate at this time.

The Socialist tried to' force a slow
roll call on the tosolutlon, but the rule
put In forco laat week that requires
fifteen Instead of ten members to get
a slow roll call, prevented It This Is
the first time that the rule, which was
adopted to prevent filibustering by the
Socialists, has been enforced.
