NEW MOTOR LAW IN EFFECT.

Dealers’ License Plates May He
Uaed by Nuyers Only Filve Days.

Magistrate Frederiok B, Housa in the
TrafMe Court yesterday pointsd out &
new Iaw known as Chapter 174, Laws
of 1917, regarding manufacturers’ and
dealers’ licenses went into effect Feb-
Truary 1.

In this law the uss of thess licenmes,
he pointed out, has been more cleariy
deNned snd somewhat restricted, The
Secretury of State s glven power to
Umit the number of mseta nllowed each
manufacturer and dealer to a total of
fAve. Manufacturers, dealers and ths
purchasers of cars from manufacturers
and dealers arn held to strict accountas
bility by the State for the loan and re-
turn of these plutes. The sets are now
marked “demonstration” instend of as
In 1917, "dealer,” with an M before the
figures,

The vendes further may only operate
A motor vehicle for five daya after tha
day of purchase with & “demonstration™
licensr, At the end of thal perlod the
manufacturer or fealer must demand
the return of tha " ration" 1
plater. During those five days the pur-
chaser or vendee must obtaln regular
lleense plates for his motor vehicle,

The dealer, according to the new law,
at the time of the sile must furnish the
Secretary of State with tha number of
the license, name and resldence of the
purchaser, description of the vehiele, in-
cluding name of manuwfacturers, factory
number, mollve power and what uss It
s to be put to,
