PAPER CO. HOLDERS
LOSE DIVIDEND SUIT

Justice Gavegan Sustains De-
murrer of Directors.

Built brought by Ernest F. Turnbloom
and Delevan A. Holmes, holders of
common astock of the International
Paper Company, to compel the directors
to distribute, as dividends, surplus sarn«
ings that have sccumulated, was dls-
missed yesterday by Justice Gavegan.

Plaintiffs alleged that as the result
of statements cou ced by the di-
sotors that divid would be pald to
common as well as preferred stockhold-
ers the price of common stock rose In
1916 from §9.60 to $76 a share. The
company mnot only falled to pay common
slock dividinds, but, it |2 alleged, al:o
bas falled (o pay out $7,600,000 which
should have been pald preferred slock-
holders. Common stock, It ls alleged,
has declined to $31 a share, according
to Iate guotations.

Justics Gavegan in sustaining defend-
ant's demurrer and dismissing the com-
plaint in part sald:

“While thers is not to be found among
the facts alleged any Inclination on the
part of the domigant interests to do
Justice to those whoss wolce in the man-
agement i3 weak, still the facts alleged
do not as a whole justify the cha
of oppresalon, either ofethess plaint
or any others similarly situated.

“If plaintiffs aocquired thelr stock
prior (o the representationa of corporute
prosperity and the consequent rise In
the market value of the common stock
the statements were guils harmiess
and immatarial If they were not early
purchasers but scquired thelr stock after
the last annual medting It |s possible
that the fommer owner voted the stoock
against the distribution’ of dividends I
;mnot assume thops facts In plaintifi‘'s
avor."

In disorder, like the Rusalans, but hur-
riedly aud in a ruthless mooa. This time
there was nothing left for them to take
but the famlly, and so they carried off
Bolomon's father, mother and brothers
to Germany. He never heard from hi=
mother again. As mearly as rekatives
could ascertain ahe died In captivity

The father and brothers escaped in
time. They worked the!r way back tn
the farm, But life was moon overturned
for them again. At the time of ihe
Mackenaen drive of 1815, the Germuina
trampled mcross the farm once more,
They have held it ever eince AR 1o
Solomen's father and brothers, now who
known?
