George Begimann, Interned
Shipping Man, Caught
on West Side.

George Begimann, an officer of the
North German Lioyd steamahip George
Washington, who escaped from the cus-
tody of the Federal authorities last
summer, was recaptured here yestsrday.
He had been living In 183 West 130th
street. under the name of Oeorge Gun-
ther.

Begimann's escape was kept secret by
the Government wagents when It oc-
curred.

On the pretence of wanting to see
A private dentist about some (rouble
with his testh the German officer muc-
cendnd In hoodwinking tha auothorities
into allowing him tn leave the Ellls
Island detention =tation, where he had
been Interned.

He waas sent to the dentist's In charge
of an ofMcer from the Hureauy of Im-
migration, who waa rupposed to keep
him in his sight. It is the opinion
of the Federal authorities that Bagl-
mann has heen nactively engaged in
German propaganda work here for
months, His arrest was accomplished
by & pollceman, who recognized him
from a ploture he had seen in his sta-
tion house,

Other Germans seized hers yosterday
At the Instance of Rupt. Willlam M.
OMey of the Department af Justice and
of Robert Stephenson, Assistant United
States Attorney, wers Wilhelm Pflug
of 210 East FEighty-second nstreet;
Ernest (ern, a teamster employed by
the Old Dominion Line, and Willlam
Sehimeyer, & tradeaman of The Bronx.

Pllug wan xent to Ellis Island hecaune
of refusal to Al out one of the
registration blanks which Germans are
required tn file, and Gern for violation
of the regulations which forbld allen
enemlies to approach within one hun-
dred vards of the water front.

Hehimeyer had forgotten about the
warning of the Attorney-Genaral to

HOTEL MEAT RATION
PLAN OFF FOR TIME

Await Fixing of Food Prices
by U. S. Regulation.

Special Despatoh fo Tux Brw,

WasmiraoroN, Feb. T.—All plans for
forcing # meat ratloning of hotel and
publie ecating place patrons have been
dropped by the Food Administration
pending receipt of feasible plans from
local and State food administrators, It
is believed It will be Imponsible to rn-
force & meat ratloning plan untl food
| adminietration reaches & point where
all pricen are fixed by sovernmental
regulation,

At the time the Food Administration
ruled these patrons should be permlited
pnly a stuted amount of bread In each
order, and such bread should ba baked
in uecordaner with the new regulations
fixing Its composition, It was thought
It would ha possible to designate the ax-
act number of ounces of beef or other
maats which ahould be served. 1t wan
pointed out much meat Is wasted when
hotels and restaurants serve portions
larger than would normally satisfy the
patrons.

When this point was brought up, how-
ever, the hotal men sald if such & rul-
Ing were put in force It was highly
jrobable many eating houses would be-
Ein 1o merve what might be termed half
portiona and by slightly reducing the
price make the dish an attractive one
to patrons, thus so stimulsting the de-
mand for meat the total consumption
would be greater than under the pres-
ent ayatem. Thia argument proved »
facer for the exponents of the plan and
the Food Administration voted to lay
the question on the table.

SOFT COAL PRICE ADVANCED.

Plea te Patriots of the Shovel.

It was pointed out that the duty of
every patriotic coal shoveller lies in as-
slating the administration by a use of
fuel as careful as If a besleging army
mood at the elty's gates. The admin-

nesa In the fact to-day ls practically the
last working day of the week, and the
public observance of Lincoln's Birthday
next Tuesday will add another one of
light ronsumption e next Monday. With
Baturday, Sunday, Monday and Tuesday
out of the workday calendar the oppor-
tunlty for coal saving will be mada the
most of by every one In a position te
urge it

Even with plenty of labor back on the
task and such an Improvement In harbor
conditions that the ferryhoats wers run-
ning pretty close to their schedules, the
tranait of copl was hampered by the light
Arrivale at tidewater and the battered
condition of barges and towboats, There
are still Afty-six tugboats unavailable
for hauling coal by reason of damage
sustalned from lce, and a score of bargen
at the coal piers will have to discharge
cargoes they have on board and lay up
for repalre.

Nineteen thousand tons of anthracite,
less by 2.000 than the amount to reach
the city on Wednesday, wers brought up
between early yeaterdny and last night.
The administrators had to turn again to
the use of bltuminous coml, of which
6,700 tons were distributed to house-
holders and manufacturcra during the
day. It will undoubtedly he nacesmary
to lanue nearly as much soft coal in the
city to-day, Its use is only made poesl-
ble by the fact it can be spared from
shipping because there are no mseagoing
veasels in such meed of fuel they must
have it Immediately,

Barges Ready to Be Towed Away.

There were 23,750 tons of anthracite
and 23,700 tong of soft coal put inta
pockets at tidewater yesterday and the
records showed 19,650 tons of anthracite
and 16,120 tons of bltuminous aboard
barges ready (o ba towed away. Om
care, all told, there was another 75,000
tons of all kinds, and toward evening an
increasing number of emply barges wers
walting for coal at the docks,

J. W. Bearles, deputy commimiloner
of tidewater coal, estimated there are
approximately 350,000 tons more gn
routs to the plers from the mines, hut
could give no ldea as to how much of it
was likely to come through without de-
lay. He sald he wan sure some of it
would have (o he transferred from
broken to sound cars before it could be
moved at all.

“This mild wenther is a blessing.”
he sald, "but It hasn't cut the knots
that bind us by any means. Conditions
at the minea and along the railroads
are about as bad as it is pomsible to
concelve them. With another wsuch
storm as has swept the East within the
last week and another louch of zern
waather everything would ba sewed up
tight. As It in we are In & rerious
plight. but are slowly working out of It
We are overcoming obstaclea as we
meet them and the fortunate chance by
which ths shipa were able to iet the
homes and apartments have some of
their coal was & fortunate chance indeed.
Conditions of shipping mercifully are
auch that wea can still help out the
householders for & few days more.”

Ceal te Be Kept Up to Grade,

It was announced Jast nlght by the
Arnthracite Operators Committes the fact
tha country In still very short of coal
will not result in poor grades of anthra-
cite beilng mut on the market. It has
been agreed (o bar all “saabird,” or
unwashed coal from shipment. Iledges
have been given to the Natlonal Fuel
Administratlon that ail coal sent from
the minas Wwill Arst be put through a
hreaker or washery ro as 1o wize |t
properiy and remove all rock, earth
and alate.

The diverting of soft coal to clty umse
maved The Bronx from disaster, accord-
ing to Bronx Administrator Ahearn. e
sald last night thers were only 1,500
tons of anthracite In the whole borough.
Frozen pipes began hursting In The
Bronx so soon as the thermometer be-
gan to rise, and plumbers and steam-
Atters had thelr handa full all day and
night. The achooner froxen In near
City Island was broken out yemtorday
morning and proceeded on her voyage
to New Kngland. Mr. Ahearn Is now
trying to get poszcanion of 104 tona of
coal on board a little vessel bound for
Bhelter Island, which s stlll fast in
the pack.

WARMER WEATHER
WORKING WONDERS

New England Only Section to
Show No Signs of Less
Congestion.

CAR CLEARANCE STARTS

Smith Expects Big Advance in
Movement Here if Mer-
cury Stays Up.

Mising temperatures everywhers In
the eastern territory exeept northern
Sur England brought cheer yesterday
to A. . Smith, Regional Director of
Rallroads, and to operating officials.
Little progress was made yesterday tow-
ard Improving conditions, but a big ad-
vance was predicted, beginning to-day.
if the favorable weather held.

The figures showed that a beginning,
Al least haa been made in reducing con-
geation. In the whole territory yester-
day there were 09,387 carloads of eust-
bound freight stalled, a decreass of 397
loads from the previous day. In west-
bound loads, of which 29,222 were stalled,
