Six or seven weeks ago this news-
paper undertook to draw in rough
form articles of Impeachment In the
case of the most conspicuous enemy
of the country's cause now operating
in our own territory.

His name Is Red Tape, fie is an
American by nativity but
In nil his deeds. He was charged then
with the crime of high treason, and
rightly. Not all the cash which has
come from Berlin through one flnani
clal channel or another, not all the
subterranean activity and diabolical
Ingenuity of the spy and Incendiary
establlshment left behind by Von
Bernstorff's jieople to promote se-

dition, to prevent preparation, to de-

stroy property intended for war use,
to delay action at the front, have done
us one-ten- th the damage wrought by
this traitor unaided. He has been
strangling the nation's military effi-

ciency with his cursed girdle of n.

And the feature of-hl- case
which would seem positively gro-
tesque If the mutter were not so seri-
ous is that not one single mark has
beeu paid to htm out of the Kaiser's
war chest for his inestimable ser-
vices In the Teuton Interest We our-
selves are paying Red Tape fruat the
United States Treasury; and he is
costing us hundreds and perhaps thou-
sands of Billions of our own money
while he dors the Kaiser's work.

Since the general Indictment the
Congress nnd the country have
learned In a specific, detailed way a
vast deal more about the criminal
operations of this public enemy than'
was ever known or suspected before.
Tills I owing primarily to the cour-
age of a Democratic Senator, Mr.
Cf! am herlain of Oregon, and to the
patriotism of Democrats and Repub-
licans alike on the committee of which
lie is the chnlnnnn. The Federal
legislature, after n searching Inves-
tigation of Ked Tape's sinister
achievements In the War Department,
ts now discussing measures for elim-
inating him from the situation. The
War Cabinet bill and the Director of
Munitions bill are proposed on the
one hand to bring ubout unity of ac-

tion, harmony of policy and the prop-

er coordination of effort on the part
of the half score or dozen great war
bureaus which, as Senator Hitch
cock put It last Monday, are now
running Independently anil sometimes
running wild.

It without legislative assistance.

The choice lictween the two plans
for putting Red V:iim out of business
Is one of the nint Important ques'
tlons at this time before the country.

What Mr. Barxr has or haa not
learned etace he answered the first
summons of the Senate Committee oa
Military Affairs Is by no means so
Important a question aa what conse
quences to the nation and Its fortune
are to resalt front that qualltj In him
which Senator Fbkbosb, with charac
teristic charitableness, describes as
"his saacalne disposition and bope- -

fal aatare,"
For there is not the slightest doabt

bow that Secretary Baker will ac-

cept wlthoat a quiver If Congrera
ahall permit him to accept It the un
divided responsibility In the furore,
subject only to the larger though di-

rect responsibility of his chief In the
White House, for the success or fail-

ure of our conflict with Germany s
land forces.

Duties which In variety and extent
and difficulty almost match those per-
formed under the different German
system by the unrivalled General
Staff of that nation, educated for war
and prepared for war since many
years ago, hare manifestly no great
terrors for Mr. Bakes. The distress-
ing catalog of blunders and omis-

sions since the beginning of the war
found In the office of War Minister a
young pacifist notoriously out of sym-

pathy with martial Ideaa nnd natu-
rally Ignorant of military practices ta
disposed of with the easy assurance
that though all these things may be-tru-

these very mistakes and fail-

ures have taught him where the trou-
ble was and how the trouble may be
avoided, the next time. What can be
explained away to the credit of the
Department's foresight Is with un
common dexterity so explained. What
cannot be explained but must be con-

fessed Is candidly confessed and Im-

mediately converted Into a factor of
security against a repetition of tho
same error.

Certainly this spirit of cheerful
confidence In elf and In the mastery
of fate Is the right spirit for a great
man to show when In face with a
great undertaking. But it is war-
ranted only by exact
of greatness, and Is JusllBod only In
the sequel by what Secretary Baker
termed In his statement of a week ago
last Monday "the final demonstration
of success."

But If the final demonstration of
success should tie lacking? If success
should be attained, but at a dispro
portionate cost of treasure nnd human
life? The executive, whether War
Secretary or President, who falls of
success or eveu reaches success at too
extravagant a cost to his country will
have no cause for and
seed not dread the record of history
provided he has done his honest best
under the clrcumstnnces nnd has re
jected no aid that might have helped
to bring success. Consider, on tl
other hand, how awful Is his responsi
bility If he falls or overpays because
he miscalculated his own powers or
was stubbornly determined to do the
Job alone

Sweeping the Ikona From Russia.
By their opeu opposition to the

Russian Orthodox Church and their
decrees aimed nt Its complete extinc-
tion, tho Bolshevlkl have entered
upou a struggle that promises years
of trouble and contentions. The Pa-

triarch of all Russia, the Most Rev.
Dr. Tikhon, who wns elected to re-

place the Csur as the head of the
Church, says regarding the Bolshe-vlkl'- s

sweeping change :

"They seek to kilt Ciiiust'h cause, ex-

cite hatred and bring fratricidal war."

The Russians have been recogulzcd
as a naturally religious people, with
a deep veneration for the symbolism
and ceremonials of the Church. In
the past religion has given their many
wurs with Turkey the nature of a
crusade for tho recovery of Saint
Sophia and the relict of the Chris-
tian races. The Church was one of
the mighty influences of tho nation,
and the ruler had ns great power as
the Little Father ns he had ns the
Czur. The Ikon, which the moujik
hung on his walls, with which he was
confronted In his workshop, public
buildings and ut every crossroad, and
which was carried by him In battle,
represented a force for good, a mys-

terious protection of his physical and
spiritual well being by Church and
State.

This Influence tho Rolshevlkl would
sweep awny; by ofllclal decree of the
Soviet. In recent years great relig-

ious changes In tuitions have not been
brought about by means of political
revolutions. Rismauck fought his
Kulturkampf and effected the secular-
ization of the monasteries after the
German Empire was formed and In-

ternal political differences adjusted.
France won the last steps in the sep-

aration of Church and State when
the nation was united and prosperous.
Robespierre deplored the Age of Rea-
son with Its Festival of Notro Dame
and deification of nn nctress. He re-

coiled at Its desecration because he
was nt heart a deist. Danton con
demned It because he was a politician
anil knew something of human na-

ture and the French people. The Age
of Reason was short lived.

So far the Government nt Pctro-gra- d
and the head of the. Church

alone have spoken. As a reply to the
decree eliminating church Incomes
from the State, nnd tho confiscation
of all church realty, furnishings and
prtiaphernnllu, Dr. Tikiki.n Issued an
anathema threatening excommunica-
tion and called upon tho faithful to
defend the sacredness jf the Church.

Threats of excommunication may
hare little effect upon the leaders of
the Bolshevlkl, but that there la dan-
ger of the revival of anti-Semit-

outbreaks Is shown In Dr. TiKHQR'a
reference to a "fratricidal war" and
the capture of churches and the

Monastery at Kiev by the
"godless domlnators of our time."

Commenting on the situation the
London TratM says that the Patriarch
haa a "powerful weapon at hla dis-
posal." If he should lay all Russia
under an edict closing the churches
and refusing permission to the priests
to perform the baptismal and mar-
riage ceremonies, or to bury the dead,
the effect would be Immediate and
far reaching, and "arouse In the peas-
ants every superstitious fear." The
mouJIk weald then speak and Petro-gra- d

would be forced to hearken.

to Wilheuc Voiot, a man with a real
sense of humor, whose one exploit as
a practical Joker won him the Inter
national title and rank of Captain of
KoeienIck and the laughter of all the
world.

Voiot, a middle aged cobbler,
dressed In an old uniform with a Cap
tain's shoulder straps, and appearing
at the castle of Koepenlck, twenty
miles out of Berlin, announced that
he had been sent to make an Inspec-

tion of the fortluentlon. The troops
were turned out In review by the
commanding officer. Voiot then de-

manded a look at the treasury, pock
eted what he wanted, and clanking
bis borrowed sword, marched away.

Of course tho cobbler waa easily
captured. He told the Joke so often
that all his neighbors knew It. He told
It sgaln at his trial, and he became
so busy telling It that his cobbling
business went to shucks. In recogni-
tion of the sport he had furnished he
received, all sorts' of presents, and
among them was the offer of a pen-
sion of $23 a month for life. But the
pension turned out something of a
Joke In Itself, for In his extremity
Voiot of Koegenlck haa now brought
suit to recover almost two years of
default In payment.

The Captain Is a hero and deserves
his pay. Any man who could make
Uermuuy laugh ut militarism and Its
o i) idolatry of soldier clothes should
have a pension, ami If there Is left In
Germany any appreciation of a good
Job efficiently done, the Reichstag
should see that he gets It.

The National Army on Parade.
The excellent appearance of the

308th Regiment In Its parade here on
Monday, and the remarkable Impres-
sion produced by It on the public,
have Induced Secretary Bakes to or-

der nil camp commanders to have the
men under them take part In reviews
whenever It Is convenient, In order
that the public may sec what kind of
weapon the nation is forging In the
National Army. v

Such appearances of the men will
naturally depend on the necessities of
their training. Instruction cannot be
Interrupted merely to make a display.
Tho new army Is n working army,
not a mere decorative organization,
end the business of teaching Its mem-
bers how to fight takes precedence of
nil other considerations. Yet It will
undoubtedly be possible at various
times to exhibit the results of the
training that has been la progress,
without Interfering with more Im-

portant matters.
Nor should tho Importance of fa-

miliarizing the public with the new
organization be overlooked. It Is Im-

possible for most citizens to see the
men In camp. Visitors to canton-
ments rarely have opportunity to ob-

serve any except details of the work.
The conception of the army ns a great
machine, each unit performing ita
proper function, each Individual do-

ing his task In the proier way at the
projier time, Is dlfllcult to form. But
the bearing and demeanor of the men
In formal parade offer a practicable
means of Impressing on the public the
advancement they have made in their
profession.

Moreover, the soldiers ore entitled
to know the esteem In which they are
held, and to hear themselves the. ap-

plause of their former neighbors. The
comiH'tltlon for public approbation
between regiments and companies ran
have no other than a beneficial effect
on the Individuals lit the ranks. The
cheers of spectators are not less wel-

come lo soldiers than to men in civil
life, and the danger of putting a false
value on mere theatrical display is

when the Intensive ex-

ercises that fill the hulk of the time
In cantonments are token Into ac-

count. Men who are receiving In-

struction In the use of the bayonet
and la grenade throwing; who dig the
trenches under tho eyes of experi-
enced tutors, who spend their hours
In the hard grind prescribed ly their
olllcers, will not be deceived by occa-
sional Indulgences In lighter and
showier duties, In the course of which
their fellow citizens may testify to
the affection and admiration all of us
have for them.

FIGHTING THE PRO-GERMA- N ELE-

MENTS IN THE TRENCHES.

A New Klsftaey Disease, Called Treneh or War Neahritls, as a Develop,

mat Caused by Cold and Wetness.

One of the moat powerful of all the
pro-arm- elements thla winter has
been the cold weather. The recent
stoma have seriously hampered the
movements of coal and auppllea and
have done considerable damage to tno
proepeots of a good harvest. Agricul-
ture has suffered, but the eitent of the
Injury will not be known until later.

On tha western front the cold has
proved an Insidious foe to the troops,
Inasmuch as It has been the cause of
the development of a new disease ot
the kidneys. This ailment, tor it Is
not necessarily a dangerous disease, la
called trench or war nephritis, and It
appears to be due to cold and wet.
Doc tore are somewhat putaled to ac-

count for Ha peculiar features. It
Is asked, for Instance, why auch a
condition ef the body should be almoet
exclusively the outcome of living In
trenches The civilian population la
the same area suffers little If a all.

Different branches of the military
service are affected In an Inexplicable
manner. There la no doubt, for ex-

ample, that infantrymen are much
oftenor the victims of trench nephritis
than cavalrymen and men In the ar-
tillery. Here the insidious attack of
this unseen enemy of the soldiers'
health mama to stop, for officers sel-

dom suffer from Its ravages, a fact
which can only be explained by the

circumstances of officers,
that Is. better fool and warmer cloth-
ing. Thla being the case It does not
seem necessary to call in the aid of
an unknown germ or microbe aa the
cause of trench nephritis. Cold and
wet weather, fatigue and strain ara
responsible, and supply a perfectly
natural explanation.

Curlrg la said ts be quite simple
and effective, The congestion of the
kidneys, like the congestion of K
crowded street, la relieved .by rest and
return to order In life. Such Is the
weird visitation which the trenches
mean to the Infantry. They are used
to marching with full kit for long
distances. It Is not that which wears
them out; It la the constant exposure,
the constant starts and alarms. In the
front lines a man Is keyed up to stand
the bombardment, and there Is a kind
of rest in the fierce excitement. But
when the strain Is over and the troops
are on their way for four or five
miles to rest billets the stlmulua Is
lacking-- , the pack sr.ema doubly heavy
and tho cold and muddy road Is very
hard to feet softened by three or four
days of wearing gum boots in the
water of the trenches It Is the dis

SILK AND COTTON THREAD.

X Manufaetarer oa the Better Ser-
vice That Cotton (lives.

To thk Eorroa or Tits Sun Sir: My
attention is called to a letter from V. M.
Chapin, appearing under date of Jan-
uary 31, In reply to a letter written to
you by our Mr. J. J. McPhllllps, and I
feel that I, as president of the Seaman
at Cobb Company, cannot afford to allow
this letter of Mr. Chapin to go unchal-
lenged, aa It seems to me that Mr.
Chapin has but little practical knowl-
edge of the serviceability ot silk as
compared with cotton.

I have been a seller and manufacturer
of thread for over twenty yeara. 1 have
sold silk and have also aold and manu-
factured cotton and I know positively
that cotton Is morn durable In a scam
which requires a maximum amount of
wear resistance than silk, though It Is
a known fact that the tensile strength
of Bilk, alxe tor alio. Is greater than that
of cotton.

livery one knows that a cotton lining
will outwear a allk one simply because
silk will not stand the friction. Please
note that worklngmen'n clothing, which
Is used until worn out and haa tha
hardest kind of service, la Invariably
stitched with cotton some manufac-
turer olTorlns a dollar for every rip
and ttliers a new garment for one In
which the s?am rips. It Is where tha
utmost service. Is demanded that cotton,
not silk, should be used.

For many years tha United States
Government specified allk and linen aa a
combination for shoe stitching. This
was regarded by practical manufacturer
as beJng the worst possible combination
for shoe stitching, because silk, the most
fragile sewing material, waa crossed In
a lockstitch over linen, which Is the
harshest and most easily affected by
perspiration. I am thankful to say that
tho Government now permits a good cot-
ton to ba used, and the difference will be
Kreatly In favor of the man who wears
the sbors.

I myself pay from tlS to til for my
shoes, aa unfortunately I cannot com-
fortably wear a stock slse, and I In-

variably furnish sond cotton thread for
atttchlng theso shoes.

That the tensile strength or silk is
greater than cotton I admit, but that It
will wear lonrer I protest. Th Gov-
ernment tests Mr. Chapin referred to
were undoubtedly made on machines
for determining tensile strength not
service.

That you may see that shoe manu-
facturers iav adopted cotton thread
Instead of silk for stitching shoes, be-

cause of the superior durability of the
cotton thread, w are enclosing copies
of some letters recently received.

cold, In reaction, that count.

To be laid low by a malady resulting
from exposure to cold, damp, frost or
germs is not a cheerful prospect, hut
It is largely avoidable. Cold and frost
are the accidentals of trench life, nnd
the country that looks after the health
of Its soldiers ahould see that they are
not more than accidentals by provid-
ing officers and men with, warm cloth-
ing, shirts, socks snd boots. Such
things as trench nephritis should shot
a country the necessity of having am-
ple reserves of men and clothing.

Again, there la no reason why an In.
teUlgent publlo should not bis aware
ot the defeats of cut and quality In an
army uniform. Any one who haa con-
trasted the cloth of which a rronch or
German or Italian tunic la mado will
bo convinced that, speaking generally.
It Is about twice aa serviceable ns our
own, being better In color, thlcknen,
quality and style for Its special pur-pos-

Tha little short khaki coat of
the American, officer may be pretty,
but It doea not cover, as It ahould, tha
Hanks or lolna. Juat those regions of
the body that are susceptible to the
effects of cold. The defect Is nude
worse by the fact that thn soldier
must wear the regulation shirt, which
happens to have the same faults as
the tunic

or British officer is blessed
with a coat whose ample taCs allow
him to wear under It an extra shirt

The result ia that they look
warmer, which must be a comfort ta
their men. A pallid officer Is not an
exhilarating sight. When the story
of No Man's Land Is finally written
the soldier's uniform will occupy a
relatively consplouous position.

For the moment, when it Is a ques-
tion of actual service, the Immediate,
effect of an Insufficient supply of warnv
clothing la a rise In the sick rate
from kidney ailments. That they are,
not more serious is a piece of good
fortune upon which It would be un-

wise to depend too far. When the first
symptoms appear, when a man be-

comes breathless and easily tired, it
Is time to give him a rest and gen-
eral change of apparel. The question
is obviously one of supply of reserves,
of all kinds. It is not wholly a medical
question. It ia an Important item In
the training of company officers. The-
vars answerable for the health anil
comfort of their men. Hut ultlmate'.y
it Is a function of the headquarters
staff, while public opinion should be
enlightened.
