Our nelghbor the World, with ite
accustomed politeness, arks us to re-
member that the sort of War Cabinet
it has been ndvising the President to
reaist and uullify, even to the extent
of tearing up an act of Congress
passed over his veto that establishes
wach a Cablnet, Is “not ¢ War Gablnet,
but the War Cabinet of the Chamber-
Jain bill, which 1s a horee of another
volor.” Our neighbor adds:

"The difference between the World
and Tux 8uw lles In the fact that Tax
Aow Is discusming & wholly ‘theoretical
War Cabinet, while the Werid is die-
cussing the viclous, and unconstitutional
Chamberlain War Cabinet, which de-
posea the Tresident of the TUnited
Mater"

While that hardly seems to us to
be an adequate statement of the dif-
ference between the World and Tas
Bux, we are glad to lend the fullest

| ——

_extent of our powers of publicity to

its adverilsement.
Perhaps we have misonderstood
nlso expressions like this}

“A Presjglent true to himself and his
country would have no War Cabinet
even if Congress undertook to immpose it
mver his veto," 2

The “horse of anotber color,” then,
s a War Cabinet enacted by a law
in which Congress exercises the spe-
cific authority conferred upon it by
the Constitution to “mmke all laws
which shall be necessary and proper
for carrying into execution * * ® all
powers vested by the Constitution In
the Government of the United States,
or in eny department or offcer there-
©of." The President Is Included.

It might help us to avold further
misunderstanding of the World's ex-
act position If it would now be good
enough to answer the guestion we
nsked it the other day, and venture
to repeat:

If n “true President and Commander
in Chlef” should follow falthfully the
World's advice and “treat as blank
paper forty acts of Congress” regard-
ed by him as “intended to vsurp his
powers,” and the House should In the
constitutionn] way Impeach that Pres-
ident, and the Senate ghould In the
wonstitutional way find him gulity on
the articles of Impeachment and in
the constitutional way pronounce the
Judgment removing him from office,
would our neighbor's counsel to that
impeached and comvicted and judi-
vially removed Executive be to treat
the verdict and sentence as so much
blank paper?

The real difference between the
World and Tax Bun seesns to us to
Me In the fact that the World 18 dis-
cusing wholly theoretical and con-
ftitutionnlly unspecified and unde-
fined “war powers” of the Command-
er In Chief, while THe Stx has In
mind the constitutionally defined and
wholly concrete power of Congress
over the organization or reorganiza-
tion of the Executive departments,

The Fruit of Frightfulness.

One of the profeased nlms of Ger-
man frightfuiness has been the ine
timidation of the peoples against
wwhich it has been directed. Tt was
the opinlon of the Imperlal anthori-
tles that by the adoption of ferocity
they could instil fear Into the hearts
of armles and ¢ivillans alike, and thus

“demoralizse thelr foes not only on the

battle fronis but behind the lines,
Whether they stlll bold this bellef
may he questioned; If they do It s
in the face of all the focts.

The immediate practical reaction of
the American publle to the first
success of a U-boat In attack on
an outward bound transport carry-
ing United States troops has been a
marked stimulation of voluntary en-
llstments In the army and the marlne
corps. The men presenting them-
eclves to the recruiting officers have
been outslde the draft age, and.thelr
mental attitude has been revealed In
the question, nsked by practieally nll
of them, “How soon shall 1 be sent ta
France? The denth of pevernl score
soldlers who were helyless to protect
themselves has not served to depress
or shake the population, but on the
other hand has spurred It to Immedi-
ale efforts to do something to punish
the nation's foe,

The same phenomenon, on a seale
commensurnte with  the atrocities
commitied hy the Germans, has heen
ubwr\'ubl'a in England. The killing

Kaglishmen to the recrulting offices.
The murder of bables and school ehil-
dren and womeon In air raida, inetead
of frightening civillans, has steeled
thelr hearts to greater sacrifices
Poleon gas bas not broken the coor-
ape of the Enténte soldlers. Crucl-
fizion of prisoners has had no other
effect than to embitter thelr comrades.
In gencfal it may be sald that fright-
fulneas has produced only feelings of
cofitempt and desire for revenge,
wherever it has been practised; that
¥, wherever the Germans have oper-
ated thelr war machine.

These sentiments are so deep seated
that they will not pass away when
peace ie signed. * The Canadiams, for
example, will not forget In one gen-
eratlon or in two the atroclous talcs
of savagery thelr soldiers bring back
from Europe. No Governmeit can
erase from the hearis and minds of
its people the disgust and hatred Im-
planted By the dellberate policy of the
German military caste and the acts
performed fn accordance therewith.

‘Parochial Happenings in Now Jersey.

It is highly comforting to find that
in this national emergency the Hon.
Jor Tumvurry, despite his arduous
duties In Washington, still retains his
ingerest In the domestic affalrs of
New Jersey, and finds time to asslst
In the solutlon of the problems that
confront the voters of that Btate,
Moreover, It I8 reassuring to learn
that Mr, TumuvLTY Ia not uninformed
a8 te the political sitaation of the
Btate, a fact convincingly established
by his Spartan determination not to
accept the United States Senatorship
In successlon to the late Mr. Huases,
by appointment of Governor Epoe or
at the hands of the electorate.

The trivial circumstances that Gov-
ernor Epax would not appolnt Mr.
Tumuviry to the Senate and that
the voters of New Jersey would not
choose him to fill the vacancy caused
by Mr. HuaHra's death are obvlously
of Inconsiderable moment In estab-
lishing the validity of Mr. TuMuvLTIY's
judgment of the temper of the
State. In fact, it may plausibly be
asserted that his Immediate recognl-
tion of the conditlons now exlsting In
the happy communlty from whi¢h he
was translated to the nelghbdrhood
of the Potomac establishes beyond
question the acuteness of his political
perceptions.

How deeply Mr. Tumurnry I8 inter-
ested In New Jersey and its welfare
has just been revealed In a letter
addressed to him by Governor Epax,
in which Mr. TuMvrTY's passion for
election reform Is discussed at some
length. The voters now record their
will under statutes conferred upon
them by Governor Wirson, which
are as Intricate, as confusing and as
foollsh as a, subservient Leglslature
conlld make them. Their essential
weakness was not Impressed on Mr.
Tusmurty untll the electorate had the
shockingly bad taste to depart from
the support of Mr. Witson and his
party and to roll up smashing ma-
joritles against Mr. Wirson himself,
his candldate for the United States
Benate and against everybody else
who could be identified with the Wil-
son Admin!stration by the most ac-
tive imagination. Since the day~of
that base ingratitude the Inadequacy
of the New Jersey electlon laws has
oppressed the heart of Mr. TumuLTY
whenever he has thought of the elec-
tion returna,

Meanwhile, New Jersey |s n Repub-
lican Btate and appears to be hearing
up well. No sign Is discernible that
It desires to change i1 alleglance.

The Theory of P. R.

Proportional Tepnwntntian—uﬂnq
tionately known by is friends as P.
R.—has an unfamiliar sound In
Amegican ears. It Is the newest of
proposed improvements In political
machinery. It has as yet no oonsid-
erable vogne; but, in spite of the pre-
occupations of war time, It makes
some little progress here and there.
On Monday the clty of Kalamazoo
adopted & new charter, setting up the
city manager plan of municipal gov-
ermmment with the new P. Il. attach-
ment. Ashtabula and Boulder have
ulready simllur charters in operation,
and the former city has already
passed through two P. R. electlons
without catnelysm,

In New Jersey a bill has been in-
troduced in the Legislature to apply
the P. I, system of election to the
Assemblymen from the eight largest
countles of the State, New Jersey ls
a curlous State, At recurrent Inter-
vals it behaves like an unshorn Com-
monwenlth of the Western prairies,
Between times it drops back Into the
normal placidity of effele Easternism.
It Is hardly likely that P. R, will
make immediate progress at Trenton,
but yon never can tell when New Jer-
sey will try anything—once,

P. R, labors under the disadvantage
of belng difficult to explain, But once
understood It, mokes an immediate
appeal to the academle bellever In
democratic ldeals. It has made more
progress in other parts of the world
than here. Indeed, It was applled in
the dormant Irish home ruje act to
the election of the Irish Senate.

The theory of P. R. Iz that the
legislating body should, In order to
be really representative, contain the
same proportion of men of different
beliefs ns the communiiy that elects
it. Conslder the clty of Kalamazoo,
for example. Iis commission, under
the new charter, contalns seven mem-
bers, On the P. R, principle, If four.
sevenths of the voters are Republl-
cans, two-sevenths Democrats, and
one-seventh Soclalists; the commisslon
should have In its membership four
Ifturu-. two Democrats and a
Bor t. Under . R, practice that
Is Just what would be the resuit.

At a P. R. election each voter han

:

second, third or other gholce on the
ballot, as the cane may be. If, on the
other hand, It becomes clear that he
cannot be elected, his ballots are re-
distributed {n the same way. But
we sald It was hard to describe.

The merits claimed for it are more
simply described.

It makes every man's vole count
in the election of some one. It elim-
Inates the existing poasibility of hag-
igg anything up to—and sometimes

ond—one-half 6f the voters un-
represented by any one who Is their
cholce for the office. It makes possl-
ble the representation of minorities.
It substitutes for the arbitrary, topo-
graphlical constituency a logical con-
stituency determined by community
of Ideas among its citizens.

P. R. Is only machinery. It will
not make voters Intelligent, public
spirited or wise., In a democracy the
stream of politichl attivity cannot
rise In the governmental reservolr
above the level of its source in the
minds of the electorate. But some
systems of political organization im-
pose fewer and more easily avoldable
obstacles to the flow of the popular
will from the people to the pools of
governmental power. . Such is the
claim for P. R. We are merely stat-
Ing its clalm.

Germany’s Bide for Peace In South-
[ lnuc? Europe.

The Berlin announcement that the
Oentral Powers have signed a sep-

olans Is somewhat vague. There are
two distinet partles in the new
Ukralpe; one opposed to any ferms
that the Germans and Austrians have
offered, another that has been from
the first strongly under German in-
fluence as the result of an active
propaganda carried on from Berlin,
It is evidently this last party, that Is
at present nominally in charge of the
Government, with which the reported
German peace negotiations have been
successful.

Another difficulty that confronts the
Ceatral Powers is the fact that
Ukralne Is merely a member of that
confederation of states which the Bol-
shevikl have sought to establish In
Russla. In this way the negotlations
to become effective must be accepted
by the Government at Petrograd. The
Bolshevikl have practically refused
to accept the Austro-German terms,
and the last reports indicated that the
negotiations at Brest-Litovak were at
an end. It appears very likely In
view of this that they will refuse to
recognize the treaty made by the
Ukrainlan Rada. The gain announced
by the Central Powers will thus be of
very uncertain value. It is doubtful,
In fact, i it results in any material
advantage to them,

Accompanying this announcement
comes the report that Gergpany has
offered Rumania the Russian province
of Bessarabla as part of the condl-
tions of a separate peace. Beasarabia,
according to earller dellmitation, was
included within the new state of
Ukraine. Germuny has thus been
quick in using the new territory as n
pawn in her peace plans, What gives
an air of truth to the report of the
offer is that Bessarabia presents a
rather attractive balt to Rumanis and
removes lier as an after the war
claimant for the Dobrudja, at present
in the possession of Bulgaria. Gor-
many would thus éliminate Rumania
entirely from the war and at the same
time pay part at least of her contract
price for the Bulgarian allipnce,

But eveu with this negotiation
there appears an element of uncer-
talnty. In the first place Rumania
has shown no great desiré to desert
the Allles' cause, and In the second
place It Is doubtful if she wonld con-
slder as a reward for that desertion
n torritory to which Germany has not
established her right.

The advantages which the Central
Powers undoubtedly seek to guin In
southeastern Europe are so0 much de-
pendent upon coutingencles, in fact
have so many strings to them, that
they cannot yet be counted as galned
or even as likely to be gained,

Best of
all for Professor Jonxsox's friends 1o
remember Is the fact that what
Crianten Evior Nortox sald of the first
occupant of the chalr of Modern Lan-
guages at Brunswick s equally de-
scriptive of the latest: “Hia delightful
qualities of heart and mind, his social
charm, hls wide and elegant culture,
his refinement, the sweetness of his
temper, tho openness of his nature and
hi=s quick sympathics made him &/ rare
acquisition In any society and sccured
for him warm regard and affection.”

To Tis Ebrton or Tun Buw—fir; The
lotter you oalled outrageous seems to
me one of spritely charm and vivacious
spontanaity rarely te Be met with In
these days of pedantie decornm and
fearsomenses to be end's veal self. “L.
J. B has been really hypnotissd by the
maglo sir and inwpiring soenery of our
Westarn paradise. While reading It his
vivid and poetic descriptions recalled to
memory the winters 1 spent thera in
1889 and 1894 1 had sojourned In

Strange 1 say. in 1894 I offersd ft to
one, but he would not read a line of it
and bluntly refused me for the ludicrous
reason that I'waa an BEasterner. Think
of It!

Speclally wonderful are the sunsels
there: 80 marvellous that several which
1 painted in oils were laughed at bLy
my frienda here East as being Impos-
sible. ‘I still have them to show. In
1589 I painted the coast from Del Mar
looking north In water colors.

After the
war these two forfned a travelling
minstrel company and annually toured
New England and Canada, making
& reputation which still surviver, Hank
owned & farm in Felchville, where his
last days were apent and where he was
chosan by his fellow citizens to represent
his town for one term in the Vermont
Legialature, Houun WarTR. .

SPAIN AND BELGIUM.

N

Tmpertance of the Pertuguese ns Allles and the Balling Inerils of the Spag.
iarde—The Beiginne and Their King.

The current apesches of to-day, as
delivered by prominent orators and
statesmen, speak of English, French,
Americans, Belgians and Itallans
fighting *shoulder to ahoulder in our
common cause: why omit Portugal?

In population she lttle, If any, ex-
ceeds the city of New York. On the
other hand, the Portuguess and the
Belglans have been a prime factor in
sweeping the Germans out of Africa
The German colonies In Africa at the
beginning of the war {mcluded the
Kameruns, Togoland, German East
Africa and OUerman South Africa.
They have an area eighteen times that
of the Blate of New York.

Before the war from Southwest
Africa the Germans were gaining an-
nually diamonds in the value of about
$10,000,000.

The Portuguese havo had in Africa
about 35,000 troops. On the western
front they have an army of about
100,000 men. To these they are send-
ing monthly additions,

An ters, officers or men, there
ares no better troops than ths Portu-
guese. They are amall, but strong and
active, They understand what mill-
tary life is,

Thess concluslons are based on
obeervations made in Lisbon, In varl-
ous country dis'ricta of Portugal, on
their troops ax they are found in
France, on thelr officers as they are
met in travela, fincluding trips from
Paris to Lisbon, where on their
annual leave they ‘are allowed to go
for ten days, three spent on the traln
each way and four to remain with
Ltheir families.

The port of their principal eity,
Lisbon, M latitude is almoat in a
straight line opposite the clty of New
York and one of the finest harbors
of Furope. It stands in the line of
transit around the globe, lying as it
does almost on the waterway belt of
which the Panama and Buez canals
are links. *

‘With Spain neutral no appreciahle
advantage can be taken of this con-
ditlon, but with Bpain once linked
with the Allles, as yet may come be-
fore thls war |8 over, the Importance
of transportation and transit from the
United States on a line directly to
Lisbon and within thirty-elght hours
by rall of Parls can hardly be over-
estimated.

It runs through a line whers the
temperature s uniformly equable,
summer or winter, and always south
of the Iceberg line, thus avolding the
pousibllity of such accldents as the
sinking of the Titanle, as wall as
enabling greater speed to be made.

Portugal is to-day not only a factor
of Importance {n the war, mnotwith-
standing the fallura of speakers to
mention her name, but there Is a
potentiality in the wvalue which she
offers with her port at Lisbon which
cannot be overestimated and which it
is hoped roon may be . rondition
to be avalled of.

Immediately opposite New York,
with a much more equahle climate, an
her three sides washed by the waves of
the ocean and the Mediterranean Sea,
with good harborg second in number to
nong of the political divisiona of Eu-
rope, Bpain stands to-day whepe she
stood twenty-five years ago.

The projected docks around the har.
bor of Cadiz still have their founda-
tions ready for expansion. ready for
work., ready for the production of
ships. Ready for everything, bLut not
an artisan at work in the completion of
the plans 8o long ago projected.

All this is In the face of the faot
that King Alfonso, honest, actlve and
enterprising, is in favor of progress
everywhere, yet Fortune seemas to
withhold her ald.

She I neaded in the alllance of the
Allles, not that they need so much the
addition of her armed forces as they
need her territory as A camping ground
for, the embarkment of troops by the
quickest and readiest route from
America nnd a8 a commissary depart-
ment whence her resources may be
made valuahle as such to the combina-
tion effected by the Allies when the
Americans joined the war.

The people are said to be fftv-Afty. |
The fifty for the Germans comprise the |
army and the navy and the church.
The King and Queen and the enter-
prising people are for the Allies, 1t I
requires only a better undermanding
of what a pro-Ally alllance would |
mean to bring the King's party into a |
conditlon of marked ascendency, |

It would mean Spain would be such |
a fuotor In tha war that rallroads'
would be stralghtened, that Irrigation |
would be applled, transforming the
southern part of Bpain from the desert
of to-day to the garden condition
which prevailed in the time of the
Moors when this lnst art was a reve-
lation of successful operation to the
world. It would mean the develop-
ment of her mireral resources, not
on the theory of foreigners coming hu.
to the exclusion of the nutives, but
coming In In eombinatlon with the
Bpanlards and bringing about the re-
sults which a combination of skill and
natural conditions ordinarily effectu-
ntes,
