And when he told
ttiam that he guessed he'd done enough
for one astral, Emily Grant lluntchlngs
of St Louis, she rant the book ito
MltcheU Kennerley and had It published.

Inventor Won't Cotehrmto, but

HU Friends Will Da So:

Thomas A. Edison la 71 years eld to-

day; reckoning by ordinary standards.
He has estimated that he Is ISO years
old, because he worked almost twice at
many hours a year as the average man.

This being a workleaa day for most ofJ
the t,000 men employed tn various of the
Edison factories, the anniversary cele-
bration this year will be curtailed. Prob-
ably a fourth of the employees those
at the storage battery plant wilt be at
their work, however, each wearing his
button on which reads "Edison 71."

The Association of Edison Pioneers,
an organisation made up of veterans In
the Edison service, will celebrate the an-
niversary at luncheon at the Lawyer:!
Club at 13:30 o'clock y. Mr. Edi-
son won't be there. Nor will he be at
the plant In Orange, as he usually Is on
his birthdays. Instead, he Is Somewhere
In America on business connected with
the war. -

Mr. Edison Is on the payroll of his
own plant Just aa are the employees and
draws an envelope weekly. On the last
one he received was stamped a safety
first slogan "Don't Fool With Elec
tricity,; It's Dangerous." It Is said the
inventor smiled. His own brand of
"fooling" with streaked lightning has
set the world ahead a half century.

SUSPECT ADDRESSES

OF ENEMY ALIENS

Police Relievo Too Many Reg-

ister as Lodgers in Cheap

Hotels Here.

Many alien enemies who have been
compelled to register in the police pre
clncta of this city are giving their per-
manent domiciles as the Mills hotels, of
which three are located tn Manhattan.
Records of the West Thirtieth street
poUce station show that of the large
number of aliens reassured there almost
one-ha- lf gave their borne as Mills Hotel
No. I. at 1S5 West Thirty-sixt- h street
In reviewing the other places of resi-
dence on their affidavits the police find
that some of the "twenty-fiv- e cent a day
alien enemies" were living In small
towns throughout.the State .Iwitocthree.
weeks before the date of registration.

The police are Inclined to the belief
float many Teutons hare pone to cheap
lodging houses to avoid telling whero
they really lived. Other registrants. It
Is said, fearing that they might be dis-
criminated against tn small towns, have
sought refuge In this city to get behind
certain conditions which they feared
might force them Into unemployment.

In order that no misunderstandings
may arise the police and agents of the
Department of Justice will make a thor-
ough canmss In verifying the affidavits
filed tn this city. The enemy aliens who
have given their hosnes as the Mills
hotels will receive special attention In
the oanvass. The police feel that many
Germans will not be found at the lodg
ing houses at which they are registered.
If such proves the case the registrants'
will be searched for and If found they
will be liable to Internment for violating
the registration law.

Household Employees v of
Wealthy Persons Hear How

to Economize.

NOTED WOMEN IN CROWD

"Who's Who" of Batlerdom
and Queens of Cookstovo

Enliven Meeting.

--Mr. Hoover, the man down In Wash-
ington who Is showing us how we can
have all that Is good for us to eat and
at the same time save vast quantities of
the essential foods necessary for win-

ning tho war, has the household em-

ployees of New Tork's well-to-d- o famljles
back of him In his food conservation
programme. There Isn't any doubt about
this, according to Arthur Elliott, butler
for Mrs. James Speyer, who presided at

meeting of the Patrlotlo Food League
at the Century Theatre yesterday after
noon.

And Arthur probably wasn't far wrong
In his belief. Judging by the enthusiastic
way In which the butlers, chefs, plain
cooks and waitresses clapped their hands
when the speakers made telling points.
In faot It was very embarrassing for the
speakers at times because the big audi-
ence, very much alive' to what was com-
ing, broke Into applause before those on
the platform had a chance to round out
their most effective sentences.

Everybody In Whq's Who of butler-do-

chefs whose names are reverently
whispered In appreciative society circles
and queens of the oook stove whose
culinary reputations are equally precious,
were all there.' The theatre has a ca-
pacity of 1.896, but there wern't seats
enough to go around. Arthur was au-
thority for the modest statement that
1.500 were In the house.

There were many more women than
men In the audience, and It can be set
down aa news that this particular group
of household employees waa mads up, by
and large, of Just about as happy and
good looking women as one had any
right to expect a group of their
mistresses to be.

Priest Praises Food Dictator.
He urged all to do his or her share of

the necessary food saving and thanked
God.that the nation has such an able
man as Mr.Hoover-a- t the' head of Its
Food Administration.

Mgr. L. Glllet, Mrs. F. Gray Grls- -
wold'a French chef, chairman Of the
chefs committee of the Patriotic Food
League, made a short speech, much
punctuated with applause. In which he
said all household workere should sup-
port ths Government In Its gigantic task
of conserving food. He contended It
was the duty of .all to use substitutes
for certain essential foods, and told his
fellow professionals to remember always
that "left overs can always be used in
a hundred different ways." He made a
strong appeal tor the elimination of all
waste In the kitchen, pantry' and dining
room.

Major John R. Murlln, director of the
food division In the Surgeon-General- 's

office, said that the amount of food
wastage In the military camps Is lower
than the average waste In the average
household.

"In six camps," he said, "the figures
show that a soldler'eats one-ha- lf fiound
of bread a day, or SH pounds a week.
You are ssked to eat not more than
pounds. A soldier eats three-quarte-

of a pound of. meat a day. or a little
over 5 pounds a week. That Is more
than you can have. (The ration card
calls for a weekly allowance of 2H
pounds.) The soldier eats one-ha- lf

ounce of butter a day, or SH ounces a
week. You are allowed S ounces."

Harry Holmes, an Australian who
superintended the work of the Y, M. C.
A. on the British front In France and
Flanders for two years, stirred the olg
audience with his narration of some of
the events occurring on the western
front and urged everybody to stand be-

hind tho army and the President In the
war against the barbarity nnd Insatiate
cruelty of the Germans.

War pictures of Pershing's men In
France and a food saving Mm were
shown.

Tlio audience arose as the Hoover
pledge was thrown on the screen, and
patriotic emotions ran high as a Coast
Artillery band from Camp Mills plsyed
the "Star Spangled Banner." Then the
butlers, chefs and cooks hurried home
to prepsre a belated Hooverlsed Sunday
evening meal.

SAVED ONLY BY HIS LUCK
IN WEST FRONT BATTLES

Corporal MscNamara, One of 600 Survivors of
Canada's First 13,000, Tells of His Escapes From

, Death in Carnage at Ypres and on Other Fields.

A khaki clad youngster home on leave
from one of the camps leaned heavily
last night against the marble railing
that edges the balcony around the main
waiting room of the Grand Central Ter-
minal and gently swore.

"There's Mao, damn 'him. Dear old
Mae, who's bean over the top an' every-
thing and got wounded, and now he's a
hero with gold tripes while I'm Just a
miserable recruit with a new tangled hat
all dressed up and no stories to tell."

The gate of his wistful gray eye was
directed to the centre of a croup of per-
haps fifty or sixty men and womsn who
seemed to be vying with one another to
ask questions, shake the hand, or press
a pack of cigarettes Into the palm of a
ruddy faced Canadian soldier who wa
acttng like a bashful kid wearing his
first "longles.' ' 4

Mao, It developed, had been on a ranch
out west In Colorado, with the Yankee
boys, but had "gone and gotten married"
and left to live In Vancouver 'with his
bride. Nothing had been heard from
Mao by his friend after the war broke
out and he had received a letter saying
that ths centra of the admiring group
below had enlisted with the first Cana-
dian contingent of 11,000 men.

SamfT of the Sis nnndred.
In every part of the watting room

similar groups could be seen, end In the
centre of each a Canadian soldier. The
Amerlcsn soldier explained this wise:

"They're a few of the few. They went
away 11,000 of them and they came
back 600. Let's get Msc away from
that bunch before they kiss him to death.

WHITMAN PROUD OF

N. Y. MEN IN ARMY

Warned, He Prepared for Trou-

ble Over Draft, but It
Failed to Appear.

Gov. Whitman told an audience of T.
M. C. A. men In the West Side branch.
West Fifty-seven- th street, yesterday that
despite the honors that have come to
him he envied those whose youth gives
them the right to hope for a part In the
great drama of reconstruction that will
coma with peace.

"It Is a wonderful thing to be a boy
said ths Governor. "Think of

the great experiences that will come to
the young men who will 'direct the des-
tiny of this country after you and I are
gone. I cannot help out envy mem.
Much of the old social order has passea
already, but ws cannot even guess at
the extent of the vast changes that will
be accomplished because of the spiritual
rebtrth the war has brought to man
kind."

The Governor's subject wsa "The
American Youth; His Leaders and
Teachers." He praised the people .of
New York State, who have sent ist.ooo
men to the colors where only 122,000
were ssked by the Federal Government
the conduct of the men who have gone,
particularly the drafted men, the skill
of the military leaders who trained the
conscripted men at Camp Upton, and the
work of the T. M. C. A.

"As the time for the registration pro-
vided for In the selective draft law ap-
proached we In Albany we're apprehen-
sive," he said. "I was told time and
time again that there would be trouble.
I sent word to the authorities all over
the State to be prepared. While we
were making ready for trouble, how-
ever, we did not realise that the people
were preparing to enter wholeheartedly
upon the greatest Idealistic enterprise tn
which a nation ever engaged.

"Of course, there wsa no trouble. Boys
to the number of 122,000 registered In
this Stste without a trace of disorder.
They will do their part Whether it
be somewhere In France or somewhere
In Germany they are going to demon-
strate their right to the uniform and
the heritage of the American soldier.

"It Is for us to be sure that we are
all right, so that when these boys come
back their country will be ready to take
csre of them and see to It that they have
not suffered In vain. ,

"What are we going to do? Marvel-
lous to me was the parade of the boys
from Upton the other day. I saw them
when they went away. I confess I did
not think they would ever become very
formidable soldiers. It was a wonderful
transformation when they marched
down Fifth avenue that second time.

"What has been done for these young
men by three or four months training
under the direction of United States
army officers can be done to some extent
for all the boys of the United States by
their fathers If theyArlll give their sons
the proper kind of training."

MUBDER WITNESS FOUND.

Orange, N. J Slayer Dearrlbrd
Reward OnVreU for Capture.

The Board of City Commissioners' of
Orange, N. J., yesterday had circulars
sent out announcing fl.OOO reward for
the arrest of the man who on Friday
night murdered and robbed James J,
Haag, proprietor of the Jewelry store at
8 Cone street, In the heart of the bust
ness district.

An accurate description of the man
was obtained from a Manhattan bank
employee, who witnessed the holdup, but
was too frightened at the time to do
more than run to his home, Saturday
ths young man, whose ags Is 19 years,
told a supervisor at the bank and was
advised, he says, to write an anonymous
letter to the police. This he did, and in
soma manner his Identity was discovered.

Ths writer said yesterday that tho
murderer was 40 years old, slightly un-

der six feet high, of florid complexion,
smooth shaven and smartly dressed, He
wore overshoes with red soles, said the
yguag aw.

23 GAIN 36 POUNDS

School Juvenile Food

Scouts Show Fine Improve-

ment for Five Weeks.

They took tabs yesterday on the score
or so of kids who started five weeks ago
to eat hot luncheons scientifically pre-

pared under the auspices of tho People's
Institute, the New York School Lunch
Committee and the Post Graduate Hos-
pital, and the results showed that nut of
twenty-thre- e all but two of the little
tummies had. caused their various
mamas to slrift buttons.

The "Food 8couts." as the ch'ldren
have come to be known, numbered twenty-f-

ive, but two failed to respond to tho
roll call at weighing time because one
had to stay home to take care of baby
while mother went while the
other had to do chores. So twenty-thre- e

of them were weighed and examined ami
the figures Hhow that there has been a
total gain of 36 pounds tor the five
weeks. This Is considered to be a true
triumph for the experiment, which was
undertaken tn show that school children
sheull be provided every day with hot
and substantial lunches.

Last wvek seemed to be the worst of
the five on the Increased weight question,
as the scales at Public Bohool to, 314
Bast Twentieth street, showed that seven
of the scouts had lwt.

Four of the boys Khowed a decrease of
1 ounce, one lost 8 ounces- - one 2 ounces
and another.about 2 ounces. Tho others
all gained except two, whose weight re-

mained the same as the week before.
Tho biggest gain for tho fifth week wa.s
2 pounds 7 ounces for one boy. The
other gains over a pound were Is;, IK
and 1 pound. The remainder gained,
but less than a pound each.

Besides providing better health and
Increased weight the experiment is bring-
ing about certain reforms that were un-
expected. Instead of rebelling Rtrnlnst
the rules laid down at luncheon forbid-
ding c ffee, tr-- or other stimulants, the
boys have told their teachers that In
some casca they have Influenced their
parents, along theso lines. In many of
the twentyflvo housps cocoa hai como
to be the favorite beverage at breakfast,
and dinner times. ,

Although tho ages of the boys range
between 9 and 12 years, it was discov-
ered that In eome of the homes it had
been the cubtom of the parents to give
them small quantities of wine or beer.
In every Instanoo the boys themselves
have voluntarily refused these ntlmu-lant- a

at home since becoming Food
Scouts, and are well on ths road toward
becoming future supporters of the prohi-
bition movement.

SPIES BLAMED FOR

TWO NEWARK FIRES

Loss at the Lehigh Valley
Freight Station Is Put at

More Than $250,000.

KLAXON PLANT DAMAGED

Shots Fired at Mysterious

Fleeing Stranger, Who Es-

capes Unharmed.

Two fires of unquestioned Incendiary
origin, which occurred In Newark
within a few. hour of each other

morning, ar believed to have
been the work of German spies. One

fire dest.-oye- d the Oak Island freight

transfer nation and thirty-fiv- e freight
cars of the Lehigh Valley Railroad..
The other caused $S,5W damage at the
plant of tlie Klaxon Company, manu-

facturers ot automobile horns, at 194

Wright stree, not far from the transfer
station.

A-- watchman at Klaxon plant says he
fired five shots at a man whom he saw
running away from the buildings at the
lime the fire was discovered, about 6

o'clock. The man escaped. It Is esti-

mated that the damage at the freight
house will amount to $250,000 or S300,-00- 0.

The fire at the Lehigh Valley station
was discovered Just before J o'clock by
one of the three watchmen. The blaxc
was on the first floor of the adminis-
tration building, which Is frame and two
stories high. The watchman rang an
alarm and then started to fight the Are,
the other watchman Joining him. The
fire spread rapidly and was beyond con-

trol before any substantial assistance
arrived.

The station was a wooden structure
S0O feet In length by 20 feet wide, moat
of which was a platform. Along the
centre waa a line of heavywooden tim-
bers supporting a wooden peak roof. On
the western end of the platform was
the administration building. To the
west were two old box cars on stilts,
with the trucks removed, that were
csed-for-t- he batltnirof-waste-pape- r-.

Transfer Station Prey for Fire.
Strings of freight cars were on the

tracks on cither side of the transfer
station. There was an enclosed stair-
way In the office building that ran from
the first to the second floor that had
neither door at the top or bottom. Tho
building was heated by steam from the
boiler house about 1.000 feet away. The
pipes were overhead. At one side of
the room on the second floor there was
an electrical transformer about eight
feet square. In which all the' electrical
wires In the yards centred, being re-
distributed through conduits.

This room also was used as a cooper-ag- o

for the repair of barrels and boxes
that were broken In transit, in making
their Investigation tlie Are authorities
learned that there was a lot of cooperage
material, including odd shipments of
freight that had gone astray, under tho
stairway on the first floor. The fire hose
and fire palls and a few axes that the
railroad officials had on hand to use In
case of fire also were there.

It was under these stairs that the
watchman saw the firs first.

When the city firemen arrived the en-

tire freight station was in flames and
the fire had spread to many of the cars.
The freight yards are far out on the
meadows, and the f.remen were handi-
capped for lack of water because the
hydrants In that section arc few and far
beeen.

No Monitions on Cars.
Switching engines which were at work"

In the yards were used to save the cars
which the fire hud ndt reached Accord-
ing to the rallioad men, many of the
cars were empty. The Investigation
showed that none carried ammunition.
While one of the cars was being shunted
away flames broke out In It when it
neared tho temporary wooden bridge
on Bay avenue over the Lehigh and
Pennsylvania Railroad tracks. But It
was pushed away before the flames
could damage the bridge.

A report was circulated that the
bridge, which was erected recently at a
cost of $90,000, had burned. Hundreds
of persons visited the scene of the fire
"and found this to be untrue, as the
bridge was not even scorched.

Capt. C. Albert Gasser and Inspector
William II. Francisco of the Bureau of
Combustibles nnd Fire HUks made n
survey of the ruins later In the day. One
of the reasons why the fire spread so
quickly, Mr. Gasser thought, was due to
tho fact that the office buildlnc was
stocked with way bills and duplicates in
flimsy. Most of these flimsy
were discarded, but had to be held fora certain period under law. The original
records also were dcstroied with these
duplicates. 4

Started. In One Place Onlj.
The Are officials had been Informed

that the fire had broken out In several
different places about the same time, but
on their Investigation they learned posi
tively irom tne watchmen, they tald, thatu stnrteu in ino omce bulldlnu.

One of the cars contained heavy luhrl-eatin- g

oil for ute on tho transformer and
while this was not highly Inflammable,
Capt. Gasser said, it burns. Tliiu ear
caught Are. the barrels of oil exploded
nnd tho burning fluid flowed along the
tracks, hutnlnir up the tics for a distance
of several hundred feet. In wime places
tho ties were entirely destroyed nnd left
ipe uare rails and sniKes badly buckled

The lire in the Klaxon plant was
In a building for tempering

metal that Is us.ed In the horns. The
building Is a one story frame structure
and contains three fuel burning oven-- .

The roof and one side of the building
ournen, dui tne ovens were not touched.
The oil had been emptied out of the
ovens Saturday night.

Clarence A. Hodes of 211 Astor street,
the watchman In the plant, told about
shooting at a man he saw running In the
yard ut the time he enw the reflection of
the tire. In the excitement he, said he
fell from n platform, smashing his lan-
tern und losing hl nightstick.
