In connection with tho War
Finance Corporation asked by the Ad-

ministration and a similar amount car-
ried as a revolving fund In the railroad
bill, tho total of appropriations and au-
thorizations since the United States en-

tered the war will reach almost
The original estimate of

tho cost of the first year of the war
to the United States was $3,800,000,000.

Despite the huire appropriation pro-
vided tiwagar Shcrley (Ky.), chairman
ot the Appropriations Committee, In bis
jeport disclosed the fact that the ap-
propriations asked for had been cut by
the committee nioro than half a billion
dollars. Tho amounts asked for by the
various governmental agencies under the
dellelcncy bill was 81,633,792.311. More
than $328,000,000 contained In the esti-
mates wero chopped cut. It was ex-

plained, In writing the bill.

lioethnl Explains 'oed.
Vor storage nnd shlppln-- j facilities

$100,000,000 is provided In the bill, with
authority granted to enter Into contiacts
for an additional $50,000,000. The esti-
mates submitted by the War Depart-
ment asked $14,600,000 for storage fa-

cilities, docks, tracks and handling fa-

cilities for the supply of ships leaving
Xen-- York.

In the hearing on the bill made public
y Gen. Ooethals, acting Quartermast-

er-General of the army, explained
the need of the money.

As soon as the war started and It was
decided to send troops abroad New York
became the most Important port of em
barkation. The army took over the
Hamburg-America- n piers at Hoboken
and began to ship everything to New
York, loading the piers and using them
as warehouses. When they became full
they branched out and began to take
oc rail the piers they could get on the
New York side and used them as ware-
houses too.

"Hera should not be ured as ware
houses," Gen. Cioethals said. "They are
simply passageways to and from ships
and the commodities loaded on the piers
Khould bo only such as arc to be put
aboard the next ship that conies to that
pier. As the piers were loaded up they
continued to ship stuff to 'New York, and
bavins no place for It, they dumped II
In open storage, or held It In cars. One
report I received showed 1.400 care
under load in New York. 700 ot them
for overseas service and the balance

waiting space or storage."

StorsRC I'ncllltlea Needed.
Hen. Goethals explained that $7.0o.-Oil- o

hue been provided for the erection of
storage facilities nt Governors Ifland:
that construction has begun, and that
contracts have been awarded for storage
nt Newark.

"All stuff landed on the Jersey coast
must be lightered across to the ship If
It Is on the New York side," Gen.
Goethals etated, "or If It Is for storage
at Governors island, It must be light
ered to Governors Island and then re- -
lightered from Governors Island to the
ship wherever It may be, at Hoboken,
Brooklyn or elsewhere.

"A ship cannot load at Governors Isl- -
and. There aro no dock facilities, and
een If there were It would require con-
siderable dredging to bring a ehlp there.
Newark is peculiarly situated on a nar-
row channel, which Is leached through
the Kill", a long narrow passageway,

nd from the main channel a channel Is
out across to what In called the Ncwarli
port terminal. In August, 1016. they
succeeded In getting twenty-on- e feet of
water In this cross channel, which a
year later had silted so as to corjtaln but
nine feet of water.

"As a place of embarkation It Is use-
less. Therefore I decided tn convert it
Into a kind of central warehouse for

lo other points In the interior,
keeping reserves for overseas that may
be needed at the Hoboken piers or trans-
fer them to the Bush Terminals."

I'oala Itearraimed.
Gen. Goethals found Newport News In

.s bad condition as New York, and ex-
plained that tho lack of water and the
length of time required to reach them
eliminated ports south of Charleston.

"In the general scheme we contemplate
using Boston, New York.

good advantage."

"The storehouse at Newark will cost
$4,600,000," Gen. Goethals stated, "The
extension of tle Rush terminals will
oust $20,000,000 to $25,000,000," He
cited the probable cost of a number of
other projects or the same sort amount-
ing in all to $100,000,000 approximately.
The whole plan la to provide a thirty
da ctoratfo on the seacoast with the
Idea that a similar supply will bo at
ne.i and the same amount In reserve nn
the coast. Everything but explosives
will be shipped from the various ports,
Uio plan being to load explosives on top
of a general cargo at Montnuk Point.

The bill Includes $135,000 for exten-
sion of a marine hospital at New York
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nnd $130,000 Tor the New York Assay
Office. Under the Item "harbor of New
York" $10,000 Is divided for maintenance
of the patrol fleet and $8,500 for repairs
to the Lamont. For repairing the
wharves at the general lighthouse depot
on Staten Island $60,000 la Included In
the measure.

The bill also Includes $277,732,000 for
bombs for airplanes and $81,000,000 for
mountain, field, siege, and other artil-
lery tn addition to the billion dollars
already spent for ordnance and contract
authorization for $779,000,000 addi-
tional.

An appropriation of $7,000,000 is asked
for a plant designed for tliK tilling of
projectiles with gases and $2,000,000 for
a plant for the same purpose to be
erected In France.

Major-Ge- n. Pershing cabled strongly
urging a plant In France to enable him
to handle these toxic materials properly.
It Is planned, ordnance officers ex-
plained, to despatch a complete prganlxa-tlo- n

ALL MUST HELP WIN,

SAYS WICKERSH AM

War Saving Urged by Former
Attorney-Gener- al Upon

Tnsnrance Men.

George W. AVIckersham, former Atto-

rney-General, made an address yes-

terday before 500 delegates from all
of the Insuranre companies In the city,
with thn exception of the life insurance
companies, in the hlue room of the
Bankers' Club. The meeting wae held
for the purpose of formulating plans
for the carrylrg on of the War Pavings
campaign. Mr. Wlekersham said In
part:

"These last few das we have read
discussions between the representatives
of alt nations. We hae been led to en-

tertain thoughts of peace. Many have
been deluded with the Idea that the Ger-
mans were tired of the war and that
there would be peace before summer.

"I go back to the best fotmula of the,
course of this war which I have read. I
quote from a letter which the President
of the 1'nlted States wrote tn tho Pope
In answer to recent suggestions made by
the latler.

"'The object of this war.' said Preb
dent Wilson, 'Is to dellcr the.free peo
ples of the world from the menace of
actual power of a falxe military estab
lishment controlled by an Irresponsible
Government, which, having secretly
planned to dominate the world, prepared
to carry the plan out without regard to
the sacred obligations of duty.'

"That's Germany: that s the power
against which we are engaged; that Is
the power that for three and a half
years has waged war against civilization.
That is the power that threatened the
discontinuance of commercial Intercourse
between the I'nlted States and all for
eign lands. That Ik the power tint
threatens the dlcontlnuance of civil lib
erty. It sttlkes at the very foundation
of everything that we consider makes
life worth living.

"War cannot be waged without monev.
War cannot be waged without men. To
you falls the taskof stimulating the en-

thusiasm which Is needed to bring vic-
tory to our arms and liberty to the
world "

William R. Wlllcox, who presided at the
meeting, pointed to the fact that sys-
tematic saving on tho part of all the
people offered one of tho most effective
solutions for some or the country's pres-
ent difficulties.

Frederick W. Allen, State Director for
Greater New York In tho War Savings
and Thrift Stump campaign, was the
first speaker. He outlined the general
plan under which tho sale of stamps Is
being carried on, and explained briefly
the meaning and scope of the campaign.

GOAL HEN TO FIGHT

FEDERAL CONTROL

Humor That Garfield Ts Con-

templating Seizure Alarms
Loral Dealers.

SECRET MEETING IS HELD

Famine Predicted if Plan Is
Adopted Situation Is

Greatly Improved.

New York's coal dealers, the leaders
In the trade, have beard a report that
Dr. Garfield soon will announce sweep-
ing regulations which In effect will re-

move the coal business of tho United
States from private hands and concen-
trate It In his own office and In the
others of his State and local subordin-
ates.

The Information was gathered by the
coal men from sources which they re-

garded as authoritative. They put such
credence In tho report that they called
a meeting In the Whitehall Building to
discuss what Is to be done about It

The meeting was private, but the be-

lief last night was that the coal men
practically decided upon an attempt to
have the Lever bill, under authority of
which iV. Garfield Is operating, declared
unconstitutional.

"If Dr. Garfield undertakes to run the
entire coal business of the nation he will
produce a coal famine such as the coun
try has not known before, said the
head of ono coal company.

Attempts to get connrmatlpn of the
unofficial report of the coal men's con
ference last n;ht were unsuccessful.
The reply of V. Kelly Downey of B.
Nlcoll-f- t Co. to questions concerning the
meeting was typical.

"I attended the meeting of the coal
men." ho said, "and I talked before It,
but I am not at liberty to divulge what
took place."

Light lea .Ylahts lo Continue.
In spite of the fact that Fuel Adminis-

trator Garfield has given State Admini-
strator Wlggln as much leeway as he
needs, Mr. Wlggln does not feel that any
further drastic heat regulations will be
necessary. The six lightless nights are
to continue, but aside from that there
will be no other rulings issued for the
State. "This office has found that the
lightless nights are a desirable economy,"
said Mr. Wlggln In bis announcement.

Harry T. Peters, chairman of the J4 tate
Fuel Conservation Committee, said: "I
have no comment to make on the re-

scinding of the Monday closing order.
Conditions are Improving rapidly and
coal Is coming to tidewater and from
those points to the city. We arc not
yet out of tho hole, but things are vastly
Improved."

Other statements were Issued by vari-
ous dealers, all of whom were of tho
opinion that the situation Is much Im-

proved. Michael F. Burns said : "All
I can say is that everything looks
brighter."

There were 2,000 tons of coal in The
Bronx yesterday morning, and tho com-
plaints have fallen off to such an extent
that four of the seven inspectors who
have been on duty have lteen returned
to their former employment by Borough
President Bruckner.

"The coal shortage la still serious,"
said Mr. Wlggln In bis announcement
yesterday. "Factories are shut down and
oonwrvation of fuel Is urged in every
way." A note of criticism was struck
when It was said, "The exemptions to
tho closing order havo been so many In
number, so liberal In Interpretation ami
so Inequitable, that It has been impos
sible to enforce the closing alon? the.
lines of the original order, and the sav-
ing Is not what It should he."

As far uei tho coal supply at tide-
water yesterday was concerned Mr. Wlg-
gln said that conditions were mare hope-
ful. The figures were:

bituminous. Cars standing for dump-
ing 1.281 anthracite; 611 bituminous.

Another point of Interest was brousht
out by C. K. Robinson, Deputy Slate
Fuel Administrator. He said that he
hwd receled a. number of complaints
from both dealers and consumers about
the Inferior quality of coal. Within the
past few days the office has rejected two
cargoes which, on being niialzed, showed
that they contained 60. per cent, rook and
Mate and 31 per cent, coal The con-
signees lo whom the coal wan sent re-

fused the shipment and demanded a
refund.

Jlad the cargo been accepted the coal
would have cost $26 a ton. At the pres-
ent tlmo Inspections are being made of
several coal loading docks to see that
plraoy of this kind is stopped. Tho
railroad which carried this consignment
notified the producers that It would
funitsh no further cars for shipment.

Arrangements were completed last
night, Mr. Storrow announced, by which
100 cars per day were lo be sunt him
from the Kanawha field In West Vir-
ginia.

TO LAST FOUR DAYS

Relief Before Tuesday Prom-

ised Only to Bakeries,
Laundries and Hospitals.

P. S. C. HEAD TESTIFIES

McCarter Witness at Hearing
on Plea for Higher Light

and Power Rates.

Thomas N. McCarter. president of the
Public Service Corporation of New Jer-
sey, said yesterday before the Public
Utilities Commission at Trenton' that
the power shutdown which has paralyzed
Industry In the northern part of
New Jersey since Wednesday morning
through lack of coal would continue un-

til Tuesday. The only relief he could
promise before that tlmo will be afforded
bakeries, laundries and hospitals.

The official confessed be was at-- a loss
to understand why New Jersey should
find Itself In this predicament, and said
he considered the situation amazing
considering that "0 per cent, of the
plants affected by tho power failure were
engaged In executing some of the Gov-

ernment's most Important war contracts.
Ho added In answer to questions by

the commissioners that he had done
everything be could to try to find out
I ho causo of the coal shortage, but had
failed. He ald he knew of certain fac-
tories In the State that contain power
plants of their own where coal was
Plentiful and where It seemed there was
no trouble to obtain It.

Kmlimrr Bulked nt Capital.
For months, he said, Dudley Farrand,

a of the corporation, had
been living In Washington for the solo
purpose of trying to cut official red tape
and Impress upon" the Fuel Administra-
tion the Importance of keeping the cor-
poration's power houses supplied. All
that Sir. Farrand had been able to do In
the present situation, according to Mr.
McCarter. was to get tho Government to
divert elahty cars of coal to the Public
Service power stations. This amount
would relieve conditions only slightly In
places devoted to domestic lines of work.

"My company," he said, "has done
eerythlng within Its power to get coal,
but Its efforts have been of no use.

we tried to get one day's supply
of 2,300 tons for the Marlon power sta-
tion, In Jersey City, which supplies
power to all of Hudson county and Newa-

rk-. What we got was K.O tons. This
Is but one example of the result of our
efforts.

"The prospects are lh.it we will not
be able to start our dynamos until next
Tuesday, and we will not start then un-

less we have several days coal supply
ahead. To-da- y we started to give power
to bakerle", laundries and hospitals, but
If the other factories on thne circuits
persist In cutting In we will have to shut
power off I'galif.

"Tho Public Service Corporation can-
not be blamed for this situation. Some
time ago wo contracted for the entire
output of two mines, which would have
been ample for our needs, but the coal
Is not being delivered. When this sup-
ply begnn to fall we appealed to the
Fuel Administration nt Washington, and
through Its efforts wit were able to get
coal from what Is known as the tide-
water poel. Now this source has been
denied to us, and we have been told that
the coal being received there Is urgently
required for other purposes. To-da- y we
received thirty-si- x carloads of coal for
all of our stations. Thli Is Ickm than
two-thir- of a normal day's require-
ments."

Higher I.I li tit flairs Opposed.
President MeCarter'a nppe.irame be-

fore the commission at Trenton was di-

rectly due to applications by the elec
tric and gas companies to lncreae their
rates to consumer. The proposal Is that
electric light and power rates be In-

creased 32 per cent, and that a fiat extra
charge of 25 cents be charged each gas
consumer no matter what amount of gas
may be used.

I!cpresentatlvcs of chambers of com
merco or boards of trade from every
county In the State were present to op-

pose the applications. The chief objec-
tions to the raising of the electric lniwer
and lighting rate were that the charge
asked nn excesle, ami that If an In
crease was granted a time limit should
be ?M, On the ga application the ob
jectors signified their willingness to ac-

cept an Increase In rates, but refused to
consider a flit or fixed extra tax.

The affairs of the public utilities cor
poratlons not only in Jersey but all over
the country were declared tiy President
McCarter to be in a very bad way. He
Is also ciiairnmn or tne :r lioani or
the American Klectrlc Hallway Associa-
tion and holds a similar position on the
War Board of the American Gas and
Klectrlc Associations.

He explained that the Public Service
Corporation is the holding company for
tho PUbllc Service KleUrlc. Company,
the Ihibllc Service Un.s Company and
the Public Service Street Hallway Com-
pany ot New Jersey He Is president
of all three companies, as Mill as of the
holding corporation. He said :

"The costs of all commodities used by
public utilities corporations havo In-

creased from 60 to 2.10 per cent, In the
last three months of 1017 the public
utilities of the United States showed a
total deficit of $7,000,000. The shrink-
age In public utility slock in twenty
representative corporation In this coun
try during the last llo years amounts
to 74 ' per cent. We must have In-

creased rate" to Rive efficient service or
tho stockholders' holdings will be placed
in Jeopardy."

OF U.S.WAB POLICY

"Don't Shake the Hope." Says
Kentucky Senator in Ilcply

to Chamberlain.

Special Dttpatci to Tnc v
Wasiiinoton, Feb. 14. Senator James

of Kentucky arose y In all the
majesty of his elx feet five Inches and
broad In proportion and then some, to
the defence of the Administration war
policy. In the course of his fpoech he
assailed the statements of Senator
Chamberlain and other Senators who
have supported the Oresonlan's efficiency
campaign ; he defended the course of the
Administration and ut the conclusion of
the speech the rules of the Senate were
disregarded, while floors and galleries
applauded.

"President Wilson walks the tight
rfipe." thundered the Kentucky Senator.
"It stretches across the sea, with Its
n i celts and It.i dead. He holds tn his
hands the richest treasure ever lodged
In the keeping of one man since God said
'Let there be light." The treasure Is
our very life, our liberty, our Institu-
tions, our homes, our tlre-lde- s, our all.
Gentlemen, let me plead with you plead
with till Americans do not shake the
rope. Do not badger him. Do not
heckle him. He will make the journey
safely over this ocean of blood and peril.
Keep silence. Hold your tongues."

Taken Mint nt Critics.
Turning upon the critics of the Ad-

ministration Senator James said: "Take
oourage, you critics. I could stand you
upon each other's shoulders and the
President would still tower over you."

Senator ,Iame said that it behooved
every public official to be "exceedingly
carefijl of his public utterances."

"No matter .hat the Intention may be
they may be far reaching and disas-
trous." if said. Then be quoted from
the speech delivered by Senator Cham-
berlain In New York, In which the chair-
man of the. Military Committee had said
that the "military establishment had
fallen down."

Senator Chamberlain's laudation of
Col. t and Kllhu Boot at tho
New York luncheon also earned Sena-
tor James's criticism.

"The Senator from Oregon spoke In

ITS GERMAN TRADE

Yields Only In Agreeing to
Withhold U. S. Exports

From Teutons.

WasiIinotok, Feb. 114, Norway In
her' reply to the proposals of tho United
States for a food rationing agreement,
made public here y by Dr. Frldtjof
Nanaen, head of the Norwegian special
mission, offers to guarantee that no
American products shall go through Nor-

way to Germany, but declines to meet
the fult American demands for a re-

stricted export of Norwegian products
to the Central Powers.

"In her commercial policy." It Is de-

clared, "Norway cannot break off com-

mercial relations with one of the bellig
erent parties without the serious danger
arising that It will not be possible to
maintain the political neutrality of the
country much longer. Norway may
justly claim that she shall not through
the prospect of being denied dally bread
he placed before the choice between ac-

tual needs and the acceptance of an
agreement which would involve, danger
to her position as a neutral and possibly
expose her to a war.

"Norway will, as compensation for the
essential supplies which It hopes to re-

ceive from tho United States and their
associates, permit the far predominant
part of Us export surplus to bo ex
ported lo theso countries. In order to
maintain her economic life. Norway,
however, also needs supplies from the
Central Power, nnd It Is therefore
necessary that It ;;!inll remain In a neu-
tral position to render services In com-
pensation for such supplies."

Norway refuse to accede to the re-

quirements of the War Trade Hoard that
It stop exporting to tho Central Powers
any materials that may bo used In the
manufacture of muni llon or supplies of I

war, as well as pyrlt antimony, bis- -
rnuth, manganese, mica, tin, titanium
wolfram, calcium-caibld- e, calclnm-iil-trat-

ferro silicon and molybdenite.
It points out that these ex,-ott-s have

been going forward to the Central
Power In limited quantities dtid that
since Norway Is dependent upon Ger-
many for many materials esentlal to Us
economic existence It cannot abide by
the War Trade Hoard's requirements In
tills resp:t. However, It agrees to limit
the amount of these supplies exported to
the Central Powors.

"A very strong and widespread feeling
has developed in Norway," sayi the note,
"demanding that export prohibitions
should be Issued for all articles of !m- - i

porlanco In order that Norway shall bo

He had been a packing house
butcher for twenty-thre- e, f.'earr, but
since the stock yards' strike of 1004 the
packers bad refused to give him steady
employment beciuso of his activity In
tho labor mofment He said hundreds
of union men had been similarly dis-
criminated against.

The witness said that In the past two
years the packers In Sloux City and
Kansas City had supplanted men with
women In hundreds of positions. The
women, in most instances, he said, are
colored, and aro receiving 20 a"hd 22
cents nn hour, while the men who for-
merly did the work received 26 nnd 27 '4
cents an hour. The witness rldlculcl
the welfare work In the packing plants.

When the plants were unionized In
1901, ho bald, the skinning of fifteen
carcasses constituted a day's work.
Slnco then the packers, he said, re-

quired their men to skin twenty to twenty--

five carcasses n day.
William H. Foster, an organizer for

the American Federation of Labor, tes-
tified that most of thf stock yard work-
er who had joined the labor unions
were foreign born and unable to speak
Kngllsh. He said the negroes and oth-
ers who spoke Kngllsh for some reason
declined to join the union in large num
bers.
