BY MAYOR'S ACT

Dismissal of 'Board of Stand-
ards and Appeals a Bombshell

to Real Estate Men.

STKKF. PRESIDENT BUYS

Takes Collier House on Pnrk
Ave. 12th Street Dwell-

ing in a Deal.

If Mayor Hylan had toned n bomb-ee- ll

Into the ranka of real estate men
and property owners of this city he could
not have upset their polpo and confidence
In htm any moro than by asking for the
rcslRnatlona of the members of the Board
of .Standards and Appeals. It was the
one board In the city government In
which real estate men had absolute con-

fidence. They had first hand knowledge
of Us ability, honesty and efficiency to
handle the problems of building and

which came before It day after
day. Promising an administration that
would be helpful to real estate Interests
of the city. It was expected that Mayor
Hylan would retain the Board of Stand-ar- il

and Appeils, and In that wny show
that lie expected to live up to his pre-

election stateinento.
Heal extate men were very outspoken

jrstenlay In their criticism of the Mayor
for his notions regarding the bo.ird, and
many who worked hard for hi election
have begun to think that Mr. Hylan was
not sincere In his promises.

"I cannot see where Mayor Hylan will
And a better balanced and more efficient
board to manage the building and con-
struction affair of this city," was the
statement of real estate men yesterday.
"They are honest men not given to politi-
cal interests, and what la more, by train-to- g

and by Inclination they are well
fitted to paaa on the tantalising problems
which they must pass on. The zoning
law was one of the hest measures Intro-
duced for this city In many years. Its
usefulness has been threatened more
than a few time?, and had there been no
Board of Standards and Appeals of the
character then In office, I am sure that
the law would have been broken."

Not only are real estate men disturbed
by tho removal of the members nf the
board but also In the wording of the
note which the Mayor sent through his
secretary to each of the six appointed
members and tho secretary of the. board
asking that they resign. In this he said
that changes were being considered In
the administration of the board and the
Incumbents of the board would facilitate
matters If they would resign. The words

changes" and "facilitate" have been ac-
cepted by the real estate men of the city
and property owners as meaning that the
toning law Is In danger. It Is suspected
that the Mayor lias view of his own on
this matter of restricting the use of
buildings and the development of prop-
erty.

Many politicians have been balked by
the present Board of Standards anil
Appeals to have paned permits for
buildings which would be contrary tn
the intentions of the zoning law. The
honesty of the members of the board
has been tried many times by men
who wanted the approval of the board
to undertakings which promised them
wealth, but would be the ruination of
the value of property in the immediate
district. Tho real estate men nf the
city have learned this and have trusted
the board as a consequence and all Its
decisions have been accepted as beinpr
on merits and not the result of some one
of the board being seen.

HfTorts to Influence the board in Its
decisions forced Chairman Miller to
place in the bulletin ot the board scleral
weeks ago a notice that Mich efforts

not help the case when It came
before the board for a hearing,

Tho ability of the old members tn
hold positions on the board has been
Illustrated by the refusals by the court
to reverse, the decisions of the lard.
In the two years which it has been
In existence several thousand cafes have
come ro them. Many of these af-
fected the operation of the zoning law,
which land owners and tenants, busi-
ness and residential, have come to con-
sider one of the best protective meas-
ures for tho health and wc.lf.iro of
the people of the city. Any attempt to
lessen this vigilance will result in wide-
spread indication both from property
owners and tenants.

The Identity of the new board has
not been Intimated as yet by the Mayor,
who went to Washington last night to
argue for the widening of Hell Gate
Ho is understood to have explained hl
actions regarding the Hoard of Stand-
ards and Appeals as Just a move to
get rid of holdovers. He did not con-
sider tho character or ability or the
men he nas dismissing or the con-
fidence which the great real estate In-
terests of the city have in them. HI'
only intention was to create several
new pcsltions for friends. The chair-
man of the board receives a salary of
$7.E00 a year, the secretary $3,B0o'nnd
each of the Commissioners $10 a slltlr.ir,
which amounts to about Jl.ooo a year,
an Insufficient amount for the time given
to the v. ork. It was aald yesterday
that a dishonest board could give Its
time free to the city and still earn
a great deal of money In return for
Iiermlttlng developments which might
not be considered favorably by con
scientious students r defenders of the
