Oen. Itobertson was unable, tho 'state-
ment says, to accept a position as mili-
tary representative on the Supreme War
Council nt Versailles or to continue as
Chief of the Imperial General Staff with
limited power. The official announce-
ment of the change vb:

The extension of the. functions of
the. permanent military representative
decided on by the Supreme War Coun-
cil at their last meeting at Versailles
has necessitated the limitation of the
special powers hitherto exercised by
the Chief of the Imperial General
Staff by virtue of the order In council
of January 27. 1916.

In these clrcumstunces the Govern-
ment thought It right to offer Gen. Sir
William Itobertson the choice of

the British ruUttaiy represen-
tative on the Supreme War Council
at Versailles or continuing aa Chief
of the Imperial General Staff under
new conditions.

Gen. Sir William Itobertson, for
reasons which will be explained In a
statement which will be made bv the
Prime Minister in the House of Com-
mons as early n possible In the com-
ing week, did not see his way to accept
either position, nnd the Government
has with much retreat accepted his
J i slgnatlon.

Gen. Sir Henry Wilson has accepted
the position of Chief of the Imperial
General Staff. The appointment of tho
British permanent repiescntative at
Versalllck will be announced lu a few-day-

GERMANY FACES NEW CRISIS
BY HOSTILITY OF BOLSHEVIKI

Bulgaria Resumes Diplomatic Relations with Trotzky's
Regime Austria Opposes Use of Troops

Ukraine Tottering.

London, Feb. 16. With tho Ink hardly
dry on the treaty of Brciit-Mtovs- which
she signed with the Ukraine, Germany
has found herself Involved In a mate
which seems to consist of one Insuper-
able difficulty after another. With Po-

land practically In revolt over the loss of
the province of Cholm, the Ukraine Gov-

ernment that signed the pact tottering
and all hope of procuring food from that
region fast disappearing, the hurried
restoration of the military line on the
Russian frontier against a long drawn
out and costly guerrilla warfare which Is
threatened, tho Kaiser's Government Is
attacked by the newspapers at home for
the complete failure of all Its promises.

NEW ARMY WITH PEOPLE

Polish Legion May Clash With
Forces of Dual Monarchy

in Existing Situation.

! Amsterdam, Feb. 16. Poland hai
been forced Into practical revolt by the
action of the Hermans In depriving 'her
ot the province of Cholm and presenting
It to the Ukraine as the price of peace
with the latter. So serious Is the situa-
tion that.the'Oerman newspapers freely
express dismay and alarm over it, point-
ing out that C.crmany is likely to lose alt
thu great benefits which she thought as-
sured by her treaty with the Ukraine.

The greatest excitement prevail fa
the chief Polish cities. One report aajW
that a general strike lias been fallal,
and another that a general strike hu
been called for oil Monday In Lem-ber- g,

when work will lie suspended In
Polish factories, shops nnd Hovernment
oiIIcch nnd the schools will bo closed.
At Cracow the papers appeal to the
Polish parties to declare a one day
strike.

According to the Berlin T.okalnnzclgtr
the situation In lumbers, Warsaw and
Cracow Is especially acute over the
Ukraine treaty. Tho Warsaw newa-pape- rs

are appearing In black borders,
and roldlere, mounted and on foot, are
patrolling the streets. The theatres
there are closed and the Austrian off-
icials havo departed hastily. The Polish r
Legion, now an effective urmy, Is with
the people. Tho working classca are
aroused and are planning demonstra-
tions In addition to the general strike.
