New York triumphed over Boston
In two special exhibition tennis
doubles match yesterday after-
noon held on the courts of tho Seventh
Regiment Armory for tho benefit of
the Army Training Camp Activities
Fund. Frederick B. Alexander and
Dr. William nosenbaum. the national
indoor doubles ohamplons, represent-ln- g

this city, defeated Irvine Wright
and Barry, Johnson of Boston In
straight set at. I 3, S. 3, and
Arthur Cragln and W. Dickson Cun-
ningham, another New York team, dis-
posed of Beat Wright, the former na-
tional champion, and Nathaniel W.
Nlles of the Hub City at 8 6, 76.82.

Following these doubles matches
Harold L. Taylor, the Junior metro-
politan title holder, trounced Vincent
Richards, the boys' champion, at 6 4,

75.
Although each of the players In the

doubles matches has earned nation-
wide fame on tho courts the work of
nearly all was little better than that
of the novice. The player were slow
and listless and their shots lacked ac-
curacy and brilliancy. For the poor
playing thero was a reason. The armory
was cold and Lamp and owing to the
low temperatures the balls wero

heavy and lifeless. Beside, most
of the contestants lacked practice.

Wrlgkt'a lleiarn Welcoaaed.
Although Alexander played the best

game, most Interest centred In the work
of Reals Wright. !t was tho first ap-
pearance of the former national cham-
pion on local courts In several year
and to- watch his "come hack" a good
gallery turned out. His play was dis-
appointing. The years he has spent on
his apple orchard In Oregon have played
havoc with Wright's speed and eklll
and those who remembered him ns the
king of the courts In 1905 could recog-
nise little of his former strength. Tils
strokes lacked snap and time and again
he was caught out. of position.

But his playing did not mean failure,
for there were many in the gallery who
predicted that with long, hard practice
he again will be able to give a good ac-
count of himself against the present day
champions.

Alexander's work with the racquet
was the one bright spot of the matches.
As the veteran warmed up to his play
he made many spectacular rallies and
he was the dominating factor In causing
the defeat of Irving Wright and John-
son. Near the end of the match Alex-
ander was remarkably steady and han-
dled lobs- - with unvarying accuracy.

Dr. nosebaurr. was erratic In overhand
Play. Many of his smashes landed far
hack of the bass line. ..His volleying,
however, was much better and his hard
hitting, terrific drives to deep court kept
Johnson and his partner In the back of
the court most of the time.

Irving Wright's twisting strokes baf-
fled Alexander and Johnson during- the
earl ypart of the match, but the New
Yorkers quickly solved them and before
the end of the first set they had lost
their effectiveness.

Nllcs displayed only a few flashes of
the speed and skill he showed af Forest
Hills last summer when he played I.ind-le- y

Murray In the final of the national
Ingles. He had little or no practice

and his work wns erratic. At times It
was brilliant, but more often it was
poor. Hl) team work with Beats Wright
also was far from good. Often he
clashed on tho court with his partner
in trying to make returns.

While Cragln's strokes lacked brilli-
ancy he always was on the alert for
openings and his hard hitting did most
to gain the victory for New York over
Wright and Nile. Although the Boston
pair led In the first set at 6 1, and 5 2

on games, Cragln rallied Cunningham
nd then started a spirited forcing at-

tack that brought tho set even and ven-tual-

gave It to his side at S 3.

Tennis Arsoclatlon at Its annual moetlng
on Friday night?" followers of the game
were asking each other yesterday. They
also wsnted to know what had become
of the opposition which had been threat-
ened against the West .Side Tennlh Club
In its quest of the national championship
singles, and what had happened to cer-
tain other Imbroglios which had been
scheduled but which failed to material-
ise. Harmony was the keynote of the
session, and discord had been forecast.

Behind the reelection of Major Qeorge
T. Adee ns president and the choice of
Myrlek as there Is a
rather Interesting little story. Some
time ago, when It became known that
Myrick .was in the field for the presi-
dency. Al Hoiklns of Philadelphia, who
was ousted from tho last
year, and Kdwln F, Torrey. secretary of
the association, got together and decided
on a fight against Myrick. Hosklns was
to take the field against Myrick no mat-
ter what office the West Sldo man stood
for.

When tho nominating committee got
together It affected a compromise, hy In-

ducing Major Adee to stand for reflec-
tion aa president and naming Myrlok for

an office which this year
carries tho running of tho organization,
since Major Adeo Is busy in thu army.

Hnaktns Quits Field.
Torrey was named again for secretary

and George W! Wlghtman of Boston for
treasurer. Then the Hosklns ami Torrey
combination got busy collecting proxies
and the outloak for Myrick liHC.imo de-

cidedly threatening.
Last Thursday night In this city the

two factions clashed nt the executive
commltteo meeting and to put It mildly
It was u torrid session, The Myrick fac-
tion refused to budge an Inch and tho
meeting broke up with the prnmlao of a
real battle at the congress tin Friday
night.

Tho liosklns-Torre- y delegation met
again on Friday morning and rearranged
their slate. It was decided that Hosklns
was to retire from tho Held and that
Torrey was to run for
Wlghtman was to step Into the secre-
taryship and a new candidate for treas-
urer was to be put up In the perHon of
Abner V I.eech of Washington, who had
hpen named for Middle Atlantic delegate
by the nominating committee.

With tho rearranged cppo3ltlon ticket
the Hosklns-Torre- y combination felt
mighty confident of victory when the
delegates went in to dinner on Friday
evening.

hatchet for the sake of harmony an at
tribute which the association needs now
more than ever before.

No sooner had Myrick taken the
chair than he announced that he felt
that some new order ought to bo de-

vised to make certain something akin
to harmony every year. He proposed
that the nominating committee be
elected Instead of appointed by tho ex
ecutive committee, since the present
scheme tends to perpetuate the party
In power. He also suggested that a
proxy committee be chosen to handle
the proxies of such clubs as sent them
In to support tho administration. The
whole matter was placed In the hands
of the executive committee to frame
suitable legislation for adoption next
year. Simultaneously a new scheme to
equalise the voting power throughout
the. country will be devised.

The fight against the West Side club's
retention of the national singles ap-
pears to have existed only In the minds
of certain persons. There never was
any question of a change and tho local
club got the classic Inside two minutes.
Likewise the Longwood Cricket Club
got the national championship doubles.
The request for the tourney from the
Boston club was somewhat surprising
In view of the speech Richard Bishop,
Its representative, had mnde against
tho restoration of championships.

This Plant a Surprise.
Tho fight against the resumption of

championship" play came ns a surprise.
It was known that many clubs were
opposed to the proposition, but it also
was known that they wero very much
In the minority, and were aware of that
fact, and no tussle was looked for.
However, James S. Cushman of the West
Sides started all the trouble when he
delivered an Impassioned appeal to sen-
timent. If CutJiman had not spoken It
Is not likely that there would have been
any extended discussion of the topic.
As It was, championships won by moro
thsn three to one.

There was a long and needless wrangle
over the new standard recommended by
the ball committee, and which finally
was adopted, The standard hall here-
after will weigh not s than two
ounces and not more than two nnd th

ounces. The minimum diame-
ter will be two and
Inches nnd the maximum two and

Inches. The nddltlon of
all around wan made neces-

sary to conform to tho weight and
measurements of the most satisfactory
makes and to Insure a good ball for
service on clay courts. Kxcopt os to
tho Btandard ball the entire report of
tho committee on codification was ac-
cepted.

Tho treasurer's report showed that the
association had lost $5,000 last year,
but that It still had assets amounting
to 134, :si, of which $26,000 Is In the
form of Liberty bonds.

The association created a new na-
tional championship for girls less than
19 years of age, to be contested nt the
women's national tourney. Motions for
the creation of father and son champion-
ships and similar events were passed.
