Hector Tells of Probable Views

of Father of Country in

Tresent War.

rtffore a notable gathering of high
French oMlclals und representatives of
leading American patriotic organisations
the Itev. Dr. Ernest M. Ktlres. rector of
St. Thomas's Church, delivered a stir-
ring address yeaterday on what George
Washington's attitude toward the war
would bo If he were alive. The
address was given In the CathiMral of
St. John the Divine at .ervlcen com
memorative of Washington's Birthday

"If Washington were alive
said Dr. atlrps, "he would bn In Franco
by the side of Lafayette. Washington
was never a moral neutral, lie blazed
with Indignation at Injustice. cru?lty and
disloyalty. He would remind America,
were he with ur that there should
be a moral leadership with no reluctant
following. Ho would tell us to beware
of our own perils, to deal roundly with
capital or labor and those who would
selfishly coin the blood ol heroes for
traitorous gain.

"May the vlrtuis of Washington con-

tinue to abide in the White House.
Washington would bid his countrymen
to stand on high sround and have high
decision. Washlrgton's methods would
be a hopeful vision for the future. His
soul would glow with pride at our men
In France und on the 10a."

WINS IMPORT SUIT

Domicile anil Residence Not

Same by Any Means.

Tribunal Hulcs.

KITKCTS WKItK II ELD IT

Proves She Is Living Abroail,

Despite Lonjc Visits to

I'niteil States.

Miss Kllsabeth Marbury does not de-

light In litigation, as might be supposed
from her record, but sho litigates with n
fervency and abandon that cannot be
surpassed by the most litigious litigant
who ever appeared 'In a play that Miss
Marbury sold, bought, produced or read.
Naturally she likes to get the strangle
hold on tho other party when they come
to legal gripe, and she Is celebrating a
victory oyer former Collector Malone,
Och Hone', who held up personal effects
she brought from Frame on OMober 23,
1910, and decided that she had to pay
duty on them.

Miss Marbury said she would like to
see herself paying and called on Colby
A Brown, attorneys, of 32 Nassau street,
whose specialty Is litigation, and they
contested the assessment. N'.vv Judges'
Walle, Hay and Ailnmsnn of the Ap-

praiser Court, Christopher ami Wash-
ington fitreots. have rendered n decision
In favor of Miss Marbury. The court
tells of Ihe arrival of Miss Marbury with
the effect aforementioned and how the
Collector of the Port nssesaed them, and
how this ctlon did not Jibe with para-
graph 142 of the tariff act of 1913. which
rrovldes thst "such articles as are ac-
tually owned and In the possession of
persons coming to tho I'tiltod States be-

fore their departure from a foreign
rountry, and not Intended for other per-
sons, or far sale, and not in excess of

Ml 00. shall enter free."

Is Resident of I'rsncc,
Miss Marbury claims to be a resilient

of France and proved it to the satisfac-
tion of the Appraisers Court. Her right
to bring In certain articles duty free
hinged on her claim of foreign residence.
Tho court cited the Mary t.arden case
and the Bradley Martin case and said
that it was a well settled question that
residence Is determined largely by the
Intention of tho person. "Residence,"
the decision continues. "I entirely dif-
ferent from domicile. The first Involves
Intent to leave when tho purpose for
abode ceases. If a pereon seeks a place
for pleasure, business or health with
Intent to remain. It becomes his domicile ;

If with Intent to leave as soon as the
purpose Is accomplished, it Is his resi-
dence."

After this differentiation, which Is In
dorsed by the best dictionaries, the court
says. "Miss Marbury was born In New-Yor-

and has lived here for a consider-
able portion of her life. For many years
she has been enxaged In the business of
a producer and broker of plays, main-
taining offlces In New York, Indon
and Paris. In 1903 she purchased.
Jointly with Miss Klsle De Wolfe. 11 houee
for residence at 57 Boulevard Saint e.

Versailles, France, and has re-

sided there u part of every ear since
1903 till her return to New York In the
autumn of 19lG to engage In war work
In the Fnlted States. While In New
.York she has sometimes kept house In
a rented dwelling, lived In a hotel or In
the Colony Club and at preeent lives at
i:3 East Fifty-fift- h street. She has
testified that she owns o'jher property In
Versailles and that she owns no prop-
erty in New York except a small piece of
ground on Island, which she
bought as an accommodation and never
has seen.

ot Amerlra Itralilrnt,
"In her application for a passport in

191C she claimed 'I am domiciled In
the United States, my temporary resi-
dence being In Versailles, France." Upon
