This email
percentage Includes players who had
holdover contracts, such as Alexander,
Cobb, Ed Collins, Doyle, Hersog, Baker,
Mamaux, ripp, Nunamaker, Uedeon and
a few lesser lights.

The New York National league club
. the only one of the sixteen big league

clubs which has the majority of players
In line. The only unsigned players on
the New York Nationals are their three
dar pitchers Schupp, Bailee and Per-rit- t,

ami tlireo outfielders, Burns, Rob-

ertson and Thorpe, and the new captain,
Shortstop Fletcher.

The Boston Red Sox and the two Chi-
cago clubs also have most men in line,
but each of the other, twelve clubs has
only a handful of players signed.

A Serious attaatlon.
The situation Is regarded by some club

tuners as even more serious than the
strike situation of last winter, when the
players who were members of the Play-
ers Fraternity were pledged not to sign
contracts until certain technical conces-
sions were obtained for minor league
players. The bottom fell out of the win-
ter strike during the February meetings,
v.hen the fraternity was forced to surr-
ender unconditionally to the major
leagues.

Several Western club owners, led by
Branch Rickey, prosldent of the Car-
dinals, yesterday started an Investigat-
ion of the holdout question to ascertain
whether It is an organised attempt to
prevent the owners from cutting salaries
to meet war conditions. Rickey's play-
ers almost to a man have returned
contracts, and Branch Is greatly per-
turbed over the situation.

The club owners unquestionably have
the whip hand this spring, and If play-
ers do not sign It Is unlikely that they
will be coddled Into doing so. But as
one club owner expressed It, "The pres-
ent spring would be a bad time to fill
the sport pages with salary wrangles.
2 had hoped that this year we would be
saved from the situations which were
the natural sequences of the Federal
League war and the attempted strike of
last winter."

Fear Fraternity la Charge.
One of the first things Rickey and hie

fellow investigators will attempt to
learn In their investigation Is whether
the holdout Is being directed from the
office of the Players Fraternity.

In that connection the prediction of
Ftesldent Tener or the National League
cn the attempted strike of last winter is
north repeating.

"It we gave In to Fulta now and
coerced the minors Into granting his de
mands, a year from now we would be
confronted with a far bigger strike for
Dl?ger,(rame, oald Tener a year ago.

"If we gave in to the players now we
would be at their mercy ever afterwards
with the club of a strike threat contin-
ually hovering over our heads. For that
reason we must fight this thlnaout to a
knockout now."
