Accuses Bauchle of Signalling

John Doe shifted his lt}mlhn yester-
day from stodgy gambling cluba of the
#ast Side to those that are hidden away
In the blg holels uptown.

Such an institution |s the Partridee
Club, under the presidency of George
Young Dauchle, which enjoys quarters in
the Hotel Imperial after various mov-
Ingn thut carried the members from the
Holland House to the Rits-Carlton and
finally to the lively hostelry mt Broad-
way and Thirty-second wtreet, It was
at the Partridge that a Juckless parson
of the name of Hemindinger Is sald to
have pald $14,000. to a person named
Jacoba for Intimate Instruction In chemin
de fer, and It was at the Partridge also
that a Russian officer’ was separated
from $26,000 In a night's play.

iIigh Sporting Life Revealed,

Ol Johin Doe has seldom put hils ear
to the keyhole of an Institution more in-
teresting than Mr. Bauchle’s Partridge
Club, Its members =ample dinners at
230 the plate for food alone, with the
champagne coming to as much more,
and nobady pays except the kitly. There
is one instance of the opulent kitty set-
tiing & bill for a $1,200 feast of this
chara

ater.

At yeaterdays session of the inquiry
Judge Willlam H. Wadhams and Jamas
E. Bmith, Assistant District Altor-
mey, questioned Theodore Titse, man-
ager of the restaurant department
of the Rits-Cariton; Joseph Oliver
Btack, president of the Hotel Imperial
Company and general manager of the
Botel, and Thomas J. Canty of New
Rochelle, a lawyer, all of whom have
attended meetings of the FPartridge Club,
have eaten Partridge Club dinners (ex-
cept Titze) and are admittedly ac-
quainted with members, Under question-
Ing yesterday they found It diMcult to
recall ¢ who sat next them at dinners
or who played poker and chemin de fer
when the club was through with ban-
queting and got down to the real sport
of the evenipg. HMowever, John Doe's
efforta were not all valn. Bo much was
educed as led Mr, Smith last night to
state that two of the officers of the
Partridge will be arrested befors the
week Is out.

The first witneas called befors Judge
Wadhams was Titze of the Rits-Cariton.
He was aware that the Partridge had
enjoyed quarters in the hotel. They had
bad a big dinner in May, 1917, at which
thirty or forty members sat down to
feast and then played poker and chemin
de fer. Titze received notice from Police
Captain Duggan in July, 1917, that the
Partridge Club was a gambling institu-
tlon. Therealter the Partridge sald fare-
well to th# Rits and moved to the Im-
perial, presided over by an old acquaint-
ance, Manager Stack.

Clabk Followed Stack.

A singuiar feature- of Btack's testi-
mony wig the persistency with which
the Partridge Club followed him about
town. When he worked at the Holland
House In some capacity or other, the
Partridges, under George Young Bauchl
made headquarters In the famoun nﬂ
hotel, at Fifth avenue and Thirtisth
streel.  When he transferred his talents
to the Hotel Knickerbocker there wers
the Partridges aguin. And whan he be-
came manager of the Imperial nothing
seemed to keep the Partridges from purs
suing him.

Mr, Stack did not =cem especially
overjoyed at the opportunity given to
him to acqualint the public with the fas
sinations of the hidden night life of
Broadway., He welghed his words with
what seemed metlculous care, his mem-
ory often golng back on him. From
where he sat in the wiiness's chalr he
might have been able to guze straight
imto the eyes of the president of the
Partridpes, Mr. Bauchle himself. At all
events, Judge Wadhams wan not long
arriving at the conviction that Mr
Bauchle was gazing meaningly Into the
eyes of Mr. Stack. The Judge stopped
proceedings with a rap-rap,

“Are You Bauchle?' he asked, looking
stralght at the person mlluded to,

“Yes,” nald thut gentleman affably, as
he sprang to his feet, his florid face
blazing.

i observed you slgnalling to the wit-
ness,” continued his Honor. *1 shall
have to ask you to step Into the hal for
the rest of these proceedings.”

“I beg your pardon, your Honor, 1
ecertainly had no such intentlon,” sald
Bauchle,

“It was very plain to me,” sald the
Judge shortiy, So they showed the door
to the honoruble president and Mr, Stack
fidgeted silghtlr, He continued hls nar-
ratlon under prompting. The Partridges
had been meeting st his hotel since early
last fall. He knew Bauchle as presi-
dent, Ha knew Nat Evans, otherwise
referred 1o as Nathan lsaac Evans, but
wis not aware that Fwans held office
it the Partridges. His Kknowledge of
the club went back en years to the
Hotel Knickerhocker, and Hauchle was
even then president of the organization.

Got Own Dinners Free.

He met the members agaln five years
ago when he was thelr guesg.at the Rite-
Carlton, knew them subsequently at the
Holland House amnd cama finally to be
their landlord ut the Imperial, At his
own hotel he had attended meetings of
the club; In fuct, he had been & mem-
ber himself for six years although he
never played poker, He had sat with
thme at their feasts, which were pald
for out of the proceeds of the kitty,

“You pald nothing for yYour own din-
ner?' usked Judge Wadhams

“Nothing," said the witness

“You ate and drank. then, at the ex-
pense of men who contributed to the
kitty, who played poker or chemin de
fer? the court persisted,

“That Is ro,"

“Proceed,” sald Judge Wadhams,
soribbling A note upon his pad and turn-
Ing n shoulder to the witness,

Asked to describe the game of
chemin de fer, he offered a demcription
which surely would have brought a smile
to the face of the president of the Parl-
ridges had not that Broadway celebrity
been banished to the hall.  Asked to
name membera of the club, ha mentioned
Henry Tobin, Arnold Rothsteln, Nat
Evans, Maxey HBlumenthal and a few
others leas widely known In the Tender-
loin. He could not recall whom he sat
next at dinnera. His memory about
kitty's rakeoff was an uncertaln quan-
tity. Nor could he recall with any ade-
quacy the names of men that he had
reen playing chemin de fer, twenty
uround n table. Bo they let him go,
Amith ebeerving motto voce to Alfred 1.

Adjournment Blocks Baumehle.

South-
ard =ald that the greatest diffculty In
keeping labor at ita full strength was
to be found in the blues” and other

paychologicnl deraneements that made
the lasue chisfly a mental one,

"It _ls noticeable wince the war be-

gan,” he sald, ‘that these montal trou-

property of Its employees. The company
has had success in directing social en-
terprises of a beneflcinl kind In com-

While much surprise was evidenced in
Wall Strest when it learned the Governs
ment now ls in charge of the underwater
raliroad, which was bulit under the ex-
ecutive guidance of Mr, McAdoo, It was
explained at the offica of the Director-
Gengral of Rallroads In Washington last
night that the tubes were taken over Lo
Insure & better transmission of freight
hetweon various rallrmad terminals on
the New Jersey side of the Hudson and
to move frelght through New York elty
when nesesmnry. To obtaln the desired
awitching facilitier, it was necessary for
the Covernment Lo assume control of
the road, It was explained,

A different view of the reason for the
move was given by Wilbur C. Fisk, pres-
{dent of the c>mpany since Mr., McAdoo
left it and member of the banking firm
of Harvey Fisk & Sons., That Is the
firm which loaned Mr, McAdoo money
to take up $112,000 of notes he had out-
standing when President Wilson named
him as a Cabinet member,

Mr, Fisk expressed surprise that the
move should have oocastonsd undus in-
terest In the financial district. Asked
why the Government took over the prop-
erty, Mr, Fisk sald thought it was
because the Hudson and Manhattan af-
forded passenger terminal facllitiey for
the Pennsylvania Hallroad and that it
wlso had maill routes, Other Interests
{dentifled with the property offered the
same reason.
