“Ap & mAatter of fact, what really
was occurred Is a return to common
mree baseball wvalues. [ realize that
Juring these war times it is hard on a
wan to have his salary cut, but at

No More Inflated Balaries.

*galaries which bave been reduced
were for the most part salaries which
were artificially inflated by the Federal
lasgue. Many of these Federal League
wmiaries were out of all proportion to
the player's worth. Then the blg offers
e certain stamm, the tales of tha big
wiaries and bonuses pald some of the
stars have tended to give ball playera
1 wrong perapective on baseball values.

“Ball players also must recall that the
big leagues atill are carrying the bur-
dens of the Federal League. Tho ex-
rerses of the club owner, Including
1aaes, Assesmments and other things
ars fur above what they were In 1814,
et salaries offered for the coming
series run pretty much the same as
naries of five years AgO.

“1 do not belleve there is Any OrgAn-
iged nttempt to coerce the club owners
into paying bigger salaries. Flayers on
dfferent temuns may have talked it
over, and compared notes, hut I do not
»lieve the holdout 1s being directed
from outside,”
