' Fulton's Utflcnlt Task.
Ferocious Fred Fulton will attempt to .

ldctrack Francis Patrick Moran. the
red" thatched Pittsburg heavyweight. In
a. twenty round battle to a decision at
New Orleans, and Jack Dempsey. the
Tiew and sensational 'candidate for cham-
pionship honors, will make an effort to
convince Knockout Bill Brennan of Chi-
cago that he would do well to abandon
all thoughts of boxing with the cham-
pion. Dempsey and Brennan will meet
In Milwaukee In n ten round deoislontc.ss
bout, which should be quit sufficient to
enable one tr the other of these hcay
hitters to wore decisive).

Theso bouts will prove tho acid test
for both Fulton ami Dempsey. for Moran
will be the first heavy puncher that Ful-
ton hiui faced since he began his climb
of the heavyweight ladder, and it will'
lie Interesting to note how the biff

stands the gaff.
It has been charged that Fulton is

not partial tu boxing with persons who
fdiovy it disposition to employ undue
roughness in the contest. It fact it wai
charged that he attempted to leave the
fins' on two occasions during a tussle
svith Morris In Ohio. If the plasterer Is
really sensitive as to punishment, Moran,
whoso sole stock in trade is combiilve-nes.- s

Morau Won't Surrender
Moran has proven that he will fight so

long as he can stand, and will not tur- -
lender evenfif on the floor. Ho has a ,

dangerous punch at all times, and if
niton is unable to maintain 'lie offen-

sive after 'a hard wallop, then tho
would do well to avoid the

Morau punch at all hazards. If the
J'itttburgcr lands squarely on the ta'l
rliap from Knehester the hitter will inset

Fulton has one maiked advantage
fiver Moran in that he Is u srlrnillU'
boxer, speedy of action and can hit hard
In' the bargain. Jf Fulton manages to
rvoUI the Morau-punc- h and t an Jab th
Pittsburgcr enough tn weaken him. thfro
would bo 11 fair chance of the Mlnne- -
sntan coming out on top in the scrim-
mage. It Is in Fulton's favor that Moran
Is a lair boxer and does nut resort to
foul tactics to win.

Again It is to tho advantage of Ful-
ton, who always Is In prime physical
condition, that Morau for at least two
j ears has not taken good care of lilm-ml- f

so far as his physical welfare Is con-
cerned.

Taking all things Into consideration. It
would seem that Moran has one chance
of winning, and that is to get to closo
iiuarlers and land his heavy right on
Ftilton's body or jaw.

If Fulton can keep Morau at bay un-
til lie weaken him with Jabbing it will
mean curtains for the Plttsburger.

Set ere Test for Dempsey.
Jack Dempsey also will be subjected

to tho healest rtre he has faced since he
began to attract attention In the heavy-
weight class. There la considerable rca-po- ri

for prefixing Bill lircnnan's name
with "Knockout." He has put to tleup
between. thirty and forty men since he
started his line career three years ago,
by It I notkable that his victim's have
radly been lacking tu class. In fact, the
best man that ever took the full count
from a Brennan punch was Jon Coxl
.Against boxers like Jim Coffey, Battling
Ievlnsky, Hob Devere and Hartley Mad-
den, Hrennan's K O. punch w,i futile.

However, the Chlcagnan's wallop has
all necessary vigor and speed, .ind It
goes without paying that if It lands 011

Dempsey'!. Jaw, a piomislng pugilistic
career will bo cut slioit.

In a nutshell, the result of the content
between Dempsey and Brennan will
prove tho exact amount of class pos-
sessed by tho Utah man.

If Urennau can land with effect on
Dempsey Inside a ten round limit, or
even get the nuweomer In trouble, it will
mean tho elimination of the youngster,
who Is only "2 yearn of age.

In fact, Dempsey must beat Brennan
and by a wide margin If he is to be fur-
ther tonsldeicd a candidate for a battle
with Wlll.ir.l. It would b asking too
much of the youth to flop the rugged
Brennan, and If Dempsey shows superi-
ority over the Chlcagoau In all depart-
ments of the game, then he will be en-

titled to a bout with the winner of tho
Vulton-Mora- n battle.

In addition u thefe two Important
heavyweight bouts to. morrow night thero
will be a middleweight battle of con-
siderable Interest. Mike O'Dowd, the
champion of the class v,ll defend his
title against Harry Cireh, the Pittsburg
ruhher, who haa been making It warm"
lor nil In the class.
