Heney of the Kcder.il Trade
Commission attempted to show that the
packers by setting up "dummy" llrms
nnd by umlcrMdllng tho small concerns
lia4 crowded many from the Held,

He named W. K. Prlebe, whom he
chargel with drawing u salary from
Swiff & Co., while serving on the Kcd-er- al

Komi Administration for Jl a year,
with being especially actle In the cam-
paign against small concerns. He

that the W. K. Prlebe & Co.,
Chicago, reputed to bo this largest "in-
dependent" butter nnd egg dealers ln
the country, nnd which he alleged Is

owned by Swift & Co., controlled a. score
of creameries and poultry and butter and
egg plant In Jllssourl, Illinois and Iowa,
operating them under "dummy" names
to make them appear as "Independent"
flnni'.

"This was done to fool the farmers
nnd public," Attorney Heney said. "In
reality all the concerns aro owned by
Swift & Co"

He then Introduced a statement of W.
F. Prlebe & Co. giving a list of their
plants and bujlng stations In Iowa,
which he said was seized by agents of
the Kederal Trade Commission from the
files ot the company after the manage-m- nt

had denied any connection wth
the concerns, prelously mentioned hi
testimony, except that the Prlebe com-
pany merely acted as selling agent.

J. Ji Hoban of Carrollton. Mo., after
giving testimony In regard to the pack-

ers' activities, made an appeal for Gov-
ernment protection, as he feared, he snld,
that his business would be completely
wrecked b the packers In retaliation
for his testimony-

T, A. lluchanan, a poultry nnd egg
dealer of Hardin, .Mo, and Itudolph Mil-

ler, a creamery dealer of .Macon, Mo.,
two of the principal witnesses
testified that tho packers had "gobbled
UP" tho littlo dealers In their territory
by underselling and by pi Ice Juggling.

Miller testified his business had been
undermined nnd curtailed by the activi-
ties of the big packers, whom he charged
had carried out a programme ot flexible
prices to throttle all competition.

Evidence was Introduced by which Mr.
Heney attempted to show that during
consideration of legislation at arious
State capitals for the betterment of labor
ondltlons the packers were represented

by agent who tried to block enactment
of the laws. '

Mr. Heney also lead a report showing
that In Chicago negro employees had
Increased as follows: .Armour Ai Co.,
191. 1,8(1(1; iniT. 2,900; .Morris & Co.,
191K, 1.R0H; 1917, 2,150. The report
showed Swift & Co. employed 2.432
negroes in 1917. It was declared that
very few negroes were emplnxol In the
jajds in the early part of 191.

CIVIL WAR VETERAN
DIES IN POST ROOM

Stricken as He Prepares to
Don Medal Adorned Uniform.

A delay of only a few minutes pre

sented .lames K. Canfleld. 73. civil war
veteran, of 47 Hrevoort place. Ilrookln.
from dying last evening In the uniform
of the llranil Army of the Republic,
adnrned with the medals he had won
for valiant conduct, entering tho room
of t. S. !rant Pot, 327, on Washing-
ton avenue, llronkl.vn, the veteran was
nbout to rhnngn his clothes for a drill
being held In preparation for a pageant
noxt week when he was seized with a
heart attack, staggered Into the arms of
his comrades and died almost Im-

mediately.
About his body a group of two dozen

veterans stood with tear marked faces,
pnlng a silent tribute to a comrade who
whs well beloved.

The aged men had been pacing the
floor 'in the club rooms when Comrade
Canfleld entered. Thev were marchlnK
bv sipiads, stralchtenlng their shoulders,
stepping to the "hep" "hep" used in
drill. The pageant was intended to be
given by tho National League for
Woman Service beginning next Thurs-
day, and the xeterani decided it must
not be falterlngly done de?plte their agi".

Mr. C.infleld honied from the evnlnir
nie.il and oirned his blue uniform with
lis brnrs buttons UK ears c.nmhf the
thud of feet as he mounted the stVir
of the post rooms and he stood chnttlmt
with a post member as he removed his
coat. Then suddenly he was stricken
Mr Canflem served with the 1.13d
Illinois Volunteers and of late years
had been employed by the New York
Telephone Company. Only his widow
survives.
