BY COL. HAY WARD

Industry of Women Knitters
Also Commended.

"The Sun Tobacco Fund Is doing
much to glvs bolaco to the men In

France. Everywhere one goes there la
praise for The Hcn for furnlt-hln- the
soothing 'My Lady Nicotine.' "

The foregoing is an extract from
letter from Col. William Hayward, Just
received by n. D. Llllibrldge, lit Broad-
way. Col. Hayward, who formerly was
a Public Sen-Ic- Commissioner, Is now In
command of the Fighting Fifteenth, a
New Tork negro regiment. In France.
He also expresses his enthusiastic ap-
proval of the work of Industrious women
knitters, here and elsewhere. On this
subject he says:

"My regiment drew a complete set for
each man In addition to a largo quantity
of knitted socks. The scarfs have not
proved of as great value as the sweaters,
helmets and socks but believe mo these
articles have saved not only great suf-
fering, but, I am sure, have really saved
many lives.

"On the transport the men were not
allowed below for threw days und nights,
sleeping on deck In life proservers, bitter
cold though it was. I wore my boots,
and of course all my clothes, seventy-tw- o

hours straight and have duplicated that
once or twice since being in France.

"So you see how valuable these things
have been. I think all tho troops coming
over seaa have been supplied as we are,
by the Red Cross. At least every outfit
I have roen, whether Infantry, artillery,
cavalry or engineers, have. I am suie
the lied Cross will Judiciously distribute
anything you send them. Women should
be encouraged In their knitting and not
ridiculed. Their patriotic work has been
of Incalculable value, and It only re
mains for the scoffer to visit American
troops In France to bo convinced."

Tropical Gardens Arc Not
Large Enough to Accommo-

date Willing Patrons.

thousand dollars were raised hero to-

night nt nn outdoor entertainment In
the tropical gardens between Lake
Worth and the l'olnclnna Hotel for the
bnnelH of Tun Nrrw Vomc Sun's Tobneco
Fund to buy cigarettes for soldiers in
tho trendies.

It was a brllllent gathering attended
by a thousand society people, all the
famous cocoanut grove would hold. One
hundred and thirty tablo3, accommodat-
ing 780 people scatterd around under
tho rocoatiut trrrs nbout a dancing
throng, had been sold out twenty-fou- r
hours before, and twice as many people
would gladly have paid almost any price
apparently to hnve gotten In.

Chairs accommodating a few hundred
were brought In and wt wherever there
was room In an attempt to take caro of
the applicants. Kach table cost $15 In
addition to an entrance fee of $2 for
each person, thus miring about $3,D00,
but there wcro indications late
(the entertainment did not start until
nearly midnight New York time) that
receipts might be doubled.

The feature was the
Palm Ileaeh review for 1918, with songs
written by Geno Buck, with Florence
Zlegfeld and Fred Zimmerman man-
ager.

Justice George V. Mullan, In The
Bronx Supreme Court, directed yester-
day that briefs bo submitted to him
befora a final order Is entered upon the
application to punish Mrs. Emily Havc-mey-

Potter, daughter of the lato Theo-
dore Havemeyur, for contempt of court.

Mrs. Potter Is being rued by Ixuls
Certain, a dealer In gowns of 36 West
Fifty-sixt- h Htreet, for $932.01. The court
Issued an order for thn Immediate

of Mrs. Potter and then said
to Kugeno A. Donohue, her counsel:

"I am not going to await her con-
venience. I have about as little sympatny
as any cno could have with this woman,
for It is nbout time that some people
stopped living above their means and re-

siding In high grade country homes to
evade process server."

The attorney said that Mra. Potter
had a very sick child at home and could
not nppear. Attorney Donohue Insisted
that tho service alleged to have been
made on his client did not comply with
the legal requirements In that the process
rervet did not show Mrs. Potter the
signature of the Justice when he reponted
that he had served her. The court ad-
mitted that tho service wa3 technically
faulty and then ordered briefs sub-
mitted on the application for punish-
ment for contempt.
